ROY GUILTY IN RG KAR MURDER CASE

The Maha Kumbh in Prayagraj
is not just a religious event; it

has transformed into a massive
economic engine driving growth
across Uttar Pradesh. With
preparations in full swing to
welcome over 400 million
pilgrims, the event has become a
source of livelihood and
opportunity for artisans, traders,
and entrepreneurs from all 75
districts of the state. Over its 45-
day duration, this mega-event is
expected to generate economic
activity on a scale that rivals the
GDP of some countries, with
small-scale artisans and micro-
enterprises alone securing orders
worth Rs 10,000 crore.
“This is not just an event for the

faithful; it’s an economic festival,”
said Mahendra Goyal, Uttar
Pradesh head of the Confederation
of All India Traders (CAIT). “The
state government’s Rs 7,500 crore
investment will generate at least
?25,000 crore in revenue and
facilitate business worth Rs 2 lakh
crore. It is a win-win for faith and
the economy.”
The demand for basic necessities
such as groceries, edible oils,
vegetables, dairy products,
bedding, and hospitality services
has surged. Entrepreneurs from
districts like Kanpur, Varanasi, and
Gautam Buddh Nagar are leading
the charge, with key sectors like
groceries expected to generate Rs
4,000 crore and dairy products
contributing Rs 4,200 crore.
Speaking about the influx of
opportunities, Ravi Tiwari, a

vegetable supplier from Kanpur,
shared, “The orders I have
received for the Maha Kumbh are
more than what I usually supply in
six months. This event is a game-
changer for small businesses like
mine.”
Employment opportunities have
also multiplied across various
sectors. Neeraj Singhal, National
President of the Indian Industries
Association, remarked, “The
demand for services such as hotels,
restaurants, food stalls, air travel,
railways, and road transportation
has increased by nearly 80 times.
Construction, security, sanitation,
and healthcare services are
employing over 10,000 workers
and unskilled laborers, with many
of them coming from districts like
Kushinagar, Ballia, and
Maharajganj.”

Artisans and manufacturers have
seen unprecedented demand for
their products. The Small
Industries and Manufacturers

Association reported a significant
rise in sales of food, worship
materials, clothing, and souvenirs.
Entrepreneurs from regions such as

Unnao, Ghaziabad, and Mirzapur
have directly benefitted. Rajeev
Mishra, an artisan from Mirzapur,
said, “This is the busiest we have
been in years. Orders for clay ware
and handicrafts have poured in,
and we are working round the clock
to meet the demand.”
The infrastructure developed for
the event has also brought
economic benefits to districts like
Meerut, Hapur, and Lucknow,
where workers have been
employed to build roads, ensure
sanitation, and maintain utilities.
Tourism, transport, and the sale of
worship materials have further
benefitted regions such as
Mathura and Hardoi. Vinod
Pandey, a hotel owner in Varanasi,
noted, “We have been booked
solid for months. The influx of
pilgrims is not limited to Prayagraj

only. After taking a dip at Sangam
they are coming to Varanasi. This
huge footfall has not only boosted
my business but also created jobs
for locals.”
Additionally, major brands have
tapped into the opportunities
presented by the Maha Kumbh. A
total of 82 Uttar Pradesh-based
brands and 178 national brands
have created 9,000 temporary jobs
for youth. The tent city set up for
the event alone has generated over
2,000 permanent positions.
The Maha Kumbh 2025 has
proven to be a unifying force, not
just spiritually but economically,
with its impact felt in every corner
of the state. As Ashok Kumar, a
shopkeeper from Prayagraj, aptly
said, “The Kumbh doesn’t just
bring pilgrims; it brings
prosperity.”

AKolkata Sessions Court
on Saturday held prime
accused Sanjoy Roy

guilty in the RG Kar Medical
College and Hospital rape and
murder case.
The quantum of punishment
will be pronounced on
Monday, District and Sessions
Judge of Sealdah Court
Anirban Das told Roy in a 12-
minute hearing, adding that
he had been held guilty in the
case and could be condemned
to death or imprisonment for
life. Roy was convicted of rape
under Section 64 of the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita
(BNS), and murder under
Sections 66 and 103(1).
The body of the victim, a 31-
year-old postgraduate lady
doctor working in the Chest
Medicine Department of the
RGKMCH who was brutally
raped and murdered, was
discovered inside the seminar
room of the said hospital in
the wee hours of August 9 last
year, triggering nationwide
protests.
Subsequently, on the basis of

the CCTV footage, the
Kolkata Police on August 10
arrested Sanjay Roy, a civic
volunteer with the police. He
was seen entering the seminar
hall and coming out of it after
about half an hour.
The judgment was delivered
57 days after the trial
commenced in-camera on
November 12, during which
50 witnesses were examined.
The hearing in the case
concluded on January 9.
“When the Court held Sanjoy
Roy guilty of the crime of rape
and murder, he continued to
call himself innocent and a
victim of conspiracy. The
honorable Sessions Judge told
him that he had been found
guilty of the crime which
could invite capital
punishment like death or life
imprisonment... the quantum
of punishment shall be given
on Monday when the Judge
will also hear out the convict,”
the advocate of the victim’s
family said, adding that justice
will not be fully complete until
other people who might have
been involved in the case were
punished.

“Though the copy of the
judgment is likely to be
uploaded on Monday,” the
Court did not seem fully
satisfied with the
investigation as “it often
raised the issues of lacuna and
loopholes in the process of
investigation... we will have to
see whether these things find
place in the judgment or not,”
the advocate said.
The parents of the victim also
held the same opinion,
wondering why the
administration would not go
after the masterminds of the
crime. “We have 20 questions
that are yet unanswered. Let
the agencies, be it the CBI or
the state police answer them,”
said the mother of the victim,
partially welcoming the
judgment.
The mother of an only child,
she said, “Sanjay’s guilt was
proved through biological
evidence. He is only one
person but not the only
person who has killed my
daughter. The entire medical
fraternity, the entire hospital
says so, the truth is known to
every brick, every wall of the

hospital, and the names of the
real accused are being
discussed but why it was not
taken up judicially is not
known to us. There are others
who haven’t been arrested yet.
So, justice hasn’t been fully
delivered. We are people of
humble background and have
nothing to lose so we will
continue our fight for justice
till the last day of our life.”
The father of the victim, who
had on Friday held the
Mamata Banerjee
government guilty of
brushing the case under the
carpet again, said, “I have
many questions.  Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee
herself kept awake the whole
night and supervised the
investigation. Where was a
need for her to do so? 
The investigation was nothing
but an act of erasing evidence.
The police destroyed
evidence, which finally led to
the other culprits either not
getting arrested or two others
getting bail. The entire
medical fraternity knows that
this rape and murder is not
the work of only one person.”
Dr Utpal, a senior doctor who
had been in the forefront of
the movement, wondered
why the investigating
agencies had preferred to
ignore forensic reports.
“What about the four DNA
imprints that were found on
the person of the victim.
What about the forensic
experts’ comment that the
murder might not have taken
place at the place where the
body of the victim was found.
Why did the agencies not
take into account the
telephonic conversations that
had taken place between the
top police officers and some
top political persons of the
State.”

Afew days after casting aspersions on
the residents of Bihar and eastern UP

by claiming that the BJP has faked voter
lists in the names of Poorvanchalis, the
ruling Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) on
Saturday attempted to assuage the
mollification directed at the one-third
chunk of electors in Delhi.
Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) national
convener Arvind Kejriwal promised a
freebie guarantee for tenants, allowing
them free electricity and water if re-
elected to power, stating that the move
would benefit the Poorvanchali brethren.
“We will ensure that after the elections,
tenants, many of whom belong to the
Purvanchal region, will also enjoy the
benefits of free electricity and water,” the
former Delhi CM said.
Addressing a press conference, Kejriwal
stated that tenants have been unable to
access the free electricity and water
scheme for several reasons. He
emphasized that tenants are also part of
Delhi’s population, and the AAP will
extend these benefits to them. The
announcement comes as the Aam Aadmi
Party ramps up its campaign for the
Delhi assembly elections slated for
February 5.
“Wherever I go, I meet people living on
rent who say they benefit from good
schools and hospitals but are deprived of
free electricity and water schemes.
Across Delhi, we have provided free
electricity and water to residents.
However, it is unfortunate that tenants
do not get these benefits. Today, I want to
announce that after the elections, if our
government is formed, we will
introduce a system ensuring
tenants also receive free
electricity and water,” Kejriwal
said.
The ruling AAP has proposed
freebies including the Mahila
Samman Yojna, Sanjeevani
Yojna, free metro, free
scholarships to Dalit students,
salaries for pujaris and granthis, free
metro rides for students, waivers in water
bills, and funds for residents’ welfare
associations to recruit security guards,

adding to its existing schemes and
programs such as revamped government
schools, mohalla clinics, and free
electricity that the AAP government
offers to citizens in Delhi.
In competition, the BJP, in its manifesto
released on January 17, announced
several aids, keeping women at the
center of its poll pitch. The manifesto
emphasizes women and promises Rs
2,500 monthly aid under the ‘Mahila
Samridhi Yojana.’
The BJP, in its manifesto, also
announced Rs 21,000 and six nutrition
kits for every pregnant woman under the
‘Chief Minister Matritva Suraksha
Yojana.’ The party has also promised
LPG cylinders at Rs 500 for the poor,
with one free cylinder on Holi and
Diwali.

The ceasefire between
Hamas and Israel will go

into effect in less than 24
hours, Qatar’s foreign
ministry said on Saturday. 
In a post on X, foreign
minister Majid al-Ansari said
the ceasefire will start at 8:30
am local time (6:30 GMT) on
Sunday, and advised people to
exercise caution and wait for
directions from officials.
Early Saturday morning,
Israel’s Cabinet approved the
deal for a ceasefire in Gaza
that would release dozens of
hostages and pause the 15-
month war with Hamas,
bringing the sides a step
closer to ending their
deadliest and most
destructive fighting ever. 
Despite the ceasefire news,
sirens sounded across
central Israel on Saturday,

with the army saying it
intercepted projectiles
launched from Yemen.
The Iran-backed Houthis
have stepped up their
missile attacks in recent
weeks. The group says the
attacks are part of its
campaign aimed at
pressuring Israel and the
West over the war in Gaza.
There were also continued
Israeli strikes into Gaza. The
Palestinian health ministry
said at least 23 people were
killed the previous day.
Under the first phase of the
ceasefire, 33 hostages are set
to be released over the next
six weeks, in exchange for
hundreds of Palestinians
imprisoned by Israel.
The remainder, including
male soldiers, are to be
released in a second phase
that will be negotiated
during the first.

Delhi Police Crime Branch
has apprehended

Chanderkant Jha, a “serial
killer” who had terrorised the
national capital between 2006
and 2007 and evaded arrest
for more than a year, an
official said on Saturday.
His case received a significant
media attention and was the
subject of an OTT platform
documentary “Indian
Predator: The Butcher of
Delhi”. “Jha was on the run
after jumping parole in
October 2023. The 57-year-
old was arrested from Old
Delhi Railway Station on
Friday following an intensive
operation,” Additional
Commissioner of Police
(crime branch) Sanjay Kumar
Sain said.
Jha, who had been serving a
life sentence for three
murders, carried a bounty of
Rs 50,000 for his capture, he
said.  The officer further said
the Crime Branch formed a
team which included senior
police officers to locate Jha.
“Over six months, the team
traced Jha’s network of family,
friends, and associates. They
conducted reconnaissance at
his previous crime spots and
interrogated individuals in
fruit and vegetable mandis
across Delhi-NCR, Haryana,
Uttar Pradesh and Bihar,
where Jha had once worked,”
said the Additional CP.
Analysing voluminous call
data records, the team
identified a suspicious mobile

number that ultimately led
them to Jha’s location.  Acting
on a lead, the team arrested
Jha on January 17 as he
attempted to flee to Bihar
from Old Delhi Railway
Station, he said.
Police said a history of
gruesome crimes between
2006 and 2007, Jha’s modus
operandi left Delhi shaken.
Originally from Bihar, Jha
resided near Azadpur Mandi
in Delhi and befriended
young men, often migrants,
by helping them find jobs and
offering them meals.
However, minor
disagreements or perceived
infractions would trigger his
homicidal
rage. 
“Jha would tie his victims
hands, claiming he would
punish them, and then
strangle them with a locally
made nunchaku. He would
dismember the bodies
meticulously, ensuring
minimal blood splatter. The

remains were then packed in
plastic bags and transported
using his modified cycle-
rickshaw before being
dumped at pre-determined
locations, often near Tihar
Jail,” Sain added. 
He said adding to the horror,
Jha would leave handwritten
notes with the dismembered
bodies, taunting the police
and challenging them to
catch him. 
Jha’s first recorded murder
dates back to 1998 when he
killed Mangal alias
Aurangzeb in Adarsh Nagar,
Delhi, dismembering the
body and scattering its parts.
Arrested in 1998, he was
released in 2002. After his
release, he resumed killing,
police said.
In June 2003, Jha murdered
his associate Shekhar in
Haiderpur for being a
drunkard and liar, disposing
of the body in Alipur. In
November 2003, Umesh, a
migrant from Bihar, was
killed for alleged betrayal,
and his body was dumped
near Tihar Jail.In November
2005, Jha killed Guddu for his
habits, including smoking
marijuana and disposed of
his body in Mangolpuri,
police said.
In October 2006, Amit,
accused of womanizing, met
a similar fate, with his body
left outside Tihar Jail.  In
another case Upender was
murdered in April 2007 for a
love affair deemed
inappropriate, his remains
left near Tihar’s Gate No 3.

The Railway Protection
Force (RPF) personnel

detained a 31-year-old
suspect in the Saif Ali Khan
attack case at the distant
Durg railway station in
Chhattisgarh on Saturday
afternoon, offering a ray of
hope to the Mumbai police,
who had been searching for
over 48 hours for the elusive
assailant.
Acting on a lead provided by
the Mumbai police, RPF
officials detained the suspect,
identified as Aakash Kailash
Kanojia, from the Mumbai-
Howrah Jnaneswari Express
when the train arrived at
Durg railway station at 2 pm.
“We identified the suspect
based on a photograph, train
number, and location details
sent to us by the Mumbai
police. He was sitting in a
general compartment. A
Mumbai Police team will
soon arrive here to take him
into custody,” a senior RPF
official said at Durg railway
station.
Enquiries by the RPF
revealed that the suspect was
travelling without a ticket.
When questioned, he initially
stated that he was going to
Nagpur but later corrected
himself, saying he was on his
way to Bilaspur.
During the initial
questioning, the suspect
claimed that he stayed in
Byculla, south Mumbai. The
RPF officials arranged for
him to speak to the Mumbai
police via video call. A

Mumbai police team is
expected to take custody of
the detained suspect late on
Saturday and bring him to
Mumbai for further
investigation.
However, there was no formal
statement from the Mumbai
police regarding the suspect
detained by the RPF at Durg
railway station.
Earlier, fresh CCTV footage
aired by some television
channels showed the assailant
at Dadar in north-central
Mumbai at 9 am on
Thursday, buying a pair of
headphones before heading
to the railway station.
So far, five CCTV clips have
surfaced, including two
purportedly from the
staircase of the actor’s
building “Satguru Sharan,”
showing him going up and
then coming down, one at
Bandra station with a change
of shirt, and two more from
Dadar.
Saif had sustained six stab

wounds, including one to his
spine, while grappling with
an intruder who had broken
into his 12th-floor
apartment in the posh
“Satguru Sharan” building,
located at the junction of
29th and 24th Roads in
Bandra (W) in north-west
Mumbai. The knife attack on
the actor took place between
2 am and 2:30 am on
Thursday, following a failed
burglary attempt by the yet-
to-be-identified intruder.
After being admitted to
Lilavati Hospital, the actor
underwent surgery to
remove a knife lodged in his
spine and to plug a spinal
fluid leak. “The actor was
brought to our hospital with
six injuries, two of which
were deep. We performed
surgery near his spine and
removed a 2.5-inch piece of
knife from the spine,” said
Dr. Niraj Uttamani, Chief
Operating Officer of Lilavati
Hospital, on Thursday.

Kejriwal car convoy attack; AAP, BJP exchange blows

With campaigning for the Delhi
Assembly elections heating up,

claims and counterclaims erupted
between AAP and BJP as the former

alleged that AAP convener
Arvind Kejriwal’s car was

pelted with stones in New
Delhi constituency on
Saturday. However, BJP
leader and New Delhi
candidate Parvesh Verma
refuted AAP’s allegations,

saying the AAP chief ’s car hit
three youths who had been

protesting against him. Verma
claimed it was Kejriwal who asked the
driver of the car to crush them.
“Fearing defeat, BJP panicked, got its

goons to attack Arvind Kejriwal,” the
AAP, which has been ruling Delhi since
2013, posted on X within minutes of the
attack on its leader.
The AAP convener also said the Delhi
Police on Saturday stopped the screening
of the Aam Aadmi Party’s (AAP)
documentary Unbreakable on January
18, citing non-compliance with election
guidelines. AAP convener and former
Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal accused
the Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) of using
the Delhi Police to stop the screening.
However, the Delhi Police denied these
allegations. The Delhi Police said that
“no permission” was taken for the
screening of the documentary. The
police emphasized that political parties
must apply for permission for such
events through a single-window system
at the District Election Officer’s (DEO)
office. It further added that such
permission could not be granted or
rejected by the police at this time.
The documentary Unbreakable, which
explores AAP’s journey during
Kejriwal’s leadership and the party’s
activities during and after his
imprisonment, was scheduled to be
screened at Pyarelal Bhawan, ITO, at
11:30 AM.
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Bollywood actor Saif Ali Khan and suspected attacker
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Madhya Pradesh faced
extreme cold-day
conditions on

Saturday, with many districts
reporting unusually low tem-
peratures accompanied by
widespread fog. Shivpuri
recorded the lowest day tem-
perature in the state at 19°C.
Other districts, including
Damoh at 20°C, Khajuraho at
22.2°C, Naugaon at 22.5°C,
Narsinghpur at 22.6°C, and
Rewa-Pachmarhi at 23°C, also
experienced significant drops
in daytime temperatures.
Among the major cities,
Gwalior recorded the coldest
day temperature at 21°C. In
comparison, Bhopal regis-
tered a relatively higher tem-
perature of 25.6°C, followed by
Indore at 27.9°C. Ujjain and
Jabalpur recorded day tem-
peratures of 29°C and 25°C,

respectively.
Dense fog affected several
regions, significantly reducing
visibility and causing disrup-
tions. Areas such as Gwalior,
Bhind, Morena, Datia,
Shivpuri, Niwari, Chhatarpur,
Neemuch, Agar-Malwa,
Mandsaur, Ratlam, Guna,
Ashoknagar, Tikamgarh,
Panna, Satna, Mandla,
Khajuraho, and Naugaon were
particularly affected, with vis-
ibility in some locations drop-
ping to as low as 50 to 100
meters.
The weather conditions dis-
rupted transportation, with
flight delays reported from
Indore. The Bengaluru-Indore
flight arrived two hours late,
while a Delhi-Indore flight
was delayed by one and a half
hours. These disruptions
added to the challenges faced
by residents dealing with the
cold and foggy conditions.

The Meteorological
Department has warned that
severe cold conditions are
likely to persist for the next
three days as icy winds are
expected to intensify. This
will likely cause temperatures
to drop further, prolonging the
extreme cold and dense fog
across many areas of the state.
On Friday, similar cold-day-
like conditions were observed
in 18 cities, including Bhopal,
Indore, Ujjain, Gwalior, and
Jabalpur, where day tempera-
tures fell below 23°C. The sit-
uation was exacerbated by
dense fog in places like
Gwalior, Shivpuri, and Niwari,
with near-zero visibility
reported at Gwalior Airport
and other airports in the
region.
Minimum temperatures have
also plummeted across sever-
al districts. For instance,
Kalyanpur in Shahdol record-

ed a chilling 4.6°C, Piparsama
in Shivpuri saw 5.6°C, and
Naugaon in Chhatarpur reg-
istered 6.1°C. Other areas like
Pachmarhi, Rajgarh, Umaria,
and Deora recorded mini-
mum temperatures close to
6°C.
Weather warnings have been
issued for dense fog in regions
including Guna, Ashoknagar,
Shivpuri, Gwalior, Datia,
Bhind, and Morena. Shallow
to moderate fog is expected in
cities such as Bhopal, Indore,
Ujjain, and Dhar. Additionally,
cold-day conditions will per-
sist in areas like Shajapur,
Neemuch, and Singrauli.
Residents are advised to take
precautions as the ongoing
weather pattern is expected to
bring extreme cold and dense
fog for the next few days, dis-
rupting daily life and trans-
portation across Madhya
Pradesh.
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The faculty of Agriculture

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Jabalpur police arrested on
Friday a 42-year-old man
for abducting and sexual-

ly assaulting a five-year-old
minor girl. The crime took
place on January 15 in
Hanumantal police station
area. 
According to the police, the
victim used to call the accused
“Nanu” (maternal grandfa-
ther). The accused allegedly
lured the girl with a mere five
rupees and sexually assaulted
her.
On the day of the incident, at
around 7 PM, the girl was
playing just a few metres
away from her house with her
friend, who happened to be
the granddaughter of the
accused, a familiar face in the
neighbourhood. 
He approached her with the
promise of buying her chips
and handed over Rs 5 to the
little girl. He then carried her
into his home under the guise
of playing. Once inside, he
gagged the girl with a piece of
cloth to ensure she did not
shout and sexually assaulted
her. After the assault, he left
the crying girl outside her
house and escaped the scene
at around 8:30 PM.

When the distressed kid
returned home, she started
removing her clothes. Her
mother noticed that her pyja-
ma was wet and asked her
what happened. She man-
aged to explain what the
accused  did to her, specifi-
cally mentioning that “Nanu
took off my clothes”. The
shocked mother immediately
went to accused’s residence to
confront him, but the house
was locked.
On the day of the incident, the
victim’s father was not at
home. The next day, , when he
returned, the victim’s mother
informed him about the inci-
dent after which he reached
the police station and filed a
complaint.
Acting on the complaint, a
team was formed, led by
Station Officer Dheeraj Raj
and Sub-Inspector Sangita
Choudhary to nab the
rapist. On 17th January, the
police got a tip-off from an
informant that the accused
was seen near his house in
the morning attempting to
leave the city. Police swiftly
swung into action and cor-
doned off the area where he
was last seen. The accused
operates a garbage truck
for his livelihood.
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An 11th-grade student lost
his life under mysterious
circumstances after being

struck by a speeding train in the
Chhola Mandir area on Friday
night. The victim, identified as
Mrityunjay Sharma, was report-
edly engrossed in the popular
online game Free Fire at the time
of the accident, leading to spec-
ulation that his mobile gaming

addiction may have contributed
to the tragedy.
The incident occurred while
Mrityunjay’s parents were away.
His mother and sister were vis-
iting relatives in Vidisha, and his
father had stepped out for an
errand. The family was
informed of the accident by
police around 9:30 PM.
According to Mrityunjay's
maternal uncle, Manoj Sharma,
the teenager had developed a

strong addiction to mobile
games, particularly Free Fire,
spending significant time on his
phone. Despite his parents’
efforts to counsel him about his
gaming habits, they refrained
from pressuring or reprimand-
ing him, as he was their only
son.
Mrityunjay’s family believes that
the game’s tasks may have dis-
tracted him and led to the fatal
encounter with the train.
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Bhopal: A shocking case of ani-
mal cruelty has come to light in
the Piplani area, where a dog was
tied up and brutally beaten, leav-
ing it seriously injured. The inci-
dent, which reportedly occurred
on January 14, was brought to the
attention of the police after a dis-
turbing video of the abuse sur-
faced.
Champaram Rajput, a resident of
Gadiapura Anand Nagar, Piplani,
informed the police that he
received a video on his mobile
phone late at night, showing a
severely injured dog lying help-
lessly. The animal’s legs and
mouth had been tied, and it was
evident from the video that the
dog had been beaten merciless-
ly.
After viewing the video,
Champaram went to his locality
in Siddharth Lake City, Anand
Nagar, and found the dog lying
in the same condition, still tied
and in visible pain. Concerned,
he checked the CCTV footage
from a nearby house, which
revealed two unidentified indi-
viduals brutally assaulting the
dog and attempting to carry it
away.
Based on the complaint and the
video evidence, Piplani police
have registered a case against the
unknown accused under relevant
sections of the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals Act.
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Prime Minister Narendra
Modi emphasized that
the Swamitva Yojana will

empower villages and the poor,
making the journey towards a
developed India more pleas-
ant. Over the past five years,
approximately 1.5 crore rural
residents in India have been
issued property ownership
certificates (property cards).
Today, more than 65 lakh
beneficiaries receive property
cards, bringing legal owner-
ship documents to around
2.25 crore rural residents
across the country. This marks
a historic day for India's rural
economy.
On Saturday, the Prime
Minister launched the e-dis-
tribution program of proper-
ty ownership certificates under
the Swamitva Yojana from
Delhi. During the program,

property cards were distrib-
uted to over 65 lakh benefi-
ciaries from more than 50,000
villages nationwide, includ-
ing 15.63 lakh beneficiaries
from Madhya Pradesh. The
prime minister also interacted
with the scheme's beneficia-
ries, while Chief Minister Dr.
Mohan Yadav participated in
the program from Seoni dis-
trict.
Highlighting the global rele-
vance, PM Modi said that
according to a United Nations
survey, property rights are
among the major challenges of
the 21st century, along with cli-
mate change, water scarcity,
health issues, and pandemics.
In many countries, the poor
lack property rights, leading
economists to term their assets
as "dead capital," which cannot
be leveraged for transactions
or economic activities. Such a
situation also leaves them vul-

nerable to disputes and
encroachments. The Swamitva
Yojana addresses this signifi-
cant challenge.
The Prime Minister remarked
that previous governments did
not provide a concrete solu-
tion. After his government
came into power in 2014, they
initiated this scheme. 
Land mapping was conducted
using drones, and property
documents were prepared for
the poor. Out of approximate-
ly six lakh villages in India,

drone surveys have been com-
pleted for more than half, and
property cards have been
issued to 2.25 crore rural res-
idents. This initiative will boost
the economy and unlock eco-
nomic activities worth over
100 lakh crore rupees.
PM Modi stated that the
Swamitva Yojana is a signifi-
cant step towards realizing the
vision of Gram Swaraj (village
self-governance) as envisioned
by Mahatma Gandhi.
Providing ownership rights
to the poor will strengthen vil-
lage panchayats economically
and bring Gram Swaraj to
reality. It will also facilitate bet-
ter disaster management and
make it easier for rural resi-
dents to claim timely benefits.
The Prime Minister stressed
that India's heart lies in its vil-
lages, and the development of
villages is integral to the
nation's progress. 

The Swamitva Yojana and
land reforms will serve as the
foundation pillars for rural
development. India has
already issued 23 crore land
identification numbers, and
land records are being digi-
tized.
PM Modi also highlighted
the significant role of women
in building a developed India.
Initiatives like Bank Sakhis,
Insurance Sakhis, Lakhpati
Didis, and Drone Didis are
crucial steps towards women's
empowerment. 
Over 1.25 crore Lakhpati
Didis have been created
across the country. In sever-
al states, property ownership
certificates under the
Swamitva Yojana include the
names of wives. Similarly,
women's names are being
included in the registry of
houses under the Pradhan
Mantri Awas Yojana.

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Bhopal: The Department of
Urology in AIIMS Bhopal suc-
cessfully treated 13 hormonal-
ly active adrenal tumors in the
past year using advanced
laparoscopic techniques,
demonstrating the institution's
innovation in medical care and
surgical expertise. Among
these, 7 patients with functional
hormonally active adrenal
tumors, such as pheochromo-
cytoma and aldosteronoma,
were treated through minimal
invasive laparoscopic adrena-
lectomy. 
This is a surgical procedure in
which laparoscopic techniques
are used to remove the adren-
al gland (located above the kid-
neys). Small incisions are made,
and a laparoscope (a long, thin
tube with a camera and light)
is used to access the adrenal
gland. The procedure involves
less pain and quicker recovery.
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Walking through the
narrow, arched bylanes
of Noor Mahal, it's

hard not to wonder how plan-
ners overlooked the city’s inher-
ent charm and the possibilities
of preserving its potential to
become the East’s equivalent of
Florence—or even Venice.
Set on the banks of the second
of the three cascading lakes,
filled by monsoon streams run-
ning down the majestic Idgah
Hill, the scenic little locality is
a virtual treasure trove of nar-
row alleys that turn with the
lyrical melancholy of a haunting
old melody before ending at the
mosque at Bala Khana.
The Urdu word "Bala Khana"
means attic, which in turn has
etymological roots in the Latin
"Atticus", referring to some-
thing from the historical city of
Athens. No one knows for sure
if the name was intentionally
chosen to evoke one of the

world’s most charming cities,
which one might have recalled
while standing at this pavilion
when it still overlooked two of
the cascading lakes to its east.
The landscape is a gentle slope
that runs eastwards in a two-
pronged fork, with the right tak-
ing you towards the Imami
Gate-Shahjehanabad Road and
the left drawing you in through
an arched street of decrepit

houses with old squeaky doors
that make one wonder about the
folks who inhabit them.
Despite the rustic disrepair and
dustiness, the area doesn’t seem
unclean, though one can’t help
but hope that the streets here
could have been paved with
bricks or some sort of vintage
flooring to add to the charm of
this quaint little place.
The street passes another arch-

way before leading to an almost
hidden alley that reveals the Bala
Khana mosque. The architecture
is a rustic version of Indo-
Saracenic, which is beautifully
complemented by a living pot-
pourri of dry yellow leaves on a
little tree that stands decaying
near the entrance to the mosque.
Though the area is now a for-
gotten little quarter, it was once
the labour of love of the poet-
princess Nawab Shahjahan
Begum, who had chosen to
build her capital of
Shahjahanabad around the three
cascading lakes. Noor Mahal
was built for her consort Nawab
Siddiq Hasan, who had named
it after his son, Noor ul Hasan.
Frowned upon by purists, the
love between the widowed
Shahjahan and the married
Siddiq had blossomed at the Taj
Mahal Palace, a few hundred
metres north of Noor Mahal.
Shahjahan had chosen to marry
Siddiq despite the discomfort of
noblemen who had raised con-

cerns about local customs and
sectarian differences with his
ancestry. Shahjahan had over-
ruled the objections, including
those by her own daughter and
heir apparent, Princess Sultan
Jahan.
Sultan Jahan and Siddiq never
got along, nor did she ever for-
give her mother for belittling the
memory of her departed father,
Nawab Baqi Mohammad Khan,
by remarrying. Her reign, fol-
lowing the death of Shahjahan,
saw Noor Mahal and the Taj
Mahal fall into neglect and dis-
repair.
Post-independence and the
organisation of states, the city
administration too failed to
take note of this lyrical piece of
architecture and history, which,
anywhere else in the world,
would have been paved with
cobbles or basalt that would wel-
come travellers to evenings by
the lakes that sparkled with the
rebellious love of Shahjahan
and Siddiq. Alas!
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In the midst of intensifying
preparations ahead of the
Global Investor Summit,

scheduled to take place in the
state capital on February 24-25,
Municipal Commissioner
Harendra Narayan on Saturday
told officials to ensure height-
ened readiness ahead of the
event.
Narayan instructed department
heads to ensure the timely com-
pletion of assigned tasks and
preparations in line with the dig-
nity of the summit.
He also directed officials to
ensure proper maintenance and
resurfacing of major roads,
repairs and painting of central
verges, side verges, and footpaths,
beautification of lakes, ponds,
gardens, and walls, and improve-
ment of streetlights and other
electrical work.

The meeting was attended by the
Additional Commissioner of the
Municipal Corporation,
Devendra Singh Chauhan,

The civic body administrator
also directed the Horticulture
Department to plant beautiful
and attractive plants wherever
necessary, including in central
verges, side verges, parks, and
pots, and to organize green
spaces around the airport and
state hangars.
This is the first time the state cap-
ital is hosting the summit, which
is likely to be attended by 2,000
prospective investors who have
shown interest in venueing their
projects in Madhya Pradesh.
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Prime Minister Narendra
Modi interacted, on
Saturday interacted virtu-

ally with Manohar Mewada, a
beneficiary from Pipaliya Meera
Gram Panchayat, Sehore dis-
trict, during the e-distribution of
property cards under the
Swamitva Yojana. Prime Minister
Shri Modi asked Shri Manohar
about the impact of receiving the
property card under the scheme
on his life.
Beneficiary Manohar Mewada
shared that before receiving the
property card under the
Swamitva Yojana, he was
unable to secure a bank loan
due to the lack of land docu-
mentation. After obtaining the
card, he easily secured a Rs 10
lakh loan, which he used to
start a dairy farm with five
cows and a buffalo. 

The farm generates a monthly
income of Rs 30 thousand, from
which he pays Rs 16,000 as a
bank installment. His family
actively supports the dairy farm,
and the additional income from
animal husbandry has signifi-
cantly benefited them alongside
their farming activities.
After hearing Manohar Mewada’s
experience, Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi expressed hap-
piness that the Swamitva Yojana
had helped reduce his difficulties
and improve his life. 
He noted that the centre’s scheme
is increasing the income of
countless individuals across the
country. The Prime Minister
emphasized the government's
priority to ensure every citizen
lives with dignity and ease. He
encouraged Shri Manohar to
share the benefits of the
Swamitva Yojana with other
beneficiaries in his village.
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Causing discomfort to
patients due to disruption
in services, outsourced

employees at Hamidia Hospital
once again protested on Saturday
to press for the disbursement of
wage arrears and a rollback of
hospital plans to lay off employ-
ees.
Although hospital authorities are
yet to confirm or deny the num-
ber of employees they are plan-
ning to lay off, employees say the
hospital has decided to remove
400 workers from the muster
rolls.
Not new at the college hospital,
the current controversy first
erupted in October last year
when workers, including ward
boys, technicians, and others,
claimed that the hospital owed
them months of wages.
The workers' strike was called off

after the management pacified
employees with promises of clear-
ing their dues and topping them
up with a bonus ahead of Diwali.
Workers now blame the hospital
authorities and a private compa-
ny contracted for sourcing
employees for the health facility
for reneging on their promises
and attempting to quell protests
by launching the layoff plan.
They say that nearly 50 employ-
ees have already been pink-
slipped by the hospital adminis-
tration, which, in turn, maintains
that it can no longer bear the bur-
den of expenses that it has been
saddled with due to overstaffing
during the Covid pandemic.
Meanwhile, patients and care-
givers had a harrowing time at the
hospital on Saturday, as they
were left with no choice but to
take charge and wheel their
patients around various wards at
the government-run hospital.
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Madhya Pradesh is now
going parallel with the
private sector in

respect of having an ideal infra-
structure in government
schools and on some parame-
ters it is excelling, according to
a recently released report by the
Government of Indian’s Unified
District Information System
for Education Plus, which
assessed the infrastructure in
the country's government
schools. The report offers a
comparative analysis for the
status of infrastructure from
2014 to the current scenario in
government, government-
aided, private, and other
schools. The infrastructure
study covered aspects like
drinking water facilities, toilets
for girls, separate toilets for
boys, handwashing facilities,

electricity connections, library
facilities, playgrounds, medical
check-ups, computer availabil-
ity, internet facilities, ramps and
handrails for students with
special needs, toilet facilities,
kitchen gardens, rainwater har-
vesting systems, and solar ener-
gy systems. Madhya Pradesh's
schools showed better perfor-
mance in several of these areas.
Chief Minister Dr. Mohan
Yadav has directed the con-
cerned authorities to make
plans and strategies at multiple
levels to make Madhya Pradesh
a model state in school educa-
tion.
It is noteworthy that India has
the world’s largest education
network, with 1.47 million
schools, over 9.8 million teach-
ers, and 248 million students
enrolled from primary to sec-
ondary levels, representing var-
ious socio-economic back-
grounds. The Government of

India has launched the Unified
District Information System for
Education Plus (UDISE+) to
manage this vast database of
schools, where data related to
schools is uploaded online, and
its accuracy is verified at block,
district, and state levels. This
represents the "One Nation,
One Database" concept.
According to the report,
Madhya Pradesh has 1, 23,412
schools including government,
private, and government-aided,
having 15.36 million students
enrolled and 639,525 teachers.
Among these, 92,439 are gov-
ernment schools, 581 are gov-
ernment-aided, 28,910 are pri-
vate, and 1,482 are categorized
as other schools. Of these,
39.4% are preparatory or foun-
dational schools, 35.7% are
middle schools, and 14.9% are
higher secondary schools. The
availability of teachers is has also
improved according to which

21.02% are in foundational
schools, 37.9% in middle
schools and 40.9% in secondary
schools.
According to the report, 98.3%
of schools in India have drink-
ing water facilities, 97.2% have
toilets for girls, 95.7% have toi-
lets for boys, and 94.7% provide
handwashing facilities.
Additionally, 91.8% of schools
have electricity, 89% have
libraries, 82.4% have play-
grounds, 75.2% offer medical
check-up facilities, 57.2% have
computers, and 53.9% provide
internet facilities. The report
also mentions that 52.3% of
schools have ramps for disabled
students, 36.2% have kitchen
gardens, and 34.4% offer toilets
for students with disabilities.
Furthermore, 28.4% of schools
have rainwater harvesting sys-
tems, and 10.5% have solar
energy systems installed.
In order to provide quality edu-

cation, the new education pol-
icy has been implemented to
offer students engaging and
enjoyable learning experiences.
Under the CM Rise scheme,
9,200 schools are being
equipped with basic facilities in
two phases. In the second phase,
276 schools will be equipped in
the year 2024-25, covering class-
es from KG to 12th grade.
Out of the 274 CM Rise schools
approved in the first phase,
construction of 22 has been
completed. The construction
cost of each school building is
a minimum of Rs 31 crore, and
the design has been done by
renowned architects. These
schools are equipped with mod-
ern labs, smart classrooms,
sports facilities, and free trans-
portation. As a result of
strengthened infrastructure, the
academic performance of these
schools is showing consistent
improvement.
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Bhopal: Inspecting ongoing
projects in the Huzur con-
stituency, MLA Rameshwar
Sharma on Saturday visited
the under construction
Bairagarh flyover and asked
officials to speed up the build-
ing activity.
He told Public Works
Department (PWD) officials to
complete the flyover ahead of
schedule, and warned them
against tardiness as he would
conduct a subsequent inspec-
tion of the area in February.
Sharma also inspected the
ongoing road construction at
BDA Colony, in front of Gufa
Temple, as well as the flyovers
being built on the Fattak Road
and Sant Nagar Main Road on
Indore Road. The MLA also
told officials to work for imme-
diate  improvements in the
drainage system in the area.
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Submitting an undertak-
ing to the National Green
Tribunal (NGT), the

Madhya Pradesh government
has said that science-based
steps will be employed for the
disposal of the Union Carbide
toxic waste in the industrial
town of Pithampur.
Sources say the submission by
the state government resonates
with its reports submitted to
the Supreme Court and the
Madhya Pradesh High Court.
The undertaking pledges the
state government's commit-
ment to safety measures while
reiterating the promise to
involve the local community in
Pithampur before the start of
waste disposal procedures.
The district administration will
make the scientific report pub-
lic. A special team of scientists,

local citizens, and university
representatives will be formed
to provide complete informa-
tion about the storage and dis-
posal of waste in Pithampur.
The tribunal was hearing a
petition filed by PG Najpande
and Rajat Bhargava on behalf
of the Nagrik Upbhokta
Margdarshak Manch, who had
sought an affidavit on the pro-
jected impact of the disposal
process on land, water, and air
in the area.
The petitioners were also seek-
ing assurances from the
Municipal Commissioners of
Bhopal, Dhar, and Pithampur
over the safety of the people.
NGT judge Shiv Kumar Singh
and expert member Afroz
Ahmed dismissed the peti-
tion, saying that the matter is
already pending in the High
Court.
According to the petitioners'
lawyer, Prabhat Yadav, the state

government stated during the
hearing that the Pollution
Control Board and scientists
will monitor the chemicals
released from incineration,
and a standard operating pro-
cedure will be prepared to
address the issues.
Earlier this month, street
protests had erupted in
Pithampur following the
arrival of nearly 337 metric
tonnes of toxic waste from the
now-defunct Union Carbide
factory premises in Bhopal.
The waste has long remained
a flashpoint of controversy,
with activists claiming insuffi-
cient studies into the impact
that disposal of the waste could
cause.
Following a deadline set by the
High Court, the state govern-
ment had dispatched the toxic
waste on board a convoy of 12
container trucks amid tight
security and safety measures.
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Bhopal: Chief Minister Mohan
Yadav will dedicate the first
phase of Fit India Club in
Gautam Nagar Bhopal on
January 19 at 3 pm. Union
Sports Minister Mansukh
Mandaviya will also partici-
pate in the programme. On this
occasion, dedication and
bhoomi pujan of 6 departmen-
tal sports infrastructure will
also be done. 
Fit India Club will have pro-
grammes related to exercise, fit-
ness, sports activities and health
including nutrition diet.
Provision of walking track, yoga
and meditation centre along
with open gym, traditional
sports zone, library and kids
zone is also being made in the
club. Along with this, bhoomi

pujan of women fitness centre,
multipurpose indoor hall and
swimming pool will also be per-
formed. Fit India Club will be
a model for the entire state.
In the dedication and bhoomi-
pujan event, dedication of
indoor halls in Nagod-Satna,
Budhni-Sehore, Harda,
Timarni-Harda and
Narayangarh-Mandsaur and
outdoor sports complex in
Jobat-Alirajpur and bhoomi-
pujan of hostel building in
Shivpuri will be performed and
Khelo-Badho Abhiyan will also
be launched. Khelo-Badho
Abhiyan will be started as an
innovation to connect students
and common citizens with
sports and make them aware
about health.
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The Indian Navy is
participating in a mega

wargame along with naval
forces from eight nations
including the US and France
against the backdrop of
increasingly fractious
geopolitical environment and
China's military muscle-
flexing in the Indo-Pacific.
The naval exercise 'La
Perouse' is underway in the
straits between the Indian
Ocean and the Pacific Ocean
as well as Malacca, Sunda
and Lombok.  These straits
are largely considered as very
crucial for global maritime
trade.
The nine-day exercise that

began on January 16 aims to
enhance cooperation among
the participating nations in
areas of maritime
surveillance, interdiction
operations, air operations
and information sharing.
French Carrier Strike Group
(CSG), led by nuclear-
powered aircraft carrier
Charles De Gaulle, is the
mainstay of the mega
exercise.  India's
indigenously designed and
built guided missile destroyer
INS Mumbai is part of the
exercise, according to the
Indian Navy.
Besides, India, the US and
France, naval forces from
Australia, Indonesia,
Malaysia, Singapore, Canada
and the UK are participating

in the exercise.
"The exercise provides an
opportunity for like-minded
navies to develop closer links
in planning, coordination
and information sharing for
enhanced tactical
interoperability," the Indian
Navy said on Saturday.
"The exercise will witness
complex and advanced
multi-domain exercises
including surface warfare,
anti-air warfare, air-defence,
cross deck landings and
tactical manoeuvres, as also
the constabulary missions
such as VBSS (Visit, Board,
Search and Seizure)
operations," it said in a
statement.
The Indian Navy's
participation in the exercise

showcases the high levels of
synergy, coordination and
interoperability between the
like-minded navies and their
commitment to a rules-
based international order in
the maritime domain, it
added.
The Australian Navy has
deployed its frontline
destroyer HMAS Hobart,
while Canada has sent its
warship HMCS Ottawa.
The United States deployed
combat ship USS Savannah,
Malaysia sent destroyer FFG
Lekir and its embarked
helicopter and the vessel
Gagah Samudera,
The United Kingdom is
participating in the exercise
with offshore patrol vessel
HMS Spey and Singapore

with the patrol vessel RSN
Independence.
"Strengthening maritime
safety will be at the core of
this exercise, with the
development of
interoperability and the
ability to act collectively in
the event of a maritime crisis,
which will contribute to it," a
French readout said.  It said
the planned interactions will
enable work on a broad
spectrum of maritime
security operations.
"The various forces
distributed in the area will
train to search for and then
intervene on ships suspected
of illicit activities; with
suspect vessels being played
by vessels of the force," it
added.

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Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Saturday

distributed more than 65 lakh
property cards under the
SVAMITVA scheme, and said
it will bolster economic
activities and help in poverty
alleviation.  The prime
minister virtually addressed
the event and also interacted
with some beneficiaries.
He also said rural land
digitisation is "furthering
rural empowerment by
leveraging the power of
technology and good
governance".
The property cards are being
distributed to beneficiaries
across more than 50,000
villages in 10 states --
Chhattisgarh, Gujarat,
Himachal Pradesh, Madhya
Pradesh, Maharashtra,
Mizoram, Odisha, Punjab,
Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh and
two Union territories of
Jammu and Kashmir, and
Ladakh.
Modi said the scheme will
help people get loans and

benefits of other government
schemes.  "Around 2.24 crore
beneficiaries in villages will
now have SVAMITVA
property cards after 65 lakh
cards are distributed today,"
the prime minister said.
"Property rights are a major
challenge across the world.
Years ago, the United Nations
had held a study, which
revealed people did not have
legal documents for property
rights in several countries.
The UN has said property
rights are important for
poverty alleviation," he said.
Modi said an eminent
economist had opined that
property in villages is a "dead
capital" because people
cannot do anything with it,
and it can't help increase their
income.
"India was also impacted by
this challenge. People in
villages have property worth
lakhs of crores (of rupees),
but they did not have papers
for it. There were disputes,
properties were snatched, and
even banks did not provide
loans over it," he said.
The prime minister

emphasized that no sensitive
government could leave its
villagers in such distress.
"Previous governments
should have taken steps to do
something about it but
nothing much was done," he
said.  Modi said Dalits,
backward classes and tribals
were the worst affected by
this.
Elaborating on the
SVAMITVA Yojana, he said it
involved mapping houses and

lands in villages using drones
and providing legal
documents for residential
properties to villagers. He
added that the benefits of this
scheme are now visible.
"India has over six lakh
villages, with drone surveys
completed in nearly half of
them," Modi said.
He highlighted that after
receiving legal documents,
lakhs of people had taken
loans from banks based on

their properties and started
small businesses in their
villages.
"After getting legal property
rights, lakhs of people have
taken loan. They have used
this money to start their
businesses. Many of these are
farmers, for whom this
property cards is a guarantee
to financial security," he said.
Modi said that once property
cards are issued in all villages,
the scheme will unlock

economic activities worth
over Rs 100 lakh crore. He
emphasized the substantial
capital that will be added to
the country's economy.
Noting that earlier, land
disputes were common for
farmers and obtaining land
documents is challenging,
often requiring multiple visits
to offices and leading to
corruption, the prime
minister said that land
records are being digitized to

deal with these issues.
Highlighting that
SVAMITVA and Bhu-
Aadhaar are foundational
systems for village
development, he said that
Bhu-Aadhaar provides a
unique identity to land, with
around 23 crore Bhu-Aadhaar
numbers issued, making it
easy to identify land plots.
"Over the past seven-eight
years, approximately 98 per
cent of land records have been
digitized, and most land maps
are now digitally available,"
Modi added.
Later, in a social media post,
the prime minister said rural
land digitisation is "furthering
rural empowerment by
leveraging the power of
technology and good
governance".
Union Minister of Panchayati
Raj Rajiv Ranjan Singh
'Lalan', Union Minister of
State for Panchayati Raj S P
Singh Baghel and Ministry of
Panchayati Raj Secretary
Vivek Bharadwaj were also
present at the event.  It was
attended virtually by several
chief ministers, Union

ministers and state ministers.
Events are also being
organised in over 230 districts
for physical distribution of
property cards. It is expected
that around 13 Union
ministers will physically join
from designated locations
from across the country to
oversee regional distribution
ceremonies of property cards.
The SVAMITVA (Survey of
Villages and Mapping with
Improvised Technology in
Village Areas) scheme was
launched in 2020 to enhance
the economic progress of
rural India by providing
'Record of Rights' to
households owning houses in
inhabited areas in villages
through the latest drone
technology for surveying.
The scheme also helps
facilitate monetization of
properties and enabling
institutional credit through
bank loans; reducing
property-related disputes;
facilitating better assessment
of properties and property tax
in rural areas and enabling
comprehensive village-level
planning.

storeys of its new 9A Kotla
Road office.
Ahead of a media tour of the
office, Congress treasurer
Ajay Maken Saturday told
reporters at the first press
conference at the Indira
Gandhi Bhawan that the
building was built at an
estimated cost of Rs 200-225
crore with some dues still
left to be paid to Larsen and
Toubro (L&T) construction
company.
The Congress headquarters
was inaugurated on
Wednesday, as the grand old
party turned a page in its
history after operating from
its iconic 24, Akbar Road
premises for the last 47
years.
Congress parliamentary
party chief Sonia Gandhi
inaugurated the plush
building in the presence of
party president Mallikarjun
Kharge, former party chief
Rahul Gandhi, and general
secretaries Priyanka Gandhi
Vadra, Jairam Ramesh and K
C Venugopal, among other
senior leaders.
"Today we will introduce
you to a temple of
democracy - Indira Bhawan,
the headquarters of the
largest opposition party of
the country at present,"
Maken told the press
conference along with AICC
general secretary in-charge
communications Jairam
Ramesh and party's media
and publicity department
head Pawan Khera.
"The government of India
allotted this land to us on
November 19, 2007. Its
foundation stone was laid in
2009 and finally we received
the 'completion cum
occupancy certificate' on
January 14, 2025, while it
was inaugurated on January
15," he said.
Indira Gandhi Bhawan,
designed by Hafeez
Contractor, narrates the tale
of the party's 139-year-old
history with its walls
adorning pictures from the
freedom struggle to the
party's governance
achievements.
From VP Singh to Ghulam
Nabi Azad and from Suresh

Pachouri to Rita Bahuguna
Joshi, many leaders who left
the party, including some
who joined the BJP, and
made stinging attacks on the
party, find a place in the
slew of photographs and
pictorial representation of
the party's history adorning
the walls of the new office.
As one enters the building,
the wall in front adorns the
pictures of the party's first
president W C Benerjee and
current chief Kharge.
A striking picture on the
ground floor is that of Sonia
Gandhi leading a march
with the likes of Pachouri,
Joshi and P Sudhakar Reddy,
all now in the BJP,
accompanying her. Also
there in the photograph is
Ashok Tanwar, who left the
Congress for the BJP, but
returned to the party fold
last year.
In another epic picture,
Rajiv Gandhi, when he was
prime minister, is seen
flanked Gandhi is flanked by
Manmohan Singh, PV
Narasimha Rao and VP
Singh (who all became
prime ministers) and K R
Narayanan (who became
president later).
On the fourth floor, which
showcases the party's history
from 2014-2023, a picture
from 2019 adorns the wall in
which Azad is seen standing
with Sonia Gandhi, Rahul
Gandhi and Manmohan
Singh, taken at Rajghat
during a protest against
CAA and NRC.
Another interesting photo
that adorns the walls on the
fourth floor is of Sonia
Gandhi and then president
Sitaram Kesari during a
campaign rally in Rohtak in
January 1998. A few months
later Kesari was forced out
and Gandhi took over as
party chief.
Asked about party leaders

who quit the party and also
criticised it finding a place
on the walls of its
headquarters, party leader
Manish Chatrath, who was
closely associated with the
work of construction of the
building, said the Congress'
thinking is not narrow that
anyone who has left and
turned against it, his or her
history with the party be
erased or not removed.
After quitting the party,
Azad had claimed that Rahul
Gandhi was the reason why
he took the decision. 
While BR Ambedkar's
picture with an inspirational
quote adorns a wall on the
first floor, several other rare
pictures, showcasing India's
struggle for independence
and the Congress leaders'
contribution are also put up
across the five storeys.
From Sardar Vallabhbhai
Patel to Subhas Chandra
Bose and from
Rabindranath Tagore to
Khan Abdul Ghaffar Khan,
their contributions are
highlighted.
Achievements of Congress
prime ministers are also
highlighted including
Jawaharlal Nehru's push for
development of science and
technology, Lal Bahadur
Shastri's support for 'Kisan
and Jawan', Indira Gandhi's
nationalisation move and
the 1971 win over Pakistan,
Rajiv Gandhi's peace pacts
and IT revolution, P V
Narasimha Rao's opening up
of the economy and
Manmohan Singh's welfare
schemes.
The library in the building is
named after Manmohan
Singh who passed away last
month.
"In any democracy, it is
important for the opposition
to be strong. Equipped with
the latest technology and
latest infrastructure, Indira

Bhawan not only symbolises
the ambitions and
aspirations of the country
with the largest youth
population in the world, but
also that the party is also
ready to play the role of a
vigilant opposition and
protect democracy," Maken
said.
In the times to come, such
processes are being
developed in Indira Bhawan
so that Congress workers
from all over the country are
welcomed in this building
and senior party office
bearers can easily interact
with them, he said.
The objective of Indira
Bhawan was to create a place
that would not only be the
headquarters of the party
but also symbolise its
heritage and values, Maken
said.
The design reflects the
glorious history and
democratic principles of the
party while at the same time
having the amenities of a
modern workplace, he said.
"We have sought to create a
welcoming environment
that encourages
collaboration and
participation, and that our
headquarters is both
inspiring and practical. In
addition, special emphasis
has been placed on
incorporating elements of
transparency and openness
in the design to reflect the
values ?of inclusion and
democratic dialogue,"
Maken said.
The building, spread over a
total area of ?2,100 sq m, has
its own auditorium with 276
seats, numerous meeting
rooms, and adequate seating
arrangements for the
officials of every frontal
organisation and cell of the
Congress, he said.
There are 134 trees, 8675
plants and 264 art works and
paintings, he said, adding
that the cafeteria has
paintings of Nand Lal Bose
which were made on the
request of Mahatma Gandhi
for the Haripura Congress
session of 1938.
Maken said each floor
represents an era in the
history of the Congress.
"The new Congress Bhawan
is not a building, but a
glorious legacy of freedom.
At the base of this Indira
Bhawan is an ideological
movement and at its peak is
the resolution to protect the
Constitution," he said.

Congress's new HQ narrates tale of party's 139-year history
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Days before it hands over
power to President-elect

Donald Trump, the Biden
administration signed a pact
with New Delhi that provides
for boosting cooperation in
combating cybercrime and
related challenges such as
terror financing and violent
extremism.
The agreement on cybercrime
investigations, signed in
Washington on Friday, allows
the agencies concerned of the
two countries to step up the
level of cooperation with
respect to cyber threat
intelligence and digital
forensics, according to an
Indian readout.It is the
second such move in the last
few days by the outgoing
Biden administration that
reflected the overall upward
trajectory of relations
between the two nations.
The US on Wednesday
removed restrictions on three
Indian nuclear entities --
Bhabha Atomic Research

Centre (BARC), Indira
Gandhi Atomic Research
Centre (IGCAR) and the
Indian Rare Earths (IRE).
The lifting of the restrictions
is aimed at implementation of
the historic India-US civil
nuclear deal sealed around 16
years ago.
The Memorandum of
Understanding or MoU on
cybercrime investigations was
signed by Indian Ambassador
Vinay Kwatra and Acting US
Deputy Secretary of
Homeland Security Kristie
Canegallo.
"Cybercrime has intricate

linkages with the common
security challenges faced by
India and the US such as
terrorism and violent
extremism, terror financing,
drug trafficking, organised
crime, human trafficking,
illegal migration, money
laundering and
transportation security,"
Ministry of External
Affairs(MEA) said in the
readout.
"The MoU on cybercrime
investigations will enable
further strengthening of
India-US security
cooperation, as part of our

comprehensive and global
strategic partnership," it said.
From New Delhi, the Indian
Cybercrime Coordination
Centre (I4C) of the Union
Home Ministry will be
responsible for execution of
the MoU, the MEA said.
From the US side, it will be
the Department of Homeland
Security, and its constituent
agencies -- the US
Immigration and Customs
Enforcement and the
Homeland Security
Investigations Cyber Crimes
Center (C3) which are tasked
to execute the pact.
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The Supreme Court has
slammed the Chhattisgarh

Government and sought its
response on a plea filed by a
Christian man who said he is
unable to bury his pastor
father in Chhindawada village
as people have aggressively
objected to it and police have
threatened him with legal
action. A bench of Justices BV
Nagarathna and Satish
Chandra Sharma expressed
surprise that the body was
lying in a mortuary in the
district hospital and medical
college, Jagdalpur since
January 7, when the man died
and the police have not taken
any action since then. 
Bench rapped the
Chhattisgarh Government
while seeking its response on
the plea filed by the son.
"Leave the village panchayat,
even the High Court has
passed a strange order. What
is the State Government
doing," the bench said while
issuing notice to the
Chhattisgarh Government.

The matter will be heard on
January 20. 
The top court was hearing the
appeal filed by Ramesh
Baghel, belonging to the
Mahra caste, challenging an
order of the Chhattisgarh
High Court which disposed
of his plea seeking burial of
his father who was a pastor in
the area specified for
Christian persons in the
village graveyard. Relying on
a certificate issued by the
gram panchayat's sarpanch
that there are no separate
burial grounds for Christians,
the High Court denied him
permission saying it may
cause unrest and disharmony
in the public at large.The
pastor died due to prolonged
old age illness.

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In a move aimed at curtailing
the influx of unregulated

second-hand medical devices
in the country, the apex drug
regulator Central Drugs
Standard Control
Organisation (CDSCO) has
informed the Customs
Department that import of
refurbished devices is not
allowed.  In a letter to the
Principal Commissioner of
Customs, the CDSCO said
that all medical devices are
regulated under the Medical
Devices Rules, 2017.
"However, there is no specific

provision for regulation of
refurbished medical devices
under the said rules. Hence,
no licence is issued for import
of such devices and it cannot
be imported under Medical
Devices Rules for sale and
distribution," the CDSCO
said.

Manufacturers of medical
devices have welcomed the
move, stating this decisive
clarification reinforces the
regulatory framework
designed to ensure the highest
standards of patient safety.

Dr Sudhir Srivastava, former
Chair of the Medical Device
Committee at PHDCCI, said
that the decision by CDSCO
marks a pivotal step towards
reinforcing India's self-
reliance in medical
technology.

"Allowing refurbished
medical devices into the
country would have
jeopardized the quality of
healthcare, disincentivized
local innovation, and
undermined the spirit of the
'Make in India' initiative,"
Srivastava said.

Indian manufacturers are
making significant strides in
research and development,
delivering "cutting-edge
solutions tailored to our
healthcare needs", he said.

"By curbing refurbished
imports, we not only protect
the integrity of our medical
ecosystem but also send a
strong message to global
investors that India is
committed to building a
robust, indigenous medical
device industry. This move
safeguards both the future of
healthcare innovation in India
and the well-being of our
patients," he added.

Vaishnaw on Saturday

inspected the work of the under-
sea tunnel of the Mumbai-
Ahmedabad High Speed Rail
Corridor, popularly called the
bullet train project, and
expressed satisfaction at the
“good progress” on the mega
multi-billion dollar project.
The 21-kilometre tunnel,
which includes a 7 kilometre
stretch beneath the Thane
Creek, will connect the Bandra
Kurla Complex station to
Shilphata. 
The undersea tunnel is the first
of its kind in the country. The
undersea tunnel has been
designed and is being

constructed with great care,
Vaishnaw told reporters at the
site in Ghansoli in
neighbouring Navi Mumbai.
“The technology being
employed and the design of the
tunnel makes it possible for two
trains to pass through at speeds
of 250 kilometres per hour. 
Environment protection has
been taken care of along with
ventilation and lighting. 
The construction on 340
kilometres of the project has
made good progress,” the
Union railway minister said.
Trains can pass at much higher
speeds in the undersea tunnel
than Kolkata Metro’s under-
river tunnel, he told reporters.

The court acquitted the then
Superintendent of Police DW
Negi, his counsel Rabindra
Pandit said. The accused have
been convicted under various
sections, including 302
(murder) read with 120-B, 330
(voluntarily causing hurt to
extort confession), 348

(wrongful confinement to
extract confession) and 195
(giving false evidence) of the
Indian Penal Code, said CBI
public prosecutor Amit Jindal.
Zaidi and seven others were
arrested in the custodial death
case of Suraj, who was found
dead at the Kotkhai police
station on July 18, 2017.
A 16-year-old girl went missing
in Kotkhai on July 4, 2017, and
her body was found in the
Halaila forests two days later on
July 6. The post-mortem report
confirmed rape and murder
and a case was registered.

South Korea’s impeached
president on Saturday

argued for his release before a
Seoul judge as the court
reviewed whether to grant a
law enforcement request for his
formal arrest.
Yoon, who has been in deten-
tion since he was apprehend-
ed on Wednesday in a massive
law enforcement operation at
his residence, faces potential
rebellion charges linked to his
declaration of martial law on
December 3, which set off the
country’s most serious politi-
cal crisis since its democratisa-
tion in the late 1980s.
The Corruption Investigation
Office for High-Ranking
Officials, which is leading a
joint investigation with police
and the military, requested
the Seoul Western District
Court to grant a warrant for
Yoon’s formal arrest.
Yoon’s lawyers said he spoke
for about 40 minutes to the
judge during the nearly five-
hour closed-door hearing. His
legal team and anti-corruption
agencies presented opposing
arguments about whether he
should be held in custody.
The lawyers did not share his
specific comments. The judge
is expected to make a decision
by late Saturday or early
Sunday. Yoon’s motorcade was
seen leaving the court Saturday
evening for the detention cen-
tre, where Yoon will await the
decision.
If Yoon is arrested, investiga-
tors can extend his detention
to 20 days, during which they
will transfer the case to public
prosecutors for indictment. If
the court rejects the investiga-
tors’ request, Yoon will be
released and return to his res-
idence.
Yoon was transported to the
court from a detention centre

in Uiwang, near Seoul, in a
blue Justice Ministry van
escorted by police and the
presidential security service.
The motorcade entered the
court’s basement parking space
as thousands of Yoon’s support-
ers rallied in nearby streets
amid a heavy police presence,
waving banners and shouting
slogans calling for his release. 
Some protesters temporarily
broke through the police lines
and tapped on the windows of
his van as the motorcade
slowed while approaching the
court. Yoon did not speak to
reporters before heading to the
hearing. It hadn’t been clear
until Saturday morning
whether Yoon would choose to
attend the hearing.
Defence lawyers met Yoon at
the detention centre and he
accepted his legal team’s advice

Israel is preparing for the
return of the hostages from

Gaza with the expectation
that many are likely to have
severe, life-threatening
complications after more than
a year in captivity in the Gaza
Strip.
While it’s impossible to know
the exact conditions in which
hostages have been held, the
Health Ministry and the
Hostages Family Forum,
which represents families of
the hostages, are preparing for
several different scenarios
based on information
gathered from hostages
previously released or
rescued. 
Hamas militants abducted
about 250 people during a
cross-border attack on Oct 7,
2023, that also left 1,200
people dead. About 100
hostages are still being held,
though Israel believes a third
of them are no longer alive.
The war that followed the
attack has killed more than
46,000 Palestinians, according
to Gaza health officials, who
do not distinguish between
civilians and militants but say
women and children make up
more than half of those killed.
Hagai Levine, who heads the
health team at the Hostages

Families Forum, said he
expects the hostages to return
with cardiovascular and
respiratory issues due to lack
of ventilation in the tunnels.
Among multiple other
afflictions Levine expects are
vitamin deficiencies,
starvation, dramatic weight
loss, vision problems due to a
lack of sunlight, broken
bones, cognitive impairment
and mental health trauma. 
As a result, doctors are
expecting the hostages will
require longer and more
complex medical and mental
health interventions than did
those who returned after the
last ceasefire in November
2023, said Dr Einat Yehene, a
psychologist at the Hostages
Families Forum who oversees
the captives’ rehabilitation. 

COMPLEX MEDICAL
CHALLENGES
Doctors are keenly aware of
the challenges they face in
treating the surviving
hostages. One of them is
“refeeding syndrome,” when
exposure to certain foods or
too much food can lead to
profound health
complications and even death
in those with prolonged
vitamin and nutritional
deficiencies, said Dr Hagar
Mizrahi, head of the Ministry

of Health’s medical
directorate.
The Red Cross team that will
transfer the hostages from
Gaza to Egypt and the small
Israeli military medical team
that will meet the hostages at
the border as they cross into
Israel have strict guidelines
for what the hostages can eat
in their first few hours,
Mizrahi said.
Six hospitals are preparing to
receive hostages, including
two in the south, closer to
Gaza, that will treat those
with acute medical issues,
health ministry officials said.
Yehene said the public should
not expect joyful reunions
like those seen following the
last ceasefire, when released
hostages ran through hospital
halls into the ecstatic
embraces of their loved 
ones.
“Given the physical and
emotional conditions, we
expect emotional withdrawal
symptoms, such as maybe
exhaustion, fatigue — and
some will probably need
assistance with their
mobility,” she said. 
Medical officials are also
prepared for the possibility
that returning hostages will
need speech therapy,
especially if they have been
kept in isolation, Yehene
noted. She said some might be
so traumatized or in shock
from the transfer to Israel that
they will be unable to speak at
all.
To minimise the hostages’

trauma and allow them to
acclimate to their new reality,
officials will try to limit the
number of people who
interact with them and have
made accommodations to
lessen their sensory
stimulation, such as stripping
down the hospital rooms and
changing the lighting. Israel’s
Ministry of Social Welfare has
also planned temporary
housing solutions if hostages
feel unable to return directly
from the hospital to their
home.

‘THE HOSTAGES DON’T
OWE YOU ANYTHING’
Experts are pleading with the
news media and the public to
give the hostages and their
families privacy, despite
intense interest in their plight.
“The first days back are really
holy, when a person finally
gets to meet with their family,
and everyone else needs to
take a step back,” said Ofrit
Shapira, a psychoanalyst who
heads a group of health
professionals treating freed
hostages, their families, and
survivors of the Oct 7 attack. 
Hospital wings housing the
hostages are expected to be
“sterilized,” closed to all but
direct family and doctors, to
keep the public and news
outlets away, medical officials
have said.
“It doesn’t matter how much
we care about them; they’re
their own people, they’re not
ours,’” Shapira added. She
noted that asking the hostages
direct questions about their
experiences can force them to
relive their trauma. She said
it’s best to allow them to
release information at their
own pace. 
“Our curiosity is really not
important compared with
what the hostages need,” she
said. “It doesn’t matter how
much you volunteered or
were active in this fight; they
don’t owe you anything.”

to appear personally before the
judge, said Yoon Kab-keun,
one of the president’s lawyers. 
The lawyer said the president
was to argue that his decree
was a legitimate exercise of his
powers and that accusations of
rebellion would not hold up
before a criminal court or the
Constitutional Court, which is
reviewing whether to formal-
ly remove him from office or
reinstate him.
Nine people, including Yoon’s
defence minister, police chief,
and several top military com-
manders, have already been
arrested and indicted for their
roles in the enforcement of
martial law.
The crisis began when Yoon, in
an attempt to break through
legislative gridlock, imposed
military rule and sent troops to
the National Assembly and
election offices. 
The standoff lasted only hours
after lawmakers who man-
aged to get through a blockade
voted to lift the measure. The
opposition-dominated assem-
bly voted to impeach him on

December 14.
If Yoon is formally arrested, it
could mark the beginning of
an extended period in custody
for him, lasting months or
more. If prosecutors indict
Yoon on rebellion and abuse of
power charges, which are the
allegations now being exam-
ined by investigators, they
could keep him in custody for
up to six months before trial.
Under South Korean law,
orchestrating a rebellion is
punishable by life imprison-
ment or the death penalty.
Yoon’s lawyers have argued
that there is no need to detain
him during the investigation,
saying he doesn’t pose a threat
to flee or destroy evidence.
Investigators respond that
Yoon ignored several requests
to appear for questioning, and
that the presidential security
service blocked an attempt to
detain him on January 3. His
defiance has raised concerns
about whether he would com-
ply with criminal court pro-
ceedings if he’s not under
arrest.

Saikia.
The BCCI has not officially

announced the guidelines but
media has already reported
on the 10-point diktat.
One of the major contentions
in policy document is going
back to the old days where
families are allowed only for
14 days on long tours. Any
deviation would need coach
Gambhir's approval. 

It is understood that this
point has not gone down well
in the team's rank and file. 
As Rohit sat beside chairman

of selectors Ajit Agarkar
before the start of the press
conference, he was heard
telling his former Mumbai
teammate: "Ab mere ko
baithna padega secretary ke
saath. Family, wamily ka
discuss karne ke liye, sab
mere ko bol rahe hai yaar (I
have to sit down with the
secretary to discuss about
family (travel guidelines).
Everyone (players) is asking
me."

Rohit's comment wasn't
meant for the media but it
was caught on the
microphone and it was not
difficult to read between the
lines. When Rohit asked
about the guidelines, he
retorted,"Who told you about
these rules? Has it come from
the official handle of the
BCCI? Let it come officially." 

However when Agarkar
spoke, he indeed admitted
that an SOP has been drafted.

Agarkar was asked what
exactly went wrong that
within six months of winning
the T20 World Cup with same
set of players, BCCI needed a
travel policy document?
Agarkar, who was also a part

of that review committee
meeting that discussed the
Australia debacle, said, "We'll
probably talk about it
endlessly if we keep going

on." 
"I suppose every team has

some rules in place. We've
spoken about various things
you see over the last few
months where you can
improve as a team, where you
can get a bit closer as a team.
It's not a school. It's not a
punishment," he said, trying
to rationalise.
"It's just (that) you have some
rules in place and when
you're playing for the national
team you just follow those
rules. Again, these are mature
individuals. They are
superstars in their own rights
in international sport."
Many former players have
termed these rules as
something that was always in
place and Agarkar called
them protocols that one has
to follow while representing
the national team. 

"But at the end of the day
you're eventually representing
your country. There are
certain things that you just
inherently follow as every
team does. I think a lot of
them (rules) have been in
place. 
"Maybe we've spoken about it
now and it's been put out, but
a lot of them have been in
place in any case. You keep on
refining it as you go along
eventually what suits the
team, you want to try and do."
There have been conjectures

about Rohit's working
relationship with the head
coach and the skipper said
that once he enters the
playing arena, he is his own
man. "Both (he and Gambhir)
of us are very clear in what we
want to do. I'm not going to
sit here and discuss what goes
behind every game tactically
but it's very clear in my mind. 
"Gautam Gambhir is
somebody once we enter the
field he trusts what the
captain is doing on the field.
The basic talks that happen
are only off the field, in the
ground or maybe the
changing room. 
"But once we take the field it's
all about what I do on the
field. That's the kind of trust
we have in each other and
that's how it should be. That's
about it."

The BAFAT offering, Mangalorean Sweet
Potato Bafath, came with sannas and
tamarind reduction. This dish delivered a
balance of sweetness and tanginess,
made complete by the softness of the
sannas.
The vegetarian MAINS, served thali-
style, included Kori Roti, Peas and Potato
Gassi, Red Amaranth Raita, Ridge Gourd

Chutney, Raw Banana and Carrot
Sukkha, Ghee Rice and accompaniments
like yoghurt and pickle.

Furthermore, gratitude enhances
the production of neurotransmitters like
dopamine and serotonin, often referred
to as the "feel-good" chemicals. These
changes not only foster happiness but
also mitigate symptoms of anxiety and
depression.
Gratitude journaling involves regularly
writing down things you are grateful for.
This practice may appear simplistic, but
its effects are profound. Research indi-
cates that gratitude journaling can reduce
symptoms of depression and anxiety. A
2015 study published in the journal
Psychotherapy Research found that indi-
viduals who engaged in gratitude writing
reported significantly better mental
health outcomes compared to those who
focused on negative emotions or did not
engage in any writing practice. Gratitude
helps reframe thoughts, reducing rumi-
nation and encouraging a focus on the
positive.

This pos-
itive focus redirects attention away from
stress and difficulties, fostering a mental
buffer that strengthens the ability to navi-
gate adversity. Research by Dr. Emmons
highlights that gratitude significantly
boosts optimism, a critical factor in
building resilience.
Reflecting on the kindness and support

received from others through gratitude

journaling can significantly improve
interpersonal relationships. By deepening
appreciation for those around us, it
strengthens social bonds. According to a
study published in the journal Emotion,
gratitude not only enhances feelings of
connection but also inspires prosocial
behaviour.
The positive effects of gratitude extend
beyond mental health. Gratitude journal-
ing has been associated with better sleep,
reduced blood pressure, and improved
immune function. A study in the journal
Applied Psychology: Health and Well-
Being found that participants who prac-
ticed gratitude journaling for two weeks
experienced better sleep quality and
longer duration, likely due to reduced
stress levels.

Incorporating gratitude journaling into
daily life is simple and requires minimal
resources. Dedicate a specific time each
day for journaling.
