Uttarkhand is all set
implement the
Uniform Civil Code

(UCC) on Monday, making it
the first state to make it a law
that will bring uniformity in
society while ensuring equal
rights and responsibilities for
all citizens.
Chief Minister Pushkar Singh
Dhami said all preparations to
implement UCC, including
getting approval of the rules
for the implementation of the
Act and training of officials
concerned, have been
completed. The Uniform
Civil Code (UCC) Act was
notified on March 12, 2024,
after presidential assent.
Dhami said the UCC will
bring about uniformity in
society and ensure equal
rights and responsibilities for
all citizens.  “The Uniform
Civil Code is just an offering
made by our state in the great
‘yagya’ being performed by
the prime minister to make

the country a developed,
organized, harmonious and
self-reliant nation,” he said in
a statement.
“Under the UCC, an attempt
has been made to bring
uniformity in all laws related
to personal civil matters that
discriminate on the basis of
caste, religion and gender,”
Dhami said.
The UCC has been on the
BJP’s agenda nationally for
many years. But the party’s
government in Uttarakhand
became the first to take a
concrete step towards
implementing it just before
the Lok Sabha elections last
year. Now, the UCC Act of
Uttarakhand might serve as a
template for other BJP-run
states to enact similar
legislation.
Implementation of UCC was
a major commitment of the
BJP in the run-up to the 2022
assembly polls in
Uttarakhand which saw the
party storm to power for a
second consecutive term.

India and Indonesia have
pitched for a “full and

effective” code of conduct in
the South China Sea in
accordance with the relevant
international laws amid
China’s increasing military
muscle-flexing in the region.
The situation in the South
China Sea figured in wide-
ranging talks between Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and
Indonesian President Prabowo
Subianto on Saturday,
according to a joint statement.
In their meeting, the two sides
agreed to position a liaison
officer from Indonesia at
India’s Information Fusion
Centre-Indian Ocean Region
(IFC-IOR).
The Indian Navy established

the IFC-IOR in Gurugram in
2018 to keep track of shipping
traffic as well as other critical
developments in the region
under a collaborative
framework with like-minded
countries.
Modi and Subianto, while
strongly condemning
terrorism in all its forms,
vowed to enhance India-
Indonesia anti-terror
cooperation and called for
concerted global efforts to
combat the menace without
any “double standards”.
Both the leaders called upon all
countries to take concerted
action against UN-proscribed
terrorist organisations and
their affiliates, the statement
released on Sunday said.
The Indonesian president
arrived here on Thursday on a
four-day visit. Subianto was the
chief guest at the Republic Day
celebrations at the majestic
Kartavya Path on Sunday.

The Directorate General of
Civil Aviation (DGCA)

has urged airlines to
rationalise airfares to
Prayagraj, citing concerns
over skyrocketing ticket
prices as demand surges
during the ongoing Maha
Kumbh.
Airlines such as SpiceJet have
ramped up operations, with
the DGCA approving 81
additional flights in January,
bringing the total number of
flights to Prayagraj to 132.
Despite the increase, airfares
have soared, with some
passengers reporting ticket
prices nearly tripling.
“I usually pay around ?4,000
for a round trip from Delhi to
Prayagraj, but this time, it’s
over ?12,000,” said Rajeev

Mishra, a businessman
travelling for the Maha
Kumbh. “It feels like airlines
are taking advantage of the
situation.”
Travel agents echo this
sentiment, pointing to the
unprecedented demand.
“Fares have gone through the
roof. Even with extra flights,

availability is limited, and
airlines are charging a
premium,” said Praveen
Singh, a travel consultant in
Lucknow.
The DGCA, in a post on X on
Saturday, emphasised the
need for airlines to address
this issue. “Airlines have been
urged to increase capacity

further and rationalise fares
to make travel more
accessible,” the regulator said.
A meeting with airline
representatives was held on
January 23 to discuss fare
control measures.
According to travel portal
Ixigo, fares for Delhi-
Prayagraj flights alone have
increased by up to 21%. “The
hike is disheartening,
especially for devotees who
have been planning this
pilgrimage for years,” said
Sneha Gupta, a homemaker
who had to alter her travel
plans due to high costs.
The Maha Kumbh, which
began on January 13 and will
conclude on February 26,
continues to attract millions
of devotees, pushing airlines
and regulators to strike a
balance between capacity and
affordability.

In her maiden speech ahead
of the Delhi assembly

“People in
Madanpur Khadar have to buy

Taking a jibe at AAP for
being involved in the alleged
money laundering linked
excise policy scam, she said,

In a push to standardise
timekeeping practices

nationwide, the Union
government is deploying
atomic clocks to ensure the
time shown on your digital
watch, smartphone and laptop
is based on Indian Standard
Time (IST)-an effort launched
more than two decades after
the Kargil war. The Ministry of
Consumer Affairs has
proposed comprehensive
norms for standardising
timekeeping practices
including mandating the
Indian Standard Time (IST) as
the sole temporal reference for
legal, administrative,
commercial and official
documents. This has been
proposed through the Legal
Metrology (Indian Standard
Time) Rules, 2024. The draft,
released by the consumer
affairs ministry, is open for
public feedback until February
14. Currently, most software
operating modules in India are
rely on US-based Network
Time Protocol server.
The draft rules emphasize the
mandatory use of IST, defined
as 5 hours and 30 minutes
ahead of Coordinated
Universal Time (UTC). The
CSIR-National Physical
Laboratory (CSIR-NPL) is
identified as the custodian of
IST, responsible for its
maintenance and ensuring its
traceability to Coordinated

Universal Time (UTC)
provided by the International
Bureau of Weights and
Measures (BIPM) located in
Sevres, France. Additionally,
the rules define the second, the
base unit of time, using the
internationally recognised
cesium-133 atomic clock
standard.
The initiative aims to enhance
time precision in critical
infrastructure such as
telecommunications, banking,
defence, and emerging
technologies like 5G and
artificial intelligence.
The proposed rules require
IST to be the mandatory time
reference for all sectors,
including commerce,
transport, legal contracts,
public administration, and
financial operations. Public
institutions and government
offices will be required to
display IST prominently, with
time-synchronization systems
ensuring accuracy, reliability,

and cybersecurity.
The Legal Metrology (Indian
Standard Time) Rules, 2024,
aims to establish a legal
framework for standardising
timekeeping practices,
mandating IST as the sole time
reference for legal,
administrative, commercial,
and official documents.
“Indian Standard Time shall
be the mandatory time
reference across all sectors,
including commerce,
transport, public
administration, legal contracts,
and financial operations,” as
per the draft rule.
Key provisions include,
prohibition of time references
other than IST for official and
commercial purposes,
mandatory display of IST in
government offices and public
institutions and requirement
for time-synchronization
systems to ensure reliability,
availability, and cybersecurity.
“All government offices and

public institutions shall display
Indian Standard Time (IST)
on all time-keeping devices,
ensuring synchronization
through reliable sources like
Network Time Protocol (NTP)
or Precision Time Protocol
(PTP) or any other source.
Necessary guidelines or
advisories for the
implementation shall be issued
by the Central Government
from time to time”, the draft
rule said.
Exceptions will be allowed for
specialised fields such as
astronomy, navigation, and
scientific research, subject to
prior government approval.
“Indian Standard Time (IST)
shall be the mandatory time
reference across all sectors,
including commerce,
transport, public
administration, legal contracts,
and financial operations. No
person or entity shall use,
display, or record time other
than Indian Standard Time
(IST) for official or
commercial purposes.
Provided that any law in force
or order or government
direction or guidelines permits
the same. Provided further
display of time of other
countries or zones mentioning
clearly the name of country or
zone with display of IST is
permitted which is not used
for any legal, administrative
and official purposes’, the draft
rule said.

An autorickshaw driver
allegedly harassed by a

traffic police personnel last
month was invited as a special
guest to the Republic Day
function in this Uttar Pradesh
district on Sunday.
The driver, identified as
Rakesh Kumar Soni (49),
received an invitation to
attend the function from
Kanpur District Magistrate
Jitendra Pratap Singh
following a public hearing in
which he had recounted his
ordeal.
A resident of Hanumant
Vihar, Soni had shared his
experience with the district
magistrate three days before
the event.
Soni’s autorickshaw had
become stuck in traffic near
Naubasta on December 30,

when he was en route to
Baradevi.
As he attempted to
manoeuvre his vehicle, Ishwar
Singh — the traffic sector in-
charge — allegedly hit the
autorickshaw with a stick, tore
the curtain, and verbally
abused him, Soni had alleged.
He had claimed that the traffic
police personnel also
attempted to force a plastic
baton into his mouth.
Soni had claimed that he
lodged a complaint through

the traffic control room but no
action was taken. In response,
he had appealed to the then-
district magistrate Rakesh
Kumar Singh to allow him to
be euthanised at the Gandhi
statue on Republic Day.
Subsequently, an inquiry was
conducted by Additional
Deputy Commissioner of
Police (Traffic) Archna Singh.
However, no action was
initiated before the then-
district magistrate was
transferred.
When Jitendra Pratap Singh
assumed office as district
magistrate, Soni decided
brought the matter to his
attention. Hearing Soni’s
appeal, Jitendra Pratap Singh
had said such treatment of any
citizen was unacceptable and
invited him to attend the
Republic Day function. Soni
received a formal invitation
for the event on Saturday.

On Sunday, India
celebrated its 76th

Republic Day with a
spectacular display of
patriotism, pride, and self-
reliance at the Kartavya Path
in New Delhi. The parade, a
vibrant showcase of the
nation’s military strength,
cultural diversity, and
technological advancements,
was a fitting tribute to the
Constitution and the spirit of
unity that defines India. 
Under a bright, sunny sky, the
procession featured elite
marching contingents,
indigenous weapon systems,
and a stunning array of
performances, reflecting both
India’s rich heritage and its
strides towards a future of
strength and self-sufficiency. 
President Droupadi Murmu,
as the supreme commander of
the armed forces, took the
salute from the marching
contingents. Indonesian
President Prabowo Subianto,
the fourth Indonesian
president to attend India’s
Republic Day, was the chief
guest. The first Indonesian
president, Sukarno, had been
the chief guest at India’s
inaugural Republic Day in
1950.
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, Vice President Jagdeep
Dhankhar, Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh, along with
several Union ministers,
senior military officials,
foreign diplomats, and other
top officials, were present as
spectators along both sides of
Kartavya Path.
In a first, a tri-services tableau,
depicting the broader spirit of
“jointness” among the armed
forces, rolled down Kartavya
Path, the centrepiece

boulevard of the national
capital.
The tableau displayed a
battlefield scenario,
demonstrating a synchronised
operation in land, water and
air with the indigenous Arjun
battle tank, Tejas fighter
aircraft and Advanced Light
Helicopter.  The theme of the
tableau was Shashakt aur
Surakshit Bharat (strong and
secure India).
The parade commenced with
President Murmu taking the
salute shortly after she and
Subianto, flanked by the
Indian president’s
bodyguards, arrived at
Kartavya Path in a “traditional
buggy”.
In a display of diversity of the
country, 300 cultural artists,
dressed in colourful attire,
heralded the Republic Day
parade, marching to the tune
of ‘Saare Jahan Se Acchha’. The

artists were playing musical
instruments from different
parts of the country.
The first Army contingent
leading the mounted column
was 61 Cavalry, led by
Lieutenant Ahaan Kumar.
Raised in 1953, 61 Cavalry is
the only serving active horsed
cavalry regiment in the world.
It was followed by nine
mechanised columns and nine
marching contingents.
Tank T-90 Bhishma, NAG
missile systems, the BrahMos
supersonic cruise missile, the
Pinaka multi-launcher rocket
system, the Agnibaan multi-
barrel rocket launcher, the
Akash weapon system, the
integrated battlefield
surveillance system and all-
terrain vehicle Chetak were
among the key displays by the
mechanised columns.
Light specialist vehicle
Bajrang, vehicle-mounted

infantry mortar system
Airawat, quick reaction force
vehicles Nandighosh and
Tripurantak and the short-
span bridging system were
also on display.
The Army’s marching
contingents included the
Brigade of the Guards, the Jat
Regiment, the Garhwal Rifles,
the Mahar Regiment, the
Jammu and Kashmir Rifles
Regiment and the Corps of
Signals.
The Indian Navy’s contingent
consisted of 144 personnel led
by Lieutenant Commander
Sahil Ahluwalia as the
contingent commander and Lt
Commander Indresh
Choudhary, Lt Commander
Kajal Anil Bharani and Lt
Devender as platoon
commanders.
It was followed by the Naval
tableau, depicting a strong
‘Aatmanirbhar’ (self-reliant)

Navy, capable of protecting
India’s maritime interests.
The tableau showcased the
n e w l y - c o m m i s s i o n e d
indigenous frontline state-of-
the-art combatants, including
destroyer INS Surat, frigate
INS Nilgiri and submarine
INS Vaghsheer, highlighting
India’s rapid progress in
indigenous warship design
and construction.
The Indian Air Force’s (IAF)
contingent comprised four
officers and 144 personnel, led
by Squadron Leader
Mahender Singh Garati. It was
followed by a fly-past by three
MiG-29 aircraft in ‘Baaz
formation’.
Another highlight of the
parade was the veterans
tableau on the theme ‘Viksit
Bharat ki Ore Sadaiv Agrasar’,
a heartfelt tribute to the
unwavering spirit of the ex-
servicemen towards the

nation. Several veterans who
brought glory to India in
sports were also part of the
parade.
Representing Nari Shakti;
(women power) at the parade
were veteran women officers
Lieutenant Colonel
Ravinderjeet Randhawa,
Lieutenant Commander Mani
Agarwal and Flight Lieutenant
Ruchi Saha.
In its tableau, the Defence
Research and Development
Organisation (DRDO)
displayed many home-grown
critical systems and
technologies developed by it.
The tableau, with the theme
Raksha Kavach — Multi-layer
Protection against Multi-
domain Threats, featured the
quick reaction surface-to-air
missile, the airborne early
warning and control system,
the 155 mm/52-calibre
advanced towed artillery gun
system and the drone detect,
deter and destroy system.
It also showcased the satellite-
based surveillance system,
medium power radar
Arudhra, advanced
lightweight torpedo,
electronic warfare system
Dharashakti, the laser-based
directed energy weapon, the
very short range air defence
system and the unmanned
aerial system.  It was for the
first time that the
indigenous ly-de ve lop e d
Pralay missile system was
showcased.
A 352-member marching and
band contingent from
Indonesia also participated in
the Republic-Day parade. This
was the first time that an
Indonesian marching and
band contingent participated
in a national-day parade
abroad.

Republic Day: A parade of woman power 
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The state cabinet recently
approved the rules and
regulations for UCC’s
implementation and
authorised the chief minister
to decide a date for it. Dhami
had ushered in the new year
with a promise to implement
it in January itself.
“We are celebrating 2025 as
the silver jubilee year of
statehood to Uttarakhand. It
is going to be a year of big
achievements. We have kept
our promise of bringing a
UCC. We will implement it
in January,” Dhami said on
New Year’s Day.  “The
Gangotri of UCC will spring
from Uttarakhand and
spread to the rest of the
country,” he had said.
The UCC seeks to establish a
uniform and equal set of

rules on marriage, divorce,
succession, and inheritance
for all citizens in the state,
except the scheduled tribes,
irrespective of religion. It
makes registration of all
marriages and live-in
relationships mandatory.
The Governor and
subsequently the President
have given their assent to the
bill, making it an Act. As
Uttarakhand is set to become
the first state in independent
India to implement uniform
laws for all its citizens,
Dhami dismissed the
Congress’s allegations that
UCC represents divisive
politics, calling them
baseless. “This is not any
divisive politics. UCC has a
uniform system and uniform
law for all,” CM said.
According to officials, online
portals have been developed

for citizens and officials,
featuring Aadhaar-based
verification, AI-based
translation services in 22
Indian languages, and data
integration across more than
13 departments/services
(e.g., birth-death
registrations, district/high
courts, etc.).
“The government has set
separate fees for expedited
registration under the Tatkal
service. The registration and
termination process for live-
in relationships has also been
simplified. Termination
applications by one partner
will require confirmation
from the other partner. In
testamentary succession,
wills can be uploaded on the
portal for online registration,
modification, revalidation,
or revival,” a statement from
the state government read.

In their talks, the prime
minister and the visiting leader
also explored ways to boost
India-Indonesia economic ties
and emphasised the
importance of expeditious
implementation of an MoU
inked by the two sides last year
for the use of local currencies
for bilateral transactions,
according to the statement.
Modi and Subianto were of the
view that the use of local
currencies for bilateral
transactions would further
promote trade and deepen
financial integration between
the two economies.
The joint statement, referring
to the situation in the maritime
domain, said the two leaders
reaffirmed the importance of
maintaining and promoting
peace, stability, freedom of

navigation and overflight in
the region. They also called for
unimpeded lawful maritime
commerce and promoting
peaceful resolution of disputes
in accordance with universally
recognised principles of
international law, including the
1982 UNCLOS (UN
Convention on the Law of the
Sea).
“In this regard, they supported
the full and effective
implementation of the
declaration on the conduct of
the parties in the South China
Sea (DOC) in its entirety and
look forward to the early
conclusion of an effective and
substantive code of conduct in
the South China Sea (COC)
that is in accordance with
international law, including the
1982 UNCLOS,” the statement
noted. The ASEAN countries
too have been insisting on a

binding code of conduct
(COC) on the South China Sea
largely in view of China’s
consistent attempts to assert its
expansive claims over the
region.
Beijing has been strongly
opposing the COC.  China
claims sovereignty over all of
the South China Sea, a huge
source of hydrocarbons.
However, several ASEAN
member countries, including
Vietnam, the Philippines and
Brunei, have counterclaims.
In a ruling in 2016, the
Permanent Court of
Arbitration at the Hague
dismissed Beijing’s claim to
much of the South China Sea.
China, however, rejected the
verdict.
India has been pitching for a
rules-based order in the region
including through upholding
adherence to international law,

especially the UNCLOS.
In their talks, Modi and
Subianto also agreed to an
early establishment of bilateral
maritime dialogue and cyber
security dialogue. The two
leaders reaffirmed that India
and Indonesia as maritime
neighbours and strategic
partners must continue to
work to further deepen and
broaden the defence
cooperation to a robust one,
the statement noted.
“Both leaders welcomed the
ratification of the agreement
concerning cooperation in the
field of defence (DCA) and
expressed confidence that this
would lead to further
deepening of defence ties,” it
said. The two leaders also
agreed to commence bilateral
cooperation in hydrography
and submarine search and
rescue.

The Department of
Consumer Affairs is
collaborating with the
National Physical Laboratory
and Indian Space Research
Organisation (ISRO) to
develop a robust time
generation and dissemination
mechanism.
The use of alternative
timescales (GMT, etc.) is
permitted for specific
purposes such as astronomy,
navigation, scientific
research, etc. subject to prior
permission and compliance
with government directives.
The timescales shall be
periodically audited to ensure
compliance across sectors.
Specific standards for
synchronization accuracy,
implementation and
reporting mechanisms shall
be outlined in subsequent
advisories or guidelines.
Violations of the provisions of
the Act or Rules shall attract
penalties including fines or
other actions as determined
by the authorised persons.
Public stakeholders have been
invited to submit comments
and suggestions on the draft
rules by February 14.

Cash, gold ornaments and
valuables worth more

than Rs 50 lakh were stolen
from the residence of former
minister and senior Congress
leader Niranjan Patnaik in
Bhubaneswar's Nayapalli
area on Sunday morning,
police said.
Speaking to reporters,
Patnaik said the theft took
place on the second floor
while he and his wife were
asleep on the first. Private
security personnel were
stationed on the ground floor
and there was no one else was
in the house at that time, he
added.
"The thief entered the second
floor, where my elder son and
his family reside. However,
they were not at home at that
time," Patnaik added.
CCTV camera footage
showed that the man entered
the house around 2:40 am.
He made his way to the
second floor, entered a
bedroom and stole gold
ornaments and cash stored in
a locker.
Patnaik said, "It was

fortunate that no one was on
the second floor at the time.
Otherwise, things could have
turned worse."
The Congress leader also
pointed out that the robbery
took place despite heightened
security measures in place
across the city for the
Republic Day celebrations.
"Many prominent figures live
in the Nayapalli area. If such
a robbery can happen here, it
raises concerns about the
safety of ordinary citizens
elsewhere in the state," he
added.
Chief Minister Mohan
Charan Majhi talked to
Patnaik over phone and
assured of strong action in
the incident.
Based on a written
complaint, a case has been
registered at Nayapalli police
station and police have
started investigation.
According to the
complainant, the thief stole
gold ornaments worth Rs 50
lakh and Rs 2.50 lakh cash
from the house.
After visiting the spot,
Bhubaneswar-Cuttack police
commissioner S. Dev Datta
Singh said, "We have started

an investigation and hope to
crack the case soon."
Cuttack DCP Jagmohan
Meena and Bhubaneswar
DCP Pinak Mishra also
visited Patnaik's home and
conducted investigations.
"We have formed a special
team to crack the case at the
earliest. The thief will be
arrested soon," Mishra said.
Meanwhile, the Biju Janata
Dal (BJD) criticised the BJP
government for failing to
protect the lives and property
of people of the state.
"Despite having a double-
engine government, a theft
took place in a senior
politician's house on
Republic Day. It raises
equations on the safety and
security of common men,”
BJD leader and MP Sulata
Deo said.
Reacting to the allegation,
BJP spokesperson Manoj
Mohapatra said the incident
is a reflection of what the
present government has
received from the previous
BJD government as
inheritance. 
The situation will change
after 24 months, 
he said. 

Odisha minister burgled
of `50 Lakh in cash, gold

The Trinamool Congress
leadership, including

senior Minister Firhad
Hakim, has launched a
merciless diatribe against the
parents of the victim, a lady
doctor from the RG Kar
Medical College and Hospital
rape and murder case, for
demanding Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee's
resignation, holding her
responsible for a botched
investigation.  
"Everyone has sympathy for
the parents of the victim…
but now they are talking
beyond their limits… They
are under the influence of
some political forces and have
been politicizing the issue…
They are behaving as though
they are the ones who made
Mamata Banerjee the Chief
Minister of Bengal… The
Chief Minister is there not by
their mercy, but by the people
of Bengal. It is not the parents
of the victim, but the people
of Bengal who made her the
Chief Minister… so they
should remain within their
limits, or else they will lose
the sympathy of the people,"
said Hakim, considered the
senior-most man in the State
Cabinet.  
Another senior TMC leader,
Kunal Ghosh, said, "The
parents of the deceased
doctor are being used by
forces who want to defame,
malign, and plot a conspiracy
against the Mamata Banerjee
government and derail the
process of justice for narrow
causes… I urge them not to
be used by any quarter." He
also pointed out the
inconsistency in the parents'
stance, saying, "It's strange
that today they are criticizing
the Kolkata Police, which
arrested Sanjoy Roy, and the
next day they are attacking
the CBI."  
A postgraduate lady doctor
was found brutally raped and
murdered in the early hours
of August 9 inside the
Seminar Hall of the Chest
Medicine Department at RG
Kar Medical College and
Hospital (RGKMCH), a
historic health facility

credited with being the first
private medical college in
Asia during the late 19th
century. The hospital later
became a government facility.  
Frustrated by the poor
investigation, the father of the
victim had earlier demanded
Banerjee's resignation,
stating, "It is the Chief
Minister who is responsible
for the entire RG Kar
incident… She has helped in
the cover-up… She has done
this to save her own people
who were involved in this
gruesome rape and murder…
She has no right to continue
as the Chief Minister."  
Referring to the judgment
passed by the Sealdah District
and Sessions Judge, the father
of the victim said, "I am not
making these remarks out of
the blue… It is very clear from
the judgment passed by the
judge… I call upon the critics
to please go through the
judgment to understand why
I am saying this. The judicial
remarks clearly show how
evidence has been tampered
with, how vital witnesses were
not examined, and how the
investigating agencies worked
to suppress and tamper with
the evidence… It also shows
how they ignored questioning
the people who were with my
daughter in her final hours."  
Sessions Judge Anirban Das
had convicted Sanjoy Roy to
incarceration until death,
with some disturbing
observations for the
investigating agencies.  
Referring to the "52 questions
that we have placed in our

argument before the Supreme
Court," the victim's mother
asked why the senior IPS
officers who were present at
the crime scene and had
misled the public and media
about the people present at
the scene had not been
interrogated by the CBI for
their conduct.  
"The Chief Minister has to
explain why the crime scene
was not sealed… She has to
explain why, from the footage
of 68 people, only one person,
Sanjoy Roy, was identified as
the sole perpetrator of the
crime… Why did the police
burn the body in a hurry?" she
asked. "Why were the other
three DNA samples found on
the victim's body not
examined?" She also
wondered why, despite
repeated requests, the CBI
had not questioned Mamata
Banerjee as a witness.  
She claimed that while the
CBI did not act on the alleged
suppression of facts, the state
administration had failed to
protect a woman medic at her
workplace.  
While both the State
Government and the CBI, as
the main prosecutor, had
moved the Calcutta High
Court seeking a death
sentence for Roy, the parents
had moved the Supreme
Court seeking permission for
the High Court to examine
the questions raised by them.
The Apex Court, which had
earlier suo motu called for the
case and monitored its
investigation, had yet to
vacate its order.

Rashtriya Swayamsevak
Sangh (RSS) chief Mohan
Bhagwat on Sunday said
differences should be
respected and cohesion is the
key to living in harmony.
No one should be suppressed
and everyone should get an
opportunity to grow, he
asserted while speaking after
unfurling the national flag at
the Republic Day celebration
at a college in Bhiwandi town
of Maharashtra's Thane
district. Along with
celebration, Republic Day is
an occasion to "remember our
responsibilities towards the
nation," he said.
Addressing the issue of
diversity, Bhagwat said
differences should be
respected and that "cohesion
is the key to living in
harmony".
"Clashes are happening
outside Bharat due to
diversity. We see diversity as a
natural part of life. You can
have your own specialities, but
you must be good to each
other. If you want to live, it
should be a cohesive living.
You cannot be happy if your
family is unhappy. Similarly, a
family cannot be happy if the
town is facing trouble," he
said.
Bhagwat emphasised the
importance of working with
both knowledge and
dedication.
"Being enterprising is
important, but you must
always do your work with
knowledge. Any work done
without a proper thought does
not bear fruit but brings
trouble. A task done without
knowledge becomes the work
of a lunatic," he said.
Explaining his point, Bhagwat
likened cooking rice to the
need for knowledge in any
task.
"If you know how to cook rice,
you need water, heat and rice.
But if you do not know how to
cook it and instead eat dry
rice, drink water, and stand in
the sunlight for hours, it will
not turn into a meal.

Knowledge and dedication are
essential," he said.
The RSS chief also spoke on
the significance of faith and
dedication in everyday life.
"If you drink water at a hotel
and leave, you may get
insulted or dirty looks. But if
you ask for water in someone's
home, you are offered a jug
full of water along with
something to eat. What's the
difference? There is faith and
dedication at home. Such
work bears fruit," Bhagwat
said. The RSS chief also
stressed the importance of
equality, freedom and
fraternity for the growth of
individuals and the nation
while highlighting the
symbolic significance of
'dhammachakra' (wheel of
dharma) on the national flag. 
He said every person should
have the opportunity to grow
with respect for individuality
and freedom from
suppression.
"We want individuals to grow,
and for that, we need freedom
and equality. No one should
be suppressed. Everyone
should get an opportunity,
and with fraternity, people
will grow and spread their
success in society," Bhagwat
said. 
Over the last 78 years, society
has made great strides, with
individuals improving
themselves and contributing
to the system that enables
everyone to grow, he said.
The RSS chief said the
dhammachakra on the
national flag carries a
powerful message of equality,
freedom and fraternity. 
"The dhammachakra on the
tricolour is not just a symbol,
but a message we must carry
in our everyday lives. It
embodies the values of mutual
respect and cooperation, as
defined by Dr Babasaheb
Ambedkar, and serves as a
reminder of our shared
responsibility for the nation's
progress," he said.
On the significance of the
tricolour, Bhagwat said the
flag's design was a result of
careful thought and
deliberation. 

"Its colours were chosen after
much consideration. The top
saffron represents sacrifice
and dedication, while white
signifies purity and the clean
way of doing things. The
dhammachakra in the centre
stands for mutual respect,
which is the essence of our
culture," he said.
Reflecting on the country's
journey since independence,
Bhagwat noted how national
pride and respect were
initially uncertain, especially
after the setbacks faced in the
1962 war with China.
"After independence, doubts
lingered. We had to retreat in
the war against China, and
respect for us was lost. But
after the 1971 war and the
successful Pokhran tests, our
reputation grew, and the
world began to respect us
again," he said. 
Drawing a parallel between
personal and societal growth,
Bhagwat said, "Those who
work for their family's
progress are respected. A
family that serves the village is
even more respected. A village
that produces good people is
revered, and if someone helps
the world, we bow before
them." 
He also highlighted the
importance of selfless
contribution, saying, "Earning
for oneself is less important
than what one gives to others." 
Bhagwat appealed to the
younger generation to achieve
greatness and use their success
for the betterment of the
country.
"The RSS supports all the
good work in society. We do
not look at a person's
background or colour; we
only support good deeds," he
said. Bhagwat said the
ongoing progress of Bharat in
areas such as economic
growth and national defence
is a result of the efforts of
dedicated individuals, though
much more needs to be done.

Respect differences, live in
harmony: RSS chief Bhagwat
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Union Home Minister Amit
Shah on Sunday described

AAP as 'Aawaidh Aamdaniwali
Party', and alleged that the
party did nothing but spread
lies to get votes and indulged in
corruption under Arvind
Kejriwal's leadership during
its 10-year rule in Delhi.
In a 'Super Sunday' campaign
for the BJP ahead of the polls,
party leaders including Lok
Sabha MP Anurag Thakur,
Union Minister Shivraj Singh
Chouhan, Lok Sabha MP Ravi
Kishan among other senior
leaders addressed 20 public
meetings and conducted over
100 organizational meetings.
Addressing a public meeting in
the Narela Assembly con-
stituency, Shah accused
Kejriwal and the Aam Aadmi
Party (AAP) of insulting
Purvanchalis living in Delhi
with their comments, besides
alleging misgovernance in the
capital under AAP's watch.
"Kejriwal only told lies to get
votes. AAP means 'Awaidh
Aamdaniwali Party' (party
which makes illegal income).
They fight elections in Punjab
with Delhi's money, go to con-
test elections in Gujarat and
also fight elections in Goa with
Delhi's money," Shah said.
"He has not only created chaos
but Arvind Kejriwal has also
insulted the people from
Purvanchal who have gone to
every corner of the country and
increased the honor of the
country with their sweat.
Poorvanchalis are called fake
voters, so I want to ask that the

brothers and sisters from Bihar,
Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand
do not have the right to vote in
Delhi," he alleged.
The senior BJP leader accused
Kejriwal of working to drive
away the Purvanchal brothers
and sisters from Delhi during
the Corona period and said
that Kejriwal used to say that
they come with a ticket of Rs
500 and go after getting free
treatment of Rs 5 lakh.
"I want to tell the people of
Purvanchal that if BJP forms
the government, we will ensure
free treatment of Rs 10 lakh.
The poor across the country are
getting free treatment up to Rs
5 lakh under the Ayushman
Yojana, but Kejriwal commit-
ted the sin of keeping the peo-
ple of Delhi away from free
treatment up to Rs 5 lakh," the
Union Minister said.
Hitting out at the AAP chief for
not cleaning Yamuna river, he
said, "Kejriwal used to say that
we will clean the Yamuna for
Chhath Puja, but today it has
been 10 years and I want to ask

the Purvanchal brothers and
sisters that can we take a dip in
Yamuna while going for
Chhath Puja, have the ghats
been improved??"
"Being deceived by Kejriwal's
promises, BJP state president
took a dip in Yamuna and he
fell ill and was admitted to hos-
pital. Kejriwal did not take a dip
but we made his cutout take a
dip," he added.
Calling Kejriwal a 'liar', Shah
added, "He protested with
Anna in Anna Hazare's move-
ment and he said that we are
not political people and we will
not form a political party, but
he did. Then he says that we
will not take the support of
Congress but he did take the
support."
Stating that governance in
Delhi under Kejriwal's AAP
worsened over the past 10
years, the home minister said,
"AAP's misgovernance will
come to an end on February 8,
when the BJP will come to
power. Kejriwal, your govern-
ment is on its way out soon and

the BJP is coming to the helm."
Addressing a rally, BJP MP
Anurag Thakur also attacked
Kejriwal over the recurring
deterioration in the city's air
quality, witnessed in the past
many years.  Taking a dig at
him, Thakur said Kejriwal
came to Delhi "coughing" from
Haryana 11 years ago and has
since left the city "gasping for
breath."
"Eleven years ago, someone
from Haryana came coughing
into Delhi with a muffler
wrapped around him. Now,
that same person wants Z-
plus security from two states,"
Thakur said.
"Neither Delhi's air is clean, nor
its roads, nor its mountains of
garbage, nor the Yamuna. This
time, the AAP government
will be cleaned out of Delhi
too," he added, accusing
Kejriwal of launching his polit-
ical career as a corruption-cru-
sader but indulging in the vice
himself.
He also termed Kejriwal "anti-
women" to allege "a man who
can take a fake oath on his
daughter's name cannot be
trusted to work for your wel-
fare."
Union Agriculture Minister
Shivraj Singh Chouhan also
addressed public gatherings in
Mundka, Krishna Nagar, and
Karawal Nagar in support of
BJP candidates Gajendra Daral,
Dr. Anil Goel, and Kapil
Mishra. He stated that Arvind
Kejriwal will deceive Delhi
women just as he did in Punjab,
but BJP will serve them like it

Shah slams AAP, accuses of
corruption, misgovernance 
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Criticising the BJP-led
Centre, Aam Aadmi Party

(AAP) national convenor on
Sunday asked people to decide
which model they choose to go
with in Delhi--the 'Kejriwal
model' or the 'BJP model' in
which he said public money
goes into the "pockets of their
rich friends".
Emphasising the significance of
the upcoming Delhi elections,
he framed the contest as a bat-
tle between two divergent ide-
ologies: the "Kejriwal Model,"
which prioritises public welfare
and returns taxpayers' money
to the people through trans-
formative social schemes, and
the "BJP Model," which he
favours a select group of bil-
lionaires at the expense of the
common man.
Kejriwal alleged on Sunday
that the Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP)-led government in
Centre has waived off debts
totaling to Rs 10 Lakh Crore of
"of about 400-500 industrialists
" in the last five years. Kejriwal's
remarks come at a time of fierce
campaigning. Kejriwal said the
Delhi Assembly polls were not
just a contest for the national
Capital but the entire country.
"This election is about deciding
how taxpayers' money should
be spent. One ideology, repre-
sented by the BJP, uses public
funds to waive loans worth
thousands of crores for its close
associates. The other, our AAP

model, focuses on providing
free electricity, education,
health care and transport to
benefit the common man,"
Kejriwal said in what he said
was a press conference on a
"very" important issue.
"The BJP model gives people's
money to its friends as loans
and then writes off those loans
in two to three years. In con-
trast, the AAP model provides
direct benefits to the public,
including welfare schemes
worth nearly Rs 25,000 per
month for each household in
Delhi," he said.
He continued, "The public pays
taxes. Even the poorest indi-
viduals contribute to taxes.
When a poor person buys
matchsticks, food items, or
anything else, they pay GST
and other taxes. Governments
collect this money from the
poor, middle-class, and
wealthy. This election is about
deciding how that money
should be spent."
Kejriwal also accused the saf-
fron party of planning to end all
welfare schemes initiated by
AAP if it gains power in Delhi.
"The BJP has already clarified
it will stop free electricity, free
bus rides (for women), and
other benefits provided by the
Delhi government. I ask the
people, will they be able to bear
this cost if the BJP is elected?"
he said.
Kejriwal also lashed out at the
BJP for labelling welfare mea-
sures as "freebies", alleging that

the saffron party was trying to
create guilt among the middle
class while itself offering mas-
sive concessions to big busi-
nesses."When the BJP waives
loans worth thousands of crores
for its friends, is that not a free-
bie?" he asked.
Highlighting the Kejriwal
model of governance, AAP
chief said, "Public funds are
spent on people's welfare, under
the 'Kejriwal Model or AAP
Model.' On the other hand,
government money is used for
billionaire friends, under the
'BJP model.' What is the BJP
model? In the last five years, the
BJP government waived loans
worth Rs10 lakh crore for
approximately 400-500 of their
billionaire friends. Recently, it
was revealed that a person
with a debt of Rs47,000 crore
was let off by settling it at Rs450
crore, essentially providing a
benefit of Rs46,500 crore to a
single individual. Another per-
son with a debt of Rs6,500 crore
had Rs5,000 crore waived, and
the rest was settled for Rs1,500
crore. It is unclear whether even
this amount was fully recov-
ered."
The AAP is fighting to secure
a third consecutive term, while
the BJP and Congress are deter-
mined to break the party's
hold on power. The election
campaign has seen heated
exchanges between the top
contenders. One of the flash-
points has been the issue of the
Yamuna River's pollution.

Kejriwal highlights
AAP's welfare, BJP's
billionaire backing
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The BJP on Sunday accused
AAP supremo Arvind

Kejriwal of orchestrating hoax
calls to mislead voters across
constituencies, including the
New Delhi constituency, claim-
ing that there were "cancelled"
by the BJP and alleged charges
of 'voter intimidation, threats,
and vote-buying' by the ruling
party and its convenor.
Addressing a press conference,
BJP New Delhi candidate
Parvesh Verma, who has been
pitted against Kejriwal, played
an audio recording of one such
call, in which a person was
heard saying, "Your vote has
been cut by the BJP. AAP will
ensure you get your vote back,"
and urged the receiver to sup-
port the AAP.
"Arvind Kejriwal is set to lose

in New Delhi and across Delhi,
where almost all of his candi-
dates face defeat. On February
8, BJP will form the government
in Delhi."
He accused AAP of creating
confusion and fear among vot-
ers out of desperation. "They are
misleading citizens with fake
phone calls, claiming that exist-
ing schemes will be scrapped,
despite Prime Minister Modi's
clear assurance that all welfare
schemes will continue and ben-
efit the poor."
He added, "New Delhi voters are
receiving calls from Kejriwal's
office saying their votes have
been removed by the BJP and
later another call claims that
Kejriwal has reinstated their
votes. I ask Kejriwal - where did
you get this voter data?"
Singh alleged that Kejriwal has
done nothing for Delhi in 11
years and is using fear tactics
because he is losing the election.
He also accused AAP of buying
votes in the New Delhi
Assembly for Rs 500 and
showed a video of an AAP
worker distributing Rs 500 notes
inside calendars to slum resi-
dents.
Singh claimed that multiple
vehicles from Punjab have been
spotted in Delhi, with people
allegedly brought in from
Punjab to assist Kejriwal. He
said, "Kejriwal received Rs 30
crore in MLA funds in five years
but spent only Rs 6 crore, letting
Rs 24 crore lapse. Had he uti-
lized these funds properly, he
wouldn't need to resort to dis-
tributing money now."

BJP accuses
AAP for fake
calls to voters
to spread fear,
confusion
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Traditionally known as the
AAP bast ion,  the

Patparganj Assembly con-
stituency  is set to witness a
significant transition in the
upcoming state elections with
the ruling party fielding a
teacher-turned-politician
Awadh Ojha, in place of the
sitting MLA and former
Deputy Chief  Minister
Manish Sisodia, while the
BJP placing its  bet  on
Ravinder Singh Negi and
Congress on Anil Chaudhary.
The seat  has a total  of
2,26,310 voters consisting of
1,22,194 males, 1,04,1000
females and 16 third gender

voters in 2025, according to
the Election Commission.
Falling under the East Delhi
Lok Sabha constituency, the
seat has been held by Sisodia
since three consecutive terms.
However, in a not so surpris-
ing move, he has opted to
contest from Jangpura, which
has nearly 1.5 lakh voters.
It was expected that Sisodia
might change his seat owing
to his narrow victory by the
margin of 3,207 votes against
BJP's Ravinder Singh Negi in
the 2020 Assembly polls. In
the polls of 2020, Patparganj
legislative assembly con-
stituency had total 2,31,461
electors out of which the
total number of valid votes
was 1,42,246. Sisodia secured

a total 70,163 votes defeating
Negi who stood second with
a total 66,956 votes.
In 2015, the constituency
had total 214368 electors out
of which the total number of
valid votes was 1,40,267.
Sisodia won and became
MLA from this seat by secur-
ing a total 75,243 votes. BJP
candidate Vinod Kumar
Binny stood second with a
total 46,452 votes, losing by
28,791 votes.
At a time when AAP was just
holding its ground in 2013,
Sisodia won from here for the
first time and secured a total
50,211 votes. BJP candidate
Nakul Bhardwaj stood second
with a total 38,735 votes and
lost by 11,476 votes. The seat

had a total 1,89,183 electors
in 2013 out of which valid
vote was 1,20,906.
The ruling party will be vying
to secure the seat with Ojha
facing a big challenge as the
AAP's novice will be up
against veteran nominees
fielded by both BJP and
Congress. It will also test if
Sisodia's legacy can survive in
the constituency.
Similar to Sisodia in 2020,
Ojha will take on Vinod
Nagar corporator Ravinder
Singh Negi of the BJP. Negi
was shown in recent social
media films urging Hindu
businesses to exhibit reli-
gious symbols and forcing
Muslim store owners to pub-
licly identify their religion.

Ani l  Chaudhar y,  the
Patparganj MLA from 2008
to 2013, has intensified the
triangular struggle. 
He previously led the Delhi
Pradesh Congress Committee
and was a councillor from
2002 to 2008.
Located along Delhi-Meerut
Expressway and Noida Link
Road, the Patparganj assem-
bly constituency has a mixed
demographic of entrepre-
neurs, civil servants and
working-class people. Its 2.3
lakh inhabitants include 
s izable  sect ions of
Poor vanchal is ,  Dal its ,
Garhwalis, Brahmins, Sikhs,
Gujjars and 70,000 people
from west UP from various
communities.

The seat includes 4 per cent
Sikhs, 18 per cent Pandits, 17
per cent Scheduled castes
(SC), 4 per cent Vasihyas, 8
per cent Punjabis, 5 per cent
Muslims, 11 per cent Gujjars,
17 per cent Other Backward
Castes (OBC), 15 per cent
voters from Uttarakhand. 
It also has 7 per cent of mid-
dle  class  voters  in the 
area.
Residents are not content
with the state of the poorly
maintained sewers, unhy-

"The Dulari Kanya scheme,
which incentivises girls' educa-
tion, is being revamped to
ensure more significant partic-
ipation by girls in higher edu-
cation," the governor added.
He said that women's empow-
erment remains a priority, with
the government aiming to sup-
port 21,000 women to earn over
Rs 1 lakh annually under the
'Lakhpati Didi' initiative. This
programme provides women
with resources and guidance to
achieve economic indepen-
dence.
In the agriculture sector,
Parnaik said, the government is
encouraging natural farming,
expanding support for local
crafts, and promoting horti-
culture to boost rural incomes.
Handicrafts and local artisans
are also receiving support
through new policies aimed at
preserving traditional skills, he
added.
Infrastructure development is
central to the state's vision,
with a focus on achieving cent
per cent physical and digital
connectivity, the governor said.
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In a scathing attack on the
BJP-led Centre, Congress

president Mallikarjun Kharge
alleged on Sunday that a hate-
ful agenda, immersed in reli-
gious fundamentalism, has
sought to divide the society
over the last 10 years and
every sacred tenet of the
Constitution is being "shred-
ded into pieces by an author-
itarian regime".
He claimed that the ruling
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)
practises pseudo-nationalism
by making disadvantaged
youngsters carry the flag of
"nationalism" and "religious
supremacy", but does nothing
to get them employment.
In his message to the nation on
the 76th Republic Day, Kharge
said it is high time that people
preserved and protected the
ideas and ideals of the
Constitution -- justice, liberty,
equality and fraternity.
"We uphold the values
espoused by our founders. Be
ready to make every sacrifice
to protect the Constitution.

This will be the true tribute to
our ancestors," Kharge said.
He said it is also time to
reflect upon how the country
is witnessing constant attacks
on the Constitution.
The ruling party has unleashed
a continuous degradation of
India's institutions, built care-
fully over decades, the
Congress chief alleged.
"Political interference in
autonomous institutions has
become a norm. Exercising
control over their indepen-
dence is being seen as a virtue
of power. Federalism is being
trampled on a daily basis and
the rights of Opposition-gov-
erned states are being cur-
tailed," he further claimed.
"The functioning of Parliament
has seen tremendous back-
sliding due to the tyrannical
tendency of the ruling gov-
ernment," Kharge alleged.
The Congress leader also
claimed that universities and
self-governing institutions are
witnessing constant intrusion.
A large part of the media has
been converted as a propa-
ganda tool for the ruling party,

he said.
"Strangulating dissent by
witch-hunting Opposition
leaders has become the only
policy of those in power. In the
past decade, a vicious, hateful
agenda immersed in religious
fundamentalism has sought
to divide our society," Kharge
alleged.
He further claimed that
minorities are being targeted
and those who are secular are
being tarnished with the paint
of "Goebbelsian propaganda".
The weaker sections --
Scheduled Castes (SCs),
Scheduled Tribes (STs), Other
Backward Classes (OBC), the
poor and minorities -- are
being treated as second-class
citizens, he said.
"Atrocities and unheard-of
violence against them have
become a regular occurrence.
Manipur has been burning
for 21 months, but there is no
accountability at the topmost
echelons of power," Kharge
said.
He also said economic
inequality has widened to
frightening proportions.

Boat capsizes at
Qila ghat, NDRF
rescues 10 pilgrims

Amajor mishap was averted
during the Maha Kumbh

on Saturday when a boat car-
rying 10 pilgrims capsized in the
Yamuna River near Qila Ghat.
All the passengers jumped into
the river as the boat began sink-
ing. Swift action by the National
Disaster Response Force
(NDRF) ensured the safe rescue
of everyone aboard.
The incident occurred around
11:30  amidst heavy crowds at
Qila Ghat. As a boat arrived at
the ghat, eager pilgrims rushed
forward to board it. Nine
pilgrims climbed aboard one
by one, but as the 10th
passenger stepped in, the boat
tilted uncontrollably to one
side and began taking in water.
Panic ensued as the pilgrims
leapt into the river to save
themselves. Observing the
commotion, onlookers at the
ghat raised an alarm, drawing
the attention of nearby NDRF
personnel.
NDRF teams promptly dove

into the river and rescued all
10 pilgrims within five
minutes. Inspector Anil
Kumar of the NDRF
confirmed that the passengers
were brought to safety and
sent on their way after the
incident.
Inspector Kumar revealed that
the timely presence of NDRF
teams at Kila Ghat was crucial
in averting a tragedy. Two
additional NDRF teams had
been deployed earlier that day,
anticipating a surge in crowds.
Along with the initial three
personnel stationed at the
ghat, these reinforcements
played a key role in the swift
rescue operation.
This incident underscores the
importance of disaster
preparedness during large-
scale events like the Maha
Kumbh, where massive
crowds and river-based
activities pose significant
safety risks. Authorities are
now expected to intensify
monitoring and safety
measures at all ghats to
prevent similar occurrences.
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On Republic Day, Uttar

Despite having limited
resources, we successfully

held the event. 
Various studies, including
those by the Harvard
University, have
acknowledged that while
Kumbh is deeply rooted in
tradition, its documented
history can be traced back
to the time of Emperor
Harshavardhan.
"The unique beauty of

Kumbh lies in the
confluence of three rivers
and its spiritual
significance. 
People are drawn to this
sacred event purely out of
faith, without the need for
advertisements or
promotions," he said.
Reacting on Yadav's dip in
the Kumbh Mela, BJP

spokesperson Rakesh
Tripathi said, "It is hoped
that Akhilesh Yadav's mind
will calm down after the
Sangam bath."

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Coming from far away
Sweden,  Tommu

appeared deeply involved in
the rather intense discus-
sions among seers at the
Panchayat i  Akhara Shri
Niranjani located near the
Swastik Dwar.
He explains why he and
many other foreigners like
him have come to the Maha
Kumbh.
"Many people know about
the main deities of
Hinduism -- Ram, Krishn
and Shiv or the Holy Trinity.
But I don't think many
know the deeper meaning of
Hinduism. I feel there can
be no better place than this
to decipher the spiritual
core of Sanatan," he told
PTI.
Wearing two garlands made
of Rudraksh beads, Tommu,
a resident of Eskilstuna in
Sweden, about 115
kilometres from the Swedish
capital of Stockholm, said,
"Many foreigners are
coming here as they want to
understand the deeper
meaning and philosophy of
Hinduism. For instance
many chant 'Hare Rama,
Hare Krishna' and seem to
rejoice the chantings.

"There are many who feel
they need to know more and
that's why the number of
such foreign nationals at
Maha Kumbh is growing,"
Tommu said, adding that
India is globally known as a
country with a high spiritual
quotient.
He hoped to revisit India. So
far, he said, he has only been
able to see a small part of
the country and there is
much more to explore.
Like Tommu, Leslie and
John Chatham from Austin,
the capital of Texas in the
US, are at the Maha Kumbh
for the first time. It is their
first visit to India. 
Their group has nine
people, including those
from the UK and Canada.
"The spiritual energy is so
high and the people are just
wonderful," Leslie and John
said and added that they are
at the Maha Kumbh to
discover and experience the
"manifestation of
positivity".
The Chathams feel that the
perception of India globally
is "very good". 
Leslie who works in the real
estate sector, said, "I have
many clients who are from
India and working with
them is a satisfying
experience."

Some foreigners have not
just embraced Hinduism but
also adopted a Hindu name
and some have even cleared
spiritual tests and become
Mahamandaleshwars.
Someone like Tom, the son
of a former senior US Army
Commander, left a decent
job in the information and
technology (IT) sector to
embrace Hinduism. He has
a new name and a position
in the 'akhara' order.
"We have given Tom a new
name -- Swami Vyasanand
Giri and a position. He now
is a Mahamandaleshwar in
the Panchayati Akhara Shri
Niranjani," said the chief of
the Panchayati Akhara Shri
Niranjani Mahant Ravindra
Puri.
"Driven by the attraction of
spiritualism, Tom took
'sanyas' and embraced
Hinduism. He did Yoga and
meditation, and researched
immensely on Hinduism
and Sanatani culture. He
often visited Rishikesh over
the last couple of years and
met me," Puri told PTI.
Then there is Michael, a
former soldier of the US
Army. He hails from New
Mexico. 
He is popularly known as
Baba Mokshpuri and is part
of the Juna Akhara.

Surprises never cease to
crop up in my beloved
Delhi, although, when I

reminisce, I find this Delhi
to be so very different from
the place where I was born
and grew up–in a few years
from now, I will be touching
the magical mark of sixty
years- Insha-Allah!!!  These
are surprises that keep the
passion to continue living
here alive, despite the
megapolis tottering on the
edge of a bottomless abyss.
I encountered one such sur-
prise more than two decades
ago, when I chanced upon an
opportunity to care, to love-
dispassionately. Then, I
worked in the vicinity of
Delhi’s sprawling
International Airport. At
some distance from my
office were robust pockets of
greenery. As I strolled on the
edge of a stagnant water
body, immersed in thoughts,
the shrill chirping of two
birds circling overhead broke
my reverie. 
Wary–expectedly so–of
duplicitous humans, they
maintained a distance from
me- trying to scoop down to
my level, but then taking off
at the last moment.
Something in their incessant

chirping pointed to a high
level of desperation, of an
impending crisis. Not the
one to be blessed with Dr Do
Little’s prowess, instinctive-
ly, I shrugged off the noise to
a behaviour anomaly that
might be inherent in avians
of this species. But the next
moment I was proved
wrong.
The magnitude of the disas-
ter struck me like a sledge-
hammer–on the muck-
infested, rotting, stagnant
surface of the pond, I saw a
tiny tremor, so minute that
one could easily have missed
it. It aroused my curiosity,
and I leaned over to have a
better view. Lo and behold,

trying to break free from the
strangulating grip of the
muck were three tiny birds,
barely the size of an index
finger- in all probability off-
spring of the panic-stircken
pair hovering above. Perhaps
they had fallen into the
pond, carried by a dust-
storm that had lashed the
capital a few hours earlier. 
As they waged a fast-losing
battle to stay afloat in the
poisonous pool (sympto-
matic of most water bodies
in the capital), the strings of
my heart (already weakened
by a blood pressure prob-
lem) felt a strong tug.
Somehow, I managed to
shrug off my indecisiveness

and moved to the edge of the
pond. Tenderly, so as not to
cause any harm, I scooped
the first bird into my palm;
the paranoid birds overhead
mistook me for a predator
and made some aggressive
moves. But, as I delicately
placed it on hard ground,
they realised that I was not
a foe–immediately, the
chirping subsided; I finished
the balance task in peace.
After I had rescued the last
bundle of joy and placed it
on the welcoming lap of
Mother Earth, I felt reas-
sured that the worst was
over. 
Contended, I commenced
my trudge into civilised envi-
rons. Barely had I taken a
few steps, when I looked
behind and saw the protec-
tive parents cuddling their
young ones–exemplifying all
that is human but is sadly
getting diluted. 
The unexpected encounter
lifted my spirits sky-high, as
even in the fast-decaying
Delhi, my beloved Delhi,
hope continues to flow eter-
nally. And where there is
hope, a better future can
never be far away.

EIGHT WORKERS KILLED IN BLAST
Madam — A massive explosion at the
Ordnance factory at Bhandra in
Maharashtra, a key defence establishment,
killed at least eight workers. The blast was
so severe that it completely turned the unit
into a huge pile of rubble, burying work-
ers under the debris. Injured persons have
been admitted to hospitals. The accident
in a key defence factory is quite unfortu-
nate. The Maharashtra government has
announced a solatium of 5 lakh rupees
each for the families of those killed in the
blast. The cause of the explosion is not yet
determined. 
The accident has occurred at the RDX
manufacturing section of the factory.
The ordinance factory at Bhandra is an
important defence unit engaged in high-
energy explosives like RDX and HMX,
which go into the filling of a wide range
of ammunition-from artillery shells to
rockets in the form of propellents. The pre-
sent accident is not the first one in the ordi-
nance factory. In the past two blasts at the
Central Ammunition Depot at Wardha,
one in 2016 and another in 2018, at least
25 workers, including two army officers,
had been killed. The Indian Ordnance
Factories have not only supported India
through the wars but also played an impor-
tant role in building India with the
achievement of technology and have ush-
ered in the Industrial Revolution in India.
Lack of safety measures in the factory
should have been the reason for the huge
blast.

phones in prisons continued
unabated. Telecom compa-
nies have failed to provide a
mechanism for real-time mon-
itoring of the system’s effective-
ness, leaving authorities with-
out the tools needed to mea-
sure its success or identify
shortcomings.
A recent investigation by the
Delhi police in connection
with a shootout at a Tilak
Nagar car showroom uncov-
ered a shocking revelation.
The two main suspects, who
are currently incarcerated in
Tihar Jail, were using 5G-
enabled phones to bypass
mobile jammers. Although
Tihar Jail, which houses
around 20,000 inmates, is
equipped with over 15 mobile
jammers, these devices are
outdated, designed for 4G net-
works, while the current tech-
nology in use is 5G. This dis-
crepancy highlights the urgent
need for the installation of
updated jammers and infra-
structure in Delhi’s jails-a
process that could take sever-
al months.
The scale of the problem is
underscored by the discovery
of over 500 phones and inter-
net dongles during surprise
raids conducted across three
Delhi prisons in the past two
years. Despite the Delhi gov-
ernment and the Ministry of
Home Affairs acknowledging
the issue and establishing a
high-powered committee two
years ago to address the prob-
lem, progress has been hin-

dered by red tape and slow-
moving bureaucracy. The pri-
mary obstacle remains the
reluctance of government offi-
cials to prioritise and imple-
ment the appropriate tech-
nologies needed to tackle the
crisis. 
In addition to aiding organised
crime syndicates, the pres-
ence of mobile phones in jails
has had unforeseen conse-
quences for residents living
near prison complexes. This
interference with the mobile
network has caused a decline
in property values in the vicin-
ity of the jail, a stark contrast
to the property booms seen in
other parts of Delhi. 
The lack of a reliable mobile
network has created serious
problems for residents, partic-
ularly in emergencies, and has
significant economic conse-
quences as businesses and
daily services reliant on mobile
communication are disrupted.
This problem is not unique to
Tihar Jail or Delhi; similar
issues have been reported from
prisons in other metro cities.
While mobile communica-
tion technologies continue to
advance rapidly, there are
modern solutions that can
effectively address the issue of
blocking mobile networks
within high-security prisons.
These advanced systems do
not merely block mobile calls
but also enable real-time detec-
tion and location tracking of
illicit mobile phone usage
within the facility.

For example, digitally man-
aged systems are available that
can maintain desired signal
levels within a jail, granting
authorities full control over the
mobile network. 
These systems allow jail man-
agement to track, locate, and
identify radio signals, pin-
pointing the source of illegal
mobile phone use. By using
such technologies, jail author-
ities can quickly identify and
neutralise unauthorised
mobile devices in the prison,
making it a powerful deterrent
against criminal activity.
The real question, however, is
how long will it take for Indian
jails to receive the necessary
technological upgrades to
combat the proliferation of
contraband mobile phones?
This problem is widespread
across the country, from Tihar
Jail in Delhi to Yerawada Jail in
Pune, Kot Bhalwal Jail in
Jammu, and Naini Jail in
Allahabad–homes to some of
the nation’s most dangerous
criminals, gangsters, terrorists,
and mafias. 
It is clear that timely interven-
tion from government author-
ities to equip prisons with
advanced technology to block
unauthorised mobile net-
works, detect illegal phone
use, and track mobile phone
locations is urgently needed to
restore control and curb the
spread of criminal activities
within our jails.

Mobile phones in jails: A

growing security nightmare

One pressing issue
that the government
has yet to effective-
ly address is the con-
tinued use of mobile

phones by criminals incarcerated
in jails-an issue that persists even
in high-security prisons. The
seizure of mobile phones from
inmates has become an all-too-
common occurrence, posing a
significant challenge to law
enforcement agencies attempting
to dismantle the nexus of organ-
ised crime operating from behind
bars.
A primary reason for the rampant
use of mobile phones inside jails
lies in the unholy alliance between
gang leaders within the prisons
and certain jail authorities. 
This collaboration, coupled with
the ineffective use of modern
technology to prevent unautho-
rised mobile phone usage, has
allowed the problem to spiral out
of control. The issue has reached
such alarming proportions due to
the lack of strategic deployment
of advanced solutions that are
readily available today.
The consequences of mobile
phone usage within jails extend
far beyond facilitating criminal
activities. It poses a direct threat
to national security, compromis-
es the safety of prison staff, and
jeopardises public safety. 
While maintaining a robust
telecommunication network
within prisons is critical in today’s
mobile-driven world, the problem
arises when authorities fail to
leverage the latest technologies to
either restrict or control mobile
phone usage in designated areas.
One technology that has been
available for years is the mobile
jammer, which disrupts mobile
networks within a limited radius.
However, this solution has proven
ineffective, as it does not guaran-
tee 100 per cent disruption of
mobile services and, in some
cases, hampers the network’s
functionality outside the prison-
affecting areas like residential
neighbourhoods. Despite its
widespread use in jails across
India, the jammer’s limitations
have become apparent.
In 2017, the “Tower-Harmonious
Call Blocking System” (T-HCBS)
was introduced, but it has yield-
ed minimal results. 
Even after the installation of T-
HCBS towers, the use of mobile

Today at least one out of ten is being the victim of catastrophising
(expecting the worst outcome), overgeneralising (believing that a
single failure defines overall ability) and filtering (focusing solely

on negatives while ignoring positives). Recent studies have proven that
over 70,000 thoughts that come into an individual’s mind every day
consist of negative ones wherein some of them are the fuel for depres-
sion, anxiety and low self-esteem. Automatic Negative Thoughts often
abbreviated as ANTs are like unwelcome guests in an individual’s mind.
They are a psychological phenomenon that can significantly impact men-
tal wellbeing and performance in various aspects of life. These thoughts
are spontaneous and fleeting, that arise without conscious effort. 
Triggered by specific situations, they even involve pessimistic thoughts
that arise in response to everyday situations, often leading to increased
stress, anxiety and self-doubt. It is very important for an individual to
understand and address them for fostering a positive mindset and improv-
ing emotional resilience. ANTs are characterised by their automatic nature,
as they occur spontaneously without conscious effort.

By distort-
ing reality and reinforcing negative beliefs, ANTs can hinder decision-
making, problem-solving, and interpersonal relationships. In academ-
ic and professional settings, these thoughts can undermine confidence,
reduce motivation, and impair performance. Fortunately, there are effec-
tive strategies to combat ANTs and develop a more positive thought pat-
tern. One of the most widely used approaches is cognitive-behaviour-
al therapy (CBT), which focuses on identifying, challenging, and replac-
ing negative thoughts with constructive ones. 
For instance, when faced with a thought like, “I’ll never succeed,” indi-
viduals can challenge its validity by reflecting on past successes and
recognising their capabilities. Mindfulness practices, such as medita-
tion and deep breathing, can also help in managing ANTs. These tech-
niques encourage individuals to observe their thoughts without judg-
ment and creating space to respond thoughtfully rather than react impul-
sively. Another useful tool is journaling, which involves writing down
thoughts and analysing accuracy can help uncover patterns and trig-
gers. Also, the act of writing helps to crystallise it and get it out of head.
Building a strong support system is equally important. 
Sharing feelings and concerns with trusted friends, family members,
or therapists can provide valuable perspectives and emotional relief.

India’s space exploration has
reached a significant mile-
stone with the recent

launch of the PSLV-C60 mis-
sion by the Indian Space
Research Organisation (ISRO).
This mission featured the
Space Docking Experiment
(SpaDeX) alongside the PSLV-
Orbital Experiment Module
(POEM-4), propelling India
into an elite group of nations
capable of space docking.
Additionally, ISRO’s collabora-
tion with startups, researchers,
and academic institutions
showcases its commitment to
fostering deep-tech advance-
ments while reducing the high
costs of space experimentation.
Enhanced Resources  
Traditionally, the upper stage
of a launch vehicle becomes
dormant after payload deploy-
ment. However, ISRO has cre

atively repurposed the PSLV’s
fourth stage into POEM, an
orbital platform equipped with
telemetry, command support,
and a power supply. This
transformation enables techni-
cal and scientific research in
space while optimising
resource use and lowering
financial barriers for
researchers, academic institu-
tions, and businesses.
POEM-4 reflects ISRO’s abil-

ity to turn constraints into
opportunities, providing an
affordable avenue for space
experimentation. This democ-
ratisation of space access
marks a turning point for
India’s space sector, opening
the doors to innovations pre-
viously hindered by high costs
and limited resources.
Empowering Startups 
ISRO’s POEM-4 has signifi-
cantly benefited startups and
academic institutions by
enabling cost-effective in-orbit
technology testing. Mumbai-
based Manastu Space
Technologies, for instance, is
developing the Vyom 2U
Green Propulsion System,
which replaces toxic satellite
fuels with an environmental-
ly friendly hydrogen peroxide-
based alternative. This innova-
tion addresses two key chal-

lenges in space exploration—
safety and sustainability—and
incorporates advanced fea-
tures like a high-temperature
catalyst, optimised thruster
design, and proprietary green
propellant MS-289. With
ISRO’s support, Manastu is
preparing for an upcoming
PSLV mission to validate its
technology, potentially posi-
tioning India as a global leader
in sustainable satellite opera-
tions.
GalaxEye, another innovative
startup, has developed afford-
able synthetic aperture radar
(SAR) modules. Unlike optical
imaging, SAR technology pen-
etrates clouds, providing pre-
cise and uninterrupted satellite
imagery crucial for disaster
management, environmental
monitoring, and more.
Validating its SAR modules in

space through POEM-4 posi-
tions GalaxEye to deliver cost-
effective global imaging solu-
tions. Additionally,
TakeMe2Space, a startup
working on space-based data
centers and processing power
modules, utilised POEM-4 for
initial technology validation.
This achievement, despite the
startup’s limited funding, high-
lights ISRO’s commitment to
nurturing deep-tech innova-

tors and breaking down entry
barriers for emerging players.
Driving Economic Growth
and Innovation
ISRO’s approach with POEM-
4 aligns with its broader vision
of fostering public-private col-
laboration to stimulate eco-
nomic growth. By offering
advanced testing infrastructure
at reduced costs, ISRO accel-
erates the commercialisation of
innovative solutions. 
Manastu Space’s collaboration
with the Defence Research
and Development
Organisation (DRDO) exem-
plifies the power of such syn-
ergies. With funding from
DRDO’s Technology
Development Fund, Manastu
developed the iBooster system
through years of intensive
research. Its successful delivery
underscores the potential of

partnerships between govern-
ment institutions and star-
tups to advance national
defense and space capabilities.
Push for innovations
The PSLV-C60 mission and
the POEM-4 initiative position
ISRO as a leader in frugal yet
impactful innovation. By
repurposing resources and
promoting collaboration, ISRO
demonstrates that ground-
breaking advancements do
not require massive budgets
but thrive on ingenuity and
inclusivity.

As China rises as a dominant force in a multipolar world, Japan must navigate
the challenge of balancing its historical baggage with maintaining its relevance

Japan’s struggle for

relevance amid China’s rise

From Africa’s mineral-rich lands to
West Asia’s energy corridors, China
has inserted itself as both a benefac-
tor and an enforcer, using its vast
financial resources to extend its
influence. 
It has become the world’s largest
creditor, with loans amounting to
over $1.3 trillion since 2000, a sum
that far outstrips Japan’s modest for-
eign assistance initiatives. In the face
of this, Japan’s model of develop-
ment aid—praised for its trans-
parency and sustainability—has
paled in comparison. Japan’s
approach, while effective in certain
regions, lacks the scale and sheer
audacity of China’s outreach.
Moreover, Japan’s preoccupation
with economic stability and its
often subdued geopolitical ambition
has left it on the back foot as China
has aggressively pursued its vision
for a new international order. 
It is not just economics at play here.
There is a deepening ideological
divide. The language China uses to
frame its influence in the Global
South is couched in the rhetoric of
anti-imperialism, South-South
cooperation, and solidarity with the
developing world. 
This resonates profoundly with
nations that have long been subject
to the whims of Western powers.
Beijing, adept at using its soft
power, positions itself as the cham-
pion of the Global South, contrast-
ing its rise with the history of
exploitation by colonial and impe-
rial forces. By leveraging its econom-
ic might, China is building a coali-
tion of nations willing to challenge
the existing global system, one
dominated by the US and its allies. 
This ideological appeal has found a
strong foothold in parts of Africa
and Asia, where many developing
nations view China’s rise as an
opportunity to break free from the
shackles of Western dominance. For
Japan, the legacy of its imperial past
complicates its post-war identity,
which is grounded in pacifism,

democratic values, and economic
growth. While China’s rise is per-
ceived as a return to national glory,
Japan remains burdened by its
wartime actions, which continue to
fuel tensions, particularly with
Beijing. This unresolved history
hampers Japan’s diplomacy, over-
shadowing its economic and diplo-
matic efforts, as issues of reparations,
historical memory, and political
reconciliation persist.And yet, Japan
cannot simply be reduced to a pas-
sive recipient of China’s strategic
moves. 
The reality is that Japan, with its
robust economy and advanced tech-
nological sector, still holds signifi-
cant sway in certain parts of the
Global South, particularly in
Southeast Asia. 
Japan has long been a key player in
the economic development of this
region, offering not just financial
assistance but a model of governance
and sustainable growth. 
But the rise of China has shifted the
balance, and Japan is now forced to
reckon with the reality that its tra-
ditional model—built on the prin-
ciples of mutual benefit and techni-
cal expertise—may not suffice in the
face of China’s far-reaching ambi-
tions. 
There are many reasons why China
is winning over many countries that
were once bullied by the West in dif-
ferent ways. China’s approach is a
wake-up call for those countries still
under colonial hangovers.
Furthermore, as the report made an
interesting observation, Japan’s rela-
tionship with the United States,
while essential for regional stabili-
ty, is becoming increasingly compli-
cated. 
The strategic interests of Japan and
the US are not always aligned,
especially when it comes to China.
While the US focuses on contain-
ing China’s rise, Japan is caught in
a precarious position, balancing its
need for security and economic
cooperation with China against the

demands of its American ally. Japan’s
position in this dynamic is fraught
with tension—caught between the
pressure to align with the US and the
reality of an increasingly powerful
China on its doorstep.
The question that now looms over
Japan’s future is not just one of eco-
nomic survival but of moral and ide-
ological relevance. As the Global
South looks increasingly to China
for leadership, Japan must reimag-
ine its role in this shifting world
order. Japan’s model of development,
founded on transparency, democra-
cy, and sustainability, is being over-
shadowed by China’s strategic depth
and bold vision. 
Japan must not only bolster its own
economic and diplomatic presence
but must also confront the difficult
task of reconciling its historical
baggage with its aspirations for a
secure and prosperous future. To do
this, it may be unwise for Japan to
stand as a mouthpiece or paper tiger
for NATO, learning from the havoc
this double-speak military alliance
creates.  With Trump’s return, the
competition for the soul of the inter-
national system intensifies—a sys-
tem where shared values and prin-
ciples, rather than hegemonic power,
increasingly define the rules of
engagement. 
In these circumstances, Japan’s abil-
ity to adapt, offer a compelling vision
for the future of the Global South,
and balance its security needs with
its diplomatic and economic out-
reach will determine whether it
remains a relevant player or
becomes a relic of a past world order,
or merely a puppet of a warmonger-
ing alliance intent on destabilising
the Asia-Pacific. 
The coming years will reveal
whether Japan can rise to this chal-
lenge, or whether China’s inex-
orable march towards global dom-
inance will leave it in the dust.

In December 2024, Japan’s Ministry of
Defence, through its influential think
tank, issued a report that presents an
unflinching look at China’s meteoric
rise and its implications for the glob-

al balance of power. Titled The Rising Global
South and China, the report offers a sober-
ing analysis of how China’s strategic outreach
to the Global South—its diplomacy, econom-
ic investments, and military presence—poses
not only a challenge to the existing interna-
tional order but also to Japan’s place in the
world. While the report forms a key element
in Japan’s evolving worldview regarding its
neighbour, it is but one piece of a much larg-
er, more complex puzzle. 
The evolving dynamics between China and
Japan demand a deeper exploration, not just
of economic rivalry, but of historical tensions,
ideological shifts, and global transformations
that are redefining power structures across
Asia and beyond. Why, one might ask, is it
crucial to understand Japan’s view on China
in 2025? The answer lies in the seismic shifts
currently reshaping the international order,
where China is positioning itself as the hege-
mon of a new, multipolar world, and Japan
must navigate an increasingly treacherous
geopolitical terrain. This is not simply
about Beijing’s growing economic influence
through initiatives like the Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI) or its dominance in trade and
investment in Africa, Latin America, and
Southeast Asia. 
The contest runs deeper, revealing an ideo-
logical, military and moral confrontation
where Japan’s historical burdens, particular-
ly its unresolved wartime past, complicate
its ability to assert leadership in the face of
China’s rapid expansion. “Based on field
research in Cambodia, Myanmar, Sri Lanka,
Angola, and elsewhere, the report points out
that the expansion of Chinese aid under the
principle of non-interference in internal
affairs may reduce the effectiveness of
Western ‘democratisation pressure’ that
uses aid as leverage.” 
Consider, for a moment, China’s over-
whelming presence in the Global South.
While Western powers remain preoccupied
with their domestic crises, Beijing has
formed vast strategic partnerships, econom-
ic dependencies, and infrastructural invest-
ments across continents.

70 people killed in
attack on hospital
in Sudan's Darfur

Some 70 people were killed
in an attack on the only

functional hospital in the
besieged city of El Fasher in
Sudan, the chief of the World
Health Organisation said
Sunday, part of a series of
attacks coming as the African
nation's civil war escalated in
recent days.
The attack on the Saudi
Teaching Maternal Hospital,
which local officials blamed
on the rebel Rapid Support
Forces, came as the group has
seen apparent battlefield loss-
es to the Sudanese military
and allied forces under the
command of army chief Gen
Abdel-Fattah Burhan. That
includes Burhan appearing
near a burning oil refinery
north of Khartoum on
Saturday that his forces said
they seized from the RSF.
International mediation
attempts and pressure tactics,
including a US assessment
that the RSF and its proxies
are committing genocide and
sanctions targeting Burhan,

have not halted the fighting.
Reported attack follows RSF
warning
In the Saudi hospital attack in
El Fasher, WHO Director-
General Tedros Adhanom
Ghebreyesus offered the death
toll in a post on the social plat-
form X.
Officials and others in the
capital  of North Darfur
province had cited a similar
f igure Saturday,  but
Ghebreyesus is the first inter-
national source to provide a
casualty number. Reporting
on Sudan is incredibly diffi-
cult given communication
challenges and exaggerations
by both the RSF and the
Sudanese military.
"The appalling attack on Saudi
Hospital in El Fasher, Sudan,
led to 19 injuries and 70
deaths among patients and
companions," Ghebreyesus
wrote. "
At the time of the attack, the
hospital was packed with
patients receiving care."
Another health facility in Al
Malha also was attacked
Saturday, he added.

30 terrorists killed in three separate
raids in Pakistan's Khyber Pakhtunkhwa 
PTIn PESHAWAR

Thirty terrorists were killed in
three separate counter-terror-

ism operations in Pakistan's
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa province
on Saturday, the military said.
The counter-terrorism opera-
tions were carried out in Lakki
Marwat, Karak, and Khyber dis-
tricts.
While 18 terrorists were "sent to
hell" in Lakki Marwat district,
eight were killed in Karak, the
army said in a statement. The
military said six terrorists were
also injured in the Lakki Marwat
encounter.
In another encounter in Bagh
area of Khyber district, security
forces gunned down four terror-
ists, including ring leaders Aziz
ur Rehman aka Qari Ismail and
Mukhlis, while two terrorists
sustained injuries, it said.
Weapons and ammunition were
also recovered during the
counter-terrorism operations,
the statement said.
President Asif Ali Zardari and
Prime Minister Shehbaz Sharif in

separate statements praised the
security forces for their success-
ful operations in Lakki Marwat,
Karak, and Khyber
districts.President Zardari hailed
the killing of 30 terrorists as a sig-
nificant achievement and reaf-
firmed that the security forces'
operations will continue until ter-
rorism is completely eradicated. 
Prime Minister Shehbaz reiterat-
ed the nation's unwavering sup-
port for the security forces,
emphasising that Pakistan is
fully committed to eliminating all
forms of terrorism.
In recent months, Pakistan has
stepped up intelligence-based
operations against Tehrik-i-
Taliban Pakistan (TTP), which
has become emboldened since
the Afghan Taliban seized power
in Afghanistan in 2021. 
The TTP or Pakistan Taliban is
a separate group, but a close ally
of the Afghan Taliban.
On January 17, five terrorists
were killed in an intelligence-
based operation in Khyber dis-
trict's Tirah area. 
The year 2024 was the deadliest

for Pakistan's civil and military
security forces in a decade with
at least 685 fatalities and 444 ter-
ror attacks, according to "CRSS
Annual Security Report 2024"
issued by Centre for Security and
Strategic Studies.
Equally alarming was the cumu-
lative losses of civilians and secu-
rity personnel -- 1,612 fatalities,
accounting for over 63 per cent
of the total recorded in 2024,
marking 73 per cent more loss-
es compared to 934 outlaws
eliminated, The News reported
citing CRSS report.
The overall fatalities recorded in
2024 were a record nine-year
high and over 66 per cent more
than in 2023.
On an average, nearly seven
people lost their lives daily in
2024, with November emerging
as the deadliest month across all
metrics, compared to all other
months of the year.
The violence took the heaviest toll
on Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, which
topped in human losses with
1,616 fatalities, followed by
Balochistan with 782 fatalities.

18 killed as tanker carrying petrol
explodes in southern Nigeria

At least 18 people died and 10
others were injured in south-

ern Nigeria after a gasoline
tanker exploded, officials said.
The accident happened along the
Enugu-Onitsha expressway in
the southeastern state of Enugu
after the tanker, laden with gaso-
line, lost control and rammed
into 17 vehicles, and burst into
flames, Nigeria's Federal Road
Safety Corps said in a statement
Saturday evening.
Those who died were "burnt
beyond recognition," the
spokesperson of the safety corps
rescue teams, Olusegun
Ogungbemide, said. Besides the

10 injured, rescuers extracted
three others who were
unharmed.  
With the absence of an efficient
railway system to transport
cargo, fatal truck accidents are
common along most major
roads in Nigeria, Africa's most
populous country.
Earlier this month, 98 people
were killed in a gasoline tanker
blast in north-central Nigeria,
near the Suleja area of Niger state,
after individuals attempted to
transfer gasoline from a crashed
oil tanker into another truck
using a generator. Some
bystanders were at the scene to
scoop gasoline. Authorities then
began a nationwide campaign
against the scooping of gasoline

from fallen tankers and other
practices that could lead to
death.
"Gasoline tanker accidents do
not have to lead to the loss of
lives," Lanre Issa-Onilu, director-
general of the National
Orientation Agency, the body
tasked with communicating gov-
ernment policy, said at an event
close to the Suleja area on
Saturday. The prices of gasoline
in Africa's most populous coun-
try have soared after President
Bola Tinubu's government
removed subsidies more than a
year ago in an attempt to chan-
nel resources to more develop-
mental purposes. However, the
policy has caused hardship to
locals.

UN refugee chief
calls for more
help for Syria

The United Nations refugee
chief said Saturday that some

200,000 refugees have returned to
Syria from neighbouring coun-
tries since the government of
Bashar Assad was overthrown last
month.
The influx comes after an estimat-
ed 300,000 refugees returned
from Lebanon late last year while
it was under bombardment dur-
ing the Israel-Hezbollah war.
Many more who had fled during
the country's nearly 14-year upris-
ing-turned-civil war are thinking
about going back soon.
However, UN High
Commissioner for Refugees
Filippo Grandi cautioned during
a visit to Damascus during which
he met with Syria's new de facto
leader, Ahmad al-Sharaa, that
many of the returnees may not
stay unless living conditions in the
country improve. 
"In order to make this return sus-
tainable and to make life better for
all Syrians the economy needs to
return, services need to be
restored and reinstated, security
needs to be guaranteed and hous-
ing needs to be the subject of a
very important reconstruction
program," Grandi said.
He called for the lifting of Western
sanctions on the country, many
of which targeted Assad's govern-
ment but have not been removed
since it fell on December 8 as the
result of a lightning rebel offen-
sive. "Sanctions are an important
obstacle for the return of
refugees," Grandi said.
There are more than 4.7 million
refugees registered with the UN
refugee agency, or UNHCR in
neighbouring countries. The
largest number are in Turkey, with
nearly 2.9 million, followed by
Lebanon, with more than
755,000.
In addition to returning refugees,
some 600,000 out of an estimat-
ed seven million internally dis-
placed Syrians have gone home,
Grandi said.
Some of those returns may be
controversial. 
Kurdish authorities in the coun-
try's northeast are preparing to
release some Syrian detainees
in the sprawling al Hol camp
that houses family members
of suspected Islamic State
group members, allowing
them to return to their home
areas.

International peacekeepers killed as fighting
rages around eastern Congo's key city

Fighting with M23 rebels in
eastern Congo has left at

least 13 peacekeepers and
foreign soldiers dead, United
Nations and army officials
said Saturday.
M23 has made significant
territorial gains in recent
weeks, encircling the eastern
city of Goma, which has
around two million people
and is a regional hub for
security and humanitarian
efforts. 
The UN Security Council
moved up an emergency
meeting on the escalating
violence to Sunday morning
(10 am EST). Congo request-
ed the meeting, which had
originally been scheduled for
Monday. 
On Saturday, Congo's army
said it fended off an M23
offensive towards Goma with
the help of its allied forces,
including U.N. Troops and
soldiers from the Southern
African Development

Community Mission, also
known as SAMIDRC.
"The Rwandan-backed M23 is
clearly exploiting the presi-
dential transition in the US to
advance on Goma - putting
thousands more civilians at
risk," Kate Hixon, advocacy
director for Africa at Amnesty
International US, told the
Associated Press. 
Congo, the United States and
U.N. Experts accuse Rwanda
of backing M23, which is
mainly made up of ethnic
Tutsis who broke away from
the Congolese army more
than a decade ago. 
Rwanda's government denies
the claim, but last year
acknowledged that it has
troops and missile systems in
eastern Congo to safeguard its
security, pointing to a buildup
of Congolese forces near the
border. UN experts estimate
there are up to 4,000
Rwandan forces in Congo. 
The burning wreckage of a
white armoured fighting vehi-
cle carrying UN markings

could be seen on a road
between Goma and Sake on
Saturday, where much of the
fighting was concentrated in
recent days.
Two South African peace-
keepers were killed Friday,
while a Uruguayan Blue
Helmet was killed Saturday, a
UN off icial  told The
Associated Press. The official
spoke on condit ion of
anonymity because they
weren't authorised to speak
on the matter publicly. 
Additionally, three Malawian
peacekeepers were killed in
eastern Congo, the United
Nations in Malawi said
Saturday.
Seven South African soldiers
from the SAMIDRC were also
killed during clashes with
M23 over the last two days,
South Africa's department of
defense said in a statement.
Uruguay's military in a state-
ment issued Saturday identi-
fied its member killed in
Congo as Rodolfo Álvarez,
who was part of the Uruguay

IV Battal ion.  The unit ,
according to the statement, is
working "uninterruptedly to
comply with the United
Nations mandate, as well as to
guarantee the evacuation of
non-essential civilian and
military personnel from the
city of Goma."
"Various measures have been
taken to improve the securi-
ty of our troops, who are
operating in adverse condi-
tions," the military said.

ince 2021, Congo's govern-
ment and allied forces, includ-
ing SAMIDRC and UN
troops, have been keeping
M23 away from Goma.
The UN peacekeeping force,
also known as MONUSCO,
entered Congo more than
two decades ago and has
around 14,000 peacekeepers
on the ground.
South Africa's defense minis-
ter, Angie Motshekga, was
visiting the country's troops
stationed in Congo as part of
the U.

Bangladesh High Commissioner
announces direct flights with Pakistan

To further strengthen bilat-
eral ties, Bangladesh's

High Commissioner to
Pakistan announced plans to
begin direct air services
between Bangladesh and
Pakistan.
According to The Express
Tribune, Mohammad Iqbal
Hussain was speaking at a
press conference in Peshawar
on Saturday.
Hussain emphasised the deep
and historic relationship
between the two countries
and expressed the intention to
initiate direct flights to facili-
tate travel and connectivity. He
noted that such a move would
enhance cooperation in vari-

ous sectors, including tourism,
education, and trade.
However, no timeline for the
direct flights was announced.
The High Commissioner also
highlighted the growing trade
and diplomatic relations
between Bangladesh and
Pakistan, stating that these
ties would continue to grow
stronger.
He underscored Bangladesh's
commitment to freedom of
expression, noting how social
media has empowered the
younger generation to voice
their rights, contributing to a
robust culture of free speech in
the country.
Additionally, Hussain pointed
out the vast investment oppor-
tunities in Khyber

Pakhtunkhwa, particularly in
the healthcare and industrial
sectors, encouraging business-
es to explore these avenues.
He also mentioned the
demand for Bangladeshi prod-
ucts in Pakistan, with trade
ongoing between the two
nations via shipping routes
linking Chittagong and
Karachi, although the volume
remains modest.
The High Commissioner also
touched on the upcoming
elections in Bangladesh and
reiterated his country's focus
on economic development as
a key priority.
He concluded by commending
Pakistan's Air Force for its
exceptional capabilities in the
defence sector.

Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) party supremo Imran

Khan has appointed Member of
National Assembly Junaid
Akbar as the party's Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa president, replac-
ing Ali Amin Gandapur, the
incumbent provincial party
president, a source said on
Saturday.
“The change has been made to
lessen the burden on Ali Amin
Gandapur who has a great deal
of responsibilities as Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa Chief Minister
and faces several challenges in
governance and ensuring law
and order,” PTI Secretary
General Salman Akram Raja
told reporters outside Adiala Jail.
“Therefore, at his (Gandapur's)
request, (jailed former prime
minister) Khan decided that
Junaid Akbar Khan will become

PTI president in Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa.”
A day ago, Akbar was elected
chairman of the National
Assembly's Public Accounts
Committee (PAC) unopposed,
filling a position left vacant since
the general elections in February
last year.
After being appointed PTI KP
president, Akbar in a state-
ment on X expressed gratitude
for his appointment and said
that he was a middle-class per-
son who got the opportunity
because of his hard work, some-
thing that is not seen in other
parties.
Speaking to reporters, Akbar
said: “Do not confuse our good
faith with weakness. We want
the rift between the public and
institutions to be closed. We will
not be scared or pressured,
because we are not a party that
can be scared or pressured.” 

North Korea vows tough response
to US after cruise missile test

North Korea said Sunday it
tested a cruise missile sys-

tem, its third known weapons
display this year, and vowed
"the toughest" response to
what it called the escalation of
US-South Korean military
drills that target the North.
The moves suggested North
Korea will likely maintain its
run of weapons tests and its
confrontational stance against
the U.S. For now, even though
President Donald Trump said
he intends to reach out to
North Korean leader Kim Jong
Un.
The official Korean Central
News Agency said Kim
observed the test of sea-to-sur-
face strategic cruise guided
weapons on Saturday.
The term "strategic" implies
the missiles are nuclear-capa-
ble. KCNA said the missiles hit
their targets after travelling

1,500-kilometer (932-mile)-
long  elliptical and figure-
eight-shaped flight patterns,
but that couldn't be indepen-
dently verified. 
KCNA cited Kim as saying
that North Korea's war deter-
rence capabilities "are being
perfected more thoroughly"
and affirming that his coun-
try will make "strenuous
efforts" to defend stability "on
the basis of more powerfully
developed military muscle."
In a separate statement carried
by KCNA on Sunday, North
Korea's Foreign Ministry crit-
icized the US for committing
"serious military provocations
aiming at" North Korea with
a series of military exercises
with South Korea this month. 
"The reality stresses that the
DPRK should counter the
U.S. With the toughest coun-
teraction from A to Z as long
as it refuses the sovereignty
and security interests of the

DPRK and this is the best
option for dealing with the
U.S," the Foreign Ministry
statement said.
DPRK stands for the
Democratic People's Republic
of Korea, the abbreviation of
its formal name. The Foreign
Ministry warning was in line
with Kim's vows to implement
the "toughest" anti-US policy
during a year-end political
meeting.
North Korea views US mili-
tary training with South Korea
as invasion rehearsals though
Washington and Seoul have
repeatedly said their drills are
defensive in nature. In recent
years, the US and South Korea
have expanded their military
exercises in response to North
Korea's advancing nuclear
program. 
The start of Trump's second
term raises prospects for the
revival of diplomacy between
the US and North Korea, as

Trump met Kim three times
during his first term. The
Trump-Kim diplomacy in
2018-19 fell apart due to
wrangling over US-led eco-
nomic sanctions on North
Korea.
During a Fox News interview
broadcast Thursday, Trump
called Kim "a smart guy" and
"not a religious zealot." Asked
whether he will reach out to
Kim again, Trump replied, "I
will, yeah."
On Monday, Trump called
North Korea "a nuclear power"
as he spoke of his personal ties
with Kim during a news con-
ference at the Oval Office
after his inauguration.
Washington, Seoul and their
partners have long shunned
describing North Korea as a
nuclear state because that
could be seen as accepting its
pursuit of nuclear weapons in
violation of UN Security
Council resolutions.

Many experts say Kim likely
thinks he has greater bar-
gaining power than in his
earlier round of diplomacy
with Trump because of his
country's enlarged nuclear
arsenal and deepening mili-
tary ties with Russia.
In South Korea, many worry
that Trump might scale back
military drills with the Asian
US ally and abandon the goal
of the complete denucleariza-
tion of North Korea and focus
on eliminating its long-range
missile program, which poses
a direct threat to the US,
while leaving its nuclear attack
capabilities against South
Korea intact.
After his first summit with
Kim in 2018, Trump baffled
many in South Korea by uni-
laterally announcing the sus-
pension of major summertime
military drills, calling them
"ver y provocative" and
"tremendously expensive”.

South Korean prosecutors
indict impeached President

South Korean prosecutors
on Sunday indicted the

impeached President Yoon
Suk Yeol over his imposition of
martial law last month, news
reports said.
Yonhap news agency reported
that the Seoul Central District
Prosecutors' Office indicted
Yoon over rebellion in connec-
tion with his December 3
decree that plunged the coun-
try into massive political tur-
moil. Other South Korean
media outlets have carried
similar reports.
Repeated calls to the prosecu-
tors' office were unanswered.
Yoon was earlier impeached
and arrested over the martial

law decree. 
The Constitutional Court is
separately deliberating
whether to formally dismiss
Yoon as president or reinstate
him.
Yoon, a conservative, has
steadfastly denied any wrong-
doing, calling his martial law
a legitimate act of governance
meant to raise public aware-
ness of the danger of the lib-
eral-controlled National
Assembly which obstructed
his agenda and impeached
top officials.
During his announcement of
martial law, Yoon called the
assembly "a den of criminals"
and vowed to eliminate
"shameless North Korea fol-
lowers and anti-state forces.
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Border emergency declaration by Trump comes after major turmoil

Leslie Voltaire made the com-
ment in an interview with The
Associated Press in Rome on
Saturday following a meeting
with Pope Francis at the
Vatican. He visited the pope to
ask for help for Haiti.
“I'm knocking on the doors of
people who love Haiti. The
Pope loves Haiti, and he is
eager to help,” Haiti's interim
president said. 
The pontiff and Voltaire dis-
cussed the dire situation in

Haiti where gangs have killed
civilians and operate across the
Caribbean nation with impuni-
ty. Half of Haiti's 11.4 million
people are already hungry,
according to Voltaire, and los-
ing humanitarian assistance
will make the situation dramat-
ically worse.
“Trump said that Haiti is a shit-
hole,' so I don't think he will
care about Haiti,” Voltaire said,
noting that thousands of peo-
ple are already being repatriat-
ed from the Dominican
Republic every week and
gangs are terrorizing the pop-
ulace. With the new US poli-
cies, “the situation will be cat-
astrophic.”
During his first administra-
tion, President Donald Trump
used bluntly vulgar language

to question why the U.S.
Would accept immigrants
from Haiti and “shithole coun-
tries” in Africa. At the time,
the White House did not deny
his remark but issued a state-
ment saying Trump supports
immigration policies that wel-
come “those who can con-
tribute to our society.” Voltaire
said there are roughly 1.5 mil-
lion Haitians in the United
States and roughly 150,000
who were accepted under a
program called the
“Temporary Protection
System.” 
“Trump says that he will expel
all of them,” Voltaire said,
adding that Haiti, which is
already struggling with hunger
and internally displaced peo-
ple, cannot handle the influx.

President Donald Trump said
Saturday he'd like to see

Jordan, Egypt and other Arab
nations increase the number of
Palestinian refugees they are
accepting from the Gaza Strip
— potentially moving out
enough of the population to
“just clean out” the war-torn
area to create a virtual clean
slate.
During a 20-minute question-
and-answer session with
reporters aboard Air Force One
on Saturday, Trump also said
he's ended his predecessor's
hold on sending 2,000-pound
bombs to Israel. That lifts a
pressure point that had been
meant to reduce civilian casu-
alties during Israel's war with
Hamas in Gaza that is now halt-
ed by a tenuous ceasefire. 
“We released them today,"
Trump said of the bombs.
“They've been waiting for them
for a long time." Asked why he
lifted the ban on those bombs,
Trump responded, “Because
they bought them.”
Trump has built his political
career around being unapolo-
getically pro-Israel. On his larg-
er vision for Gaza, Trump said
he had call earlier in the day
with King Abdullah II of Jordan
and would speak Sunday with
President Abdel Fattah el-Sissi

of Egypt. 
“I'd like Egypt to take people,”
Trump said. “You're talking
about probably a million and a
half people, and we just clean
out that whole thing and say,
You know, it's over.'”
Trump said he complimented
Jordan for having successfully
accepted Palestinian refugees
and that he told the king, “I'd
love for you to take on more,
cause I'm looking at the whole
Gaza Strip right now, and it's a
mess. It's a real mess.”
Such a drastic displacement of
people would openly contradict
Palestinian identity and deep
connection to Gaza. Still,
Trump said the part of the
world that encompasses Gaza,
has “had many, many con-
flicts” over centuries. He said
resettling “could be temporary
or long term.” 
“Something has to happen,"
Trump said. “But it's literally a
demolition site right now.
Almost everything's demol-
ished, and people are dying
there.” He added: “So, I'd rather
get involved with some of the
Arab nations, and build hous-
ing in a different location,
where they can maybe live in
peace for a change.”
There was no immediate com-
ment from Israeli Prime
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu's
office. Trump has offered non-

traditional views on the future
of Gaza in the past. He suggest-
ed after he was inaugurated on
Monday that Gaza has “really
got to be rebuilt in a different
way." 
The new president added then,
”Gaza is interesting. It's a phe-
nomenal location, on the sea.
The best weather, you know,
everything is good. It's like,
some beautiful things could be
done with it, but it's very inter-
esting."
His resuming delivery of large
bombs, meanwhile, is a break
with then-President Joe Biden,
who halted their delivery in
May as part of an effort to keep
Israel from launching an all-
out assault on the southern
Gaza city of Rafah. A month
later, Israel did take control of
the city, but after the vast
majority of the 1 million civil-
ians that had been living or
sheltering in Rafah had fled.
“Civilians have been killed in
Gaza as a consequence of those
bombs and other ways in
which they go after population
centers,” Biden told CNN in
May when he held up the
weapons. “I made it clear that
if they go into Rafah ... I'm not
supplying the weapons that
have been used historically to
deal with Rafah, to deal with
the cities, that deal with that
problem.”

Long stretches of silence on
a Border Patrol scanner are

punctuated with updates on
tracking a single migrant for
hours. The radio traffic sounds
like a throwback to earlier
times, before the United States
became the largest destination
for asylum-seekers in 2017.
“There's a pair way down there.
We'll see if they start moving
up,” one agent says.
“Yeah, maybe they'll try to
move north in a bit,” another
responds.
Saying that “America's sover-
eignty is under attack,”
President Donald Trump's dec-
laration of a border emergency
comes at a time of relative calm
after years of deep turmoil.
Active-duty military arrived
Thursday in San Diego and in
El Paso, Texas, as part of an ini-
tial deployment of 1,500 troops. 
Arrests for illegal border cross-
ings plummeted more than 80
per cent to about 47,000 in
December from an all-time
high of 250,000 the same peri-
od a year earlier.
Arrests fell by about half when

Mexican authorities increased
enforcement within their own
borders a year ago and by
about half again when former
President Joe Biden introduced
severe asylum restrictions in
June.
For Trump, Biden didn't go
nearly far enough. The last
monthly gauge of border
arrests under Biden hovered
near 4 1/2-year lows and was
below much of 2019, during
Trump's first term, but about
triple from April 2017, early in
Trump's presidency and a low
point that he highlighted on
giant charts at campaign rallies.
The Associated Press joined the
Border Patrol for six hours
Thursday in San Diego, the
busiest corridor for illegal
crossings much of the last year,
and found no migrants until
the last half-hour. 
Three Chinese men and one
Malaysian turned themselves in
to agents minutes after walking
through a gap in the border
wall. Almost simultaneously,
eight from India and one from
Nepal crossed and waited for
agents. The men were taken for
processing to large white tents

that opened during Biden's
presidency. 
It was unclear what happened
to them after that, but one of
Trump's biggest challenges is
the enormous cost and diplo-
matic challenge of deporting
people to faraway places. The
governments of Venezuela and
Nicaragua, both US adver-
saries, refuse to take their cit-
izens back, for example. Cuba
allows only limited flights. 
The job of a Border Patrol
agent has changed dramatical-
ly in recent months, away from
quickly processing and releas-
ing asylum-seekers with notices
to appear in immigration court.
Agents are returning to a more
traditional role tracking indi-
viduals and small groups try-
ing to elude capture. 
Many agents chafed under
Biden as arrests topped 2 mil-
lion for two straight years,
though traffic slowed sharply
before Trump took office on
Monday. The Border Patrol
released fewer than 7,000
migrants in the US in
December, down 96 per cent
from nearly 192,000 a year ear-
lier.

El Paso reported 211 were
released there in the third
week of January, down from
more than 10,000 a week in
December 2023. 
In San Diego on Thursday,
agents focused on an area of
deceptively treacherous moun-
tain trails with expansive views
of Tijuana, Mexico, its urban

sprawl and industrial ware-
houses in San Diego. Migrants
who elude capture walk as
long as two days in the wilder-
ness before arriving at smug-
glers' vehicles. Agents parked in
staging areas follow their move-
ments and discuss when to
move in. 
“Does anyone have eyes on

them? You can't miss them,”
one agent says on the radio. 
“Potentially two so far,” anoth-
er chimes in. 
Less than a year ago, agents
were overwhelmed by surren-
dering asylum-seekers who
waited up to several days in the
heat or cold, with the exposure
of children to the dangerous

temperatures inviting a judge's
scrutiny.
On some nights hundreds were
gathered along border walls in
San Diego, as volunteers passed
bandages, aspirin, juice and
sandwiches between slats in the
barrier.
In remote, boulder-strewn
mountains east of San Diego,
large groups crossed nightly,
many from China and South
America. Within a day or two,
asylum-seekers were dropped
off at a bus stop in San Diego.
Karen Parker provides sup-
port and medical attention to
migrants in the mountains,
such as treating broken ankles,
cuts and parasite wounds. She
said she encountered 600 to
800 people per night a year ago,
but by early January there were
mostly small groups with an
occasional larger one of around
40.  Since Trump took office,
Parker said, it has been “a
dead standstill", perhaps part-
ly a result of freezing temper-
atures and wildfires.
Parker sees more people getting
picked up in sedans, a likely
sign of smuggling activity, than
last year when border crossers

generally waited for the patrol
to release them with notices to
appear in immigration court. 
Arrests in the San Diego sector
plunged to an average of 236 a
day during the last week of
Biden's presidency, from more
than 1,400 a day in April.
Wednesday's arrest tally was
136. 
Trump's orders will hinge to a
large extent on how he pays for
detention and transportation,
as well as how he manages
countries that won't take back
their citizens. During his first
term, he used emergency pow-
ers to divert billions of dollars
from the Defence Department
for a border wall.
“To protect the security and
safety of United States citizens,
to protect each of the States
against invasion, and to uphold
my duty to take care that the
laws be faithfully executed, it is
my responsibility as President
to ensure that the illegal entry
of aliens into the United States
via the southern border be
immediately and entirely
stopped,” Trump said on
Monday in his emergency dec-
laration.

The smiling face of President
Alexander Lukashenko

gazed out from campaign
posters across Belarus on
Sunday as the country held an
orchestrated election virtually
guaranteed to give the 70-
year-old autocrat yet another
term on top of his three
decades in power.
“Needed!” the posters pro-
claim beneath a photo of
Lukashenko, his hands clasped
together. The phrase is what
groups of voters responded in
campaign videos after suppos-
edly being asked if they want-
ed him to serve again.
But his opponents, many of
whom are imprisoned or exiled
abroad by his unrelenting
crackdown on dissent and free
speech, would disagree. They
call the election a sham —

much like the last one in 2020
that triggered months of
protests that were unprece-
dented in the history of the
country of 9 million people.
The crackdown saw more than
65,000 arrests, with thousands
beaten, bringing condemnation
and sanctions from the West.
His iron-fisted rule since 1994
— Lukashenko took office two
years after the demise of the
Soviet Union — earned him
the nickname of “Europe's Last
Dictator,” relying on subsidies
and political support from
close ally Russia. 
He let Moscow use his territo-
ry to invade Ukraine in 2022
and even hosts some of Russia's
tactical nuclear weapons, but he
still campaigned with the slo-
gan, “Peace and security,” argu-
ing he has saved Belarus from
being drawn into war.
“It's better to have a dictator-

ship like in Belarus than a
democracy like Ukraine,”
Lukashenko said in his charac-
teristic bluntness. 
Fearing a repeat of election
unrest
His reliance on support from
Russian President Vladimir
Putin — himself in office for a
quarter-century — helped him
survive the 2020 protests.
Observers believe Lukashenko
feared a repeat of those mass
demonstrations amid econom-
ic troubles and the fighting in
Ukraine, and so scheduled the
vote in January, when few
would want to fill the streets
again, rather than in August.
He faces only token opposition.
“The trauma of the 2020
protests was so deep that
Lukashenko this time decided
not to take risks and opted for
the most reliable option when
balloting looks more like a

special operation to retain
power than an election,”
Belarusian political analyst
Valery Karbalevich said.
Lukashenko repeatedly
declared that he wasn't clinging
to power and would “quietly
and calmly hand it over to the
new generation.”
His 20-year-old son, Nikolai,
travelled the country, giving
interviews, signing autographs
and playing piano at campaign
events. His father hasn't men-
tioned his health, even though
he was seen having difficulty
walking and occasionally spoke
in a hoarse voice.
“Lukashenko campaigned
actively despite the apparent
health issues, and it means
that he still has plenty of ener-
gy,” Karbalevich said. “The
successor issue only becomes
relevant when a leader prepares
to step down. But Lukashenko

isn't going to leave.”
Top political opponents
imprisoned or exiled
Leading opponents have fled
abroad or were thrown in
prison. The country holds
nearly 1,300 political prisoners,
including Nobel Peace Prize
laureate Ales Bialiatski, founder
of the Viasna Human Rights
Centre.
Since July, Lukashenko has
pardoned more than 250 peo-
ple described as political pris-
oners by activists. At the same
time, however, authorities have
sought to uproot dissent by
arresting hundreds in raids
targeting relatives and friends
of political prisoners and any-
one participating in online
activities organized by apart-
ment blocks in various cities. 
Authorities detained 188 peo-
ple last month alone, Viasna
said. 
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Australians celebrated and
protested across the country

on Sunday as Australia Day
drew attention to political differ-
ences over Indigenous rights
months out from a federal elec-
tion.
Australia Day marks a British
colony being established at
Sydney Cove on Jan 26, 1788,
which eventually led to Britain
claiming the entire country
without a treaty with its
Indigenous inhabitants.
Indigenous rights advocates call
Jan 26 “Invasion Day” and
protest rallies have been held in
major cities. Many argue that
Australia's national day should
not commemorate such a divi-
sive event.
Australia Day is usually a pub-
lic holiday and because it fell on
a Sunday this year, Monday has

been declared a holiday.
Acknowledging the hurt that
Australia Day causes many
Indigenous Australians, the
most disadvantaged ethnic
group that accounts for 4% of
the population, many business-
es refer to the ”January long
weekend” rather than the
“Australia Day long weekend.”
Australia Day has in recent
decades been the date on which
immigrants became Australian
citizens in public ceremonies.
But several local government
councils have chosen to hold cit-
izenship ceremonies on differ-
ent dates due to the controver-
sy.
Prime Minister Anthony
Albanese's center-left Labor
Party government has attempt-
ed to accommodate differing
views of Australia Day since it
won elections in 2022.
The government in 2023 decid-

ed to allow public servants to
work on Australia Day and take
another day off instead, revers-
ing a previous conservative gov-
ernment order that they must
not work on Jan. 26 when it falls
on a week day.
Opposition leader Peter Dutton
has said that all councils will be
required to hold citizenship cer-
emonies on Jan. 26 if his party
wins elections due by May 17.
“If the prime minister doesn't
have the strength of leadership
to stand up to mayors and oth-
ers who don't want to celebrate
Australia Day, then our country's
in more trouble than we first
realized,” Dutton said two weeks
ago.
Dutton has accused Albanese of
“equivocating” on his support for
Australia Day to appease the
minor Greens party.
The Greens party opposes cel-
ebrations on Jan. 26. Many

observers, including Dutton,
expect Labor will lose its parlia-
mentary majority at the next
election and may need the sup-
port of Greens lawmakers to
form a minority government.
Albanese has accused Dutton of
being divisive by declining an
invitation to attend Australia
Day events in the national cap-
ital Canberra.
Instead, Dutton attended a cit-
izenship ceremony in his home-
town of Brisbane.
“The national Australia Day
event should be attended by
both sides of the Parliament.
They should be bipartisan,”
Albanese told reporters on
Sunday.
“Why wouldn't you participate
in national events if you want to
be a national leader?” Albanese
asked.
Australian National University
historian Frank Bongiorno said

both leaders were using
Australia Day for their own
political advantage.
"These figures will insist that
they want it to be a day of unity,
but they'll invariably behave in
ways that promote disunity
around the day. That's really how
culture wars work,” Bongiorno
said.
Dutton has accused Albanese of
dividing Australia along racial
lines by holding a referendum in
2023 on Indigenous rights.
Australians voted against a pro-
posal that would have enshrined
in the constitution an
Indigenous body known as the
Voice to address Parliament on
Indigenous issues.
Dutton has also accused
Albanese's government of focus-
ing on Indigenous rights instead
of a cost of living crisis facing
many Australians due to infla-
tion and high interest rates.

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Automobile exports from
India rose 19 per cent

year-on-year in 2024 led by a
robust dispatch of two-
wheelers, passenger vehicles
and commercial vehicles,
according to SIAM data.
Overall shipments rose to
50,98,810 units last year, up
19 per cent from 42,85,809
units exported in 2023.
“Last year saw revival in
demand for the Indian
automobiles from emerging
markets like Latin America
and Africa,” Society of Indian
Automobile Manufacturers
(SIAM) Director General
Rajesh Menon told PTI when
asked about reasons for
exports growth last year.
In 2024, passenger vehicle
exports grew 10 per cent to
7,43,976 units as compared to
6,77,956 units in January-
December period of 2023.
Utility vehicle shipments rose

33 per cent year-on-year to
3,23,621 units while van
shipments also jumped 14 per
cent annually to 8,207 units.
Passenger car dispatches,
however, declined 4 per cent
last year to 4,12,148 units as
compared to 4,27,876 units in
2023.
Two-wheeler exports rose 23
per cent to 39,77,162 units as
compared to 32,43,673 units
shipped in 2023, led by
motorcycles which grew by 24
per cent to 33,97,586 units.
Scooter shipments rose to
5,73,230 units last year from
4,91,329 units in 2023.

Equity MF inflows soar to
near `4 Lakh Crore in 2024
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India’s apex IT industry body
Nasscom has batted for tweaks
in safe harbour rules and

widening the scope for utilisation
of SEZ reinvestment reserves in its
Budget wishlist, while advocating
for creation of a central deeptech
fund to bolster startup ecosystem
in India.
Creation of a grant framework for
the deeptech ecosystem, and
making the deferment of the time
of payment of tax on Employee
Stock Option Plan available to
employees of all DPIIT-
recognized startups also tops the
Budget expectations of the
industry.
The Union Budget for financial
year 2025-26 is scheduled to be
presented in Parliament by
Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman on February 1, 2025.
For the $250 billion export-led
Indian IT industry, the Budget
comes amid continued global
macro headwinds, geopolitical
risks, and growing unease about
possibility of sudden policy and
tariff moves by the US, where
President Donald Trump has
promised to script a new, glorious
chapter for America with his
headline-grabbing second-term.

Issues under transfer-pricing
regime, expanding the scope for
utilisation of SEZ reinvestment
reserve for tech companies, as well
as measures to promote startup in
India figure high on Nasscom’s
budget expectations.
Among the key asks is also
making deferment of the time of
payment of tax on Employee Stock
Option Plan (ESOP) available to
the employees of more startups.
“The deferment - even if you look
at only DPIIT-registered startups -
is actually available only to about
2.5 per cent of these startups.
“While the DPIIT has roughly
around 1.43 lakh startups
registered on its portal, of which
3,600 odd are certified by the
inter-ministerial board, and only
these startups can get this benefit,”
Ashish Aggarwal, Vice President
and Head of Public Policy at
Nasscom told PTI.
Given that the employee is
required to pay full tax and there
is only a deferment of the time of
payment, the benefit should be
available to all DPIIT recognised
start-ups, not limited to 3,605
start-ups who have obtained IMB
certificate under IT Act, according
to Aggarwal.
“In fact, there is a merit in going
beyond,” he said.

Along with making the deferment
available for all DPIIT recognised
startups, safeguards can be added
to say that eligible ESOPs will be
available only to employees of
DPIIT registered start-ups, and
that ESOPs will be offered only to
Indian resident taxpayers.

“ESOP schemes should be
uniform for all employees so that
you don’t create some scheme
which is uniquely tailored for
certain employees,” he said.
Nasscom is also batting for
measures to strengthen
availability of ‘patient capital’

(long-term capital) for deeptech
startups in India.
According to the industry body,
the government should create a
dedicated deeptech fund (in the
form of fund-of-funds) structured
with flexibility for longer gestation
(10 years with extensions). The

fund’s structure may incorporate
provisions for matching capital to
encourage greater venture
investment in the sector.
This was also proposed in draft
National DeepTech Startup
(NDTSP) 2023.
Another ask pertains to creation
of a grant framework for the
deeptech ecosystem.
“A common grant framework
should be established across
government ministries, through a
two-tiered funding approach -
Initial Proof of Concept grant of at
least `two crore to validate core
technologies; tested Prototype
grant of minimum `3 crore to
support market validation and
early commercialisation,”
NASSCOM said as part of its
Budget recommendations.
Further, specific infrastructure
grants - in the form of access to
labs and testing facilities for the
high-cost areas like Space,
Semiconductors, AI, Clean
Energy, etc. Should be explored, it
says.
The industry asserts that since
Global Capability Centres (captive
centres) only provide services to
their own group
companies/parent companies and
are normally based on a cost-plus
model, the safe harbour rules

should be available to all the
GCCs and the cap on turnover (up
to `200 crore) and the criterion of
bearing insignificant risk needs to
be dispensed with.
“The safe harbour regime should
be made available for all related
party entities. Given the
competitive nature of industry, the
rate of profit margins are not
observed to be higher merely
because a company is bigger in
terms of annual revenues.
Therefore, abolish or significantly
increase the eligibility threshold
for SHR,” according to Nasscom.
Further, the Safe Harbour margin
rates - though reduced in 2017 are
“still very high” and needs to be
reduced. The industry is also
pinning its hopes on a simpler
regime and fewer categories.
So far as issues impacting the tech
industry goes, Nasscom has
recommended that the
government should expand the
scope for utilisation of SEZ
reinvestment reserve to include
operating expenses incurred on
leasing of computers/ laptops,
using cloud infrastructure, buying
software; capital investment in
building infrastructure and
expenses incurred on new
employees such as salary cost,
training costs. 

IT industry bats for deeptech fund to bolster startup ecosystem
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Vedanta group firm
Hindustan Zinc Ltd

(HZL) is likely to turn net
debt-free by the next financial
year despite significant
investment in capacity
expansion, according to a
report.
According to brokerage firm
Ventura Securities global
demand for base metals – zinc
and lead, is expected to grow
at a CAGR of 6/7 per cent.
Domestically, India is a net
exporter of zinc while having
a deficit in lead supplies. Both
these circumstances are
favourable to HZL.
“HZL is expected to turn net
debt-free by FY26,” it said.
The country’s largest
producer of zinc, lead and
silver had earlier said that it

expects to reduce its debt to
about `2,000 crore by March-
end from about `6,000 crore
at the end of the September
quarter.
Silver is fast gaining traction
for investment demand and
its use cases in industrial
applications is only rising.
The timely expansion in silver
production capacities augers
well given the exploding
demand, the report said.
HZL has planned capacity
expansion of `16,000 crore,

including sustaining capex,
for the period FY 24-27 for
funding the roaster plant in
Rajasthan’s Debari, fumer and
fertilizer plant at Chanderiya
(sulphuric acid forward
integration), in the desert
state and 450 mw renewable
energy addition.
The brokerage firm said that
it is also bullish on HZL’s
expansion plans, expecting it
to contribute to revenue
growth.
“HZL is expected to expand
its mined production to 1.2
million tonnes in FY27 from
1 million tonnes with refined
zinc/lead production
increasing from 817/216 kt to
931/240 kt. Silver (by product
of lead concentrate) is
expected to increase from 746
to 800 tonnes,” the report
said.
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Capital markets regulator

students, investors,
researchers, journalists,
market participants and the
general public offering
insights into the market’s
diverse products,
participants, and
institutions.

With over 3,000 assets,
Dharohar documents the
market’s journey through
articles, regulations,
interviews with prominent
personalities, historic
newspaper clippings, share
certificates, infographics,
videos, and committee

reports etc.
The Securities and Exchange
Board of India (Sebi) said
the repository will continue
to grow with new additions,
enhancing its value for
users.
Sebi also expressed gratitude
to those who contributed to
this initiative, including
individuals, institutions,
members of the Monitoring
and Advisory Committee of
Project Dharohar, former
chairpersons and whole-
time members, employees,
scripophilists, experts,
industry leaders, market
infrastructure institutions,
industry associations, and
others.
The initiative reflects SEBI’s
commitment to preserving
and promoting the securities
market’s rich legacy while
fostering greater awareness
and understanding of the
securities markets among
diverse stakeholders, it said.
The repository, Dharohar,
can be accessed at
www.Mism.Org. 
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India and Oman will review
the progress of talks for the

proposed free trade
agreement (FTA) between the
two countries during the visit
of Commerce and Industry
Minister Piyush Goyal to
Muscat this week, an official
statement said on Sunday.
Though the negotiations for
the proposed agreement were
concluded, Oman has sought
revision of its market access
offers on some products.
On January 14, India and
Oman held the fifth round of
talks for the agreement, which
is aimed at boosting bilateral
economic ties.
The negotiations for the
agreement, officially dubbed
as Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement
(CEPA), formally began in
November 2023.
In such agreements, two
trading partners either
significantly reduce or
eliminate customs duties on a
maximum number of goods
traded between them. They
also ease norms to promote
trade in services and attract
investments.
“The talks on India-Oman
CEPA which are at an
advanced stage are likely to get
further impetus during the
visit. Both sides are
negotiating and exploring a
commercially significant,

balanced, equitable, ambitious
and mutually beneficial
CEPA,” the commerce
ministry said.
Goyal will also attend the joint
commission meeting with
Oman’s Minister of
Commerce, Industry and
Investment Promotion Qais
bin Mohammed bin Moosa
al-Yousef during January 27-
28. A business delegation is
accompanying the Minister
for the Joint Business Council
meeting.
On the sidelines, Goyal is also
expected to meet Sultan bin
Salim Al Habsi, Minister of
Finance and Chairperson of
the Ministerial Committee for
CEPA; and Sheikh Ali bin
Masoud Al Sunaidy,
President, Public Authority
for Special Economic Zones
and Free Zones (OPAZ).
Oman is the third largest
export destination among the
Gulf Cooperation Council
(GCC) countries for India.
India already has a similar
agreement with another GCC
member UAE which came
into effect in May 2022.
The bilateral trade has
declined to $8.94 billion
(exports $4.42 billion and
imports $4.5 billion) in 2023-
24 from $12.39 billion
(exports $4.47 billion and
imports $7.91 billion) in
2022-23.
India’s key imports are
petroleum products and urea.

These account for over 70 per
cent of imports. Other key
products are propylene and
ethylene polymers, pet coke,
gypsum, chemicals, and iron
and steel.
According to the think tank
GTRI (Global Trade Research
Institute), Indian goods worth
$3.7 billion like gasoline, iron
and steel, electronics, and
machinery may get a
significant boost in Oman,
once both sides reach a
comprehensive free trade
agreement. These goods at
present face a 5 per cent
import duty in Oman.
Oman’s import duty ranges
from 0 to 100 per cent along
with the existence of specific
duties. A duty of 100 per cent
is applicable on specific meats,
wines and tobacco products.
Reduction in import duties
under the CEPA will allow
Indian products to enter the
Omani market at competitive
prices.
With a population of 1.4
billion compared to Oman’s 5
million, India represents a
vast consumer market for
Oman.
However, Oman’s higher per
capita income ($25,060)
compared to India’s ($2,370)
could mean a demand for
more diversified and possibly
higher-value goods and
services in Oman, which India
could aim to supply, the GTRI
has said.

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The country’s exports rose
by 5.57 per cent to $59.93

billion during April-
December this fiscal on
account of healthy demand
in the American market for
domestic goods, according
to government data.
During December, the
shipments increased by 8.49
per cent to $7 billion, the
data showed.
On the other hand, imports
during the first nine months
of 2024-25 grew by 1.91 per
cent to $33.4 billion, while in
December it was up by 9.88
per cent to $3.77 billion.
According to experts, going
by the trend, the total trade
between the two countries
will continue to grow in the
coming months also.
The bilateral trade during
April-December 2024-25
stood at $93.4 billion, as

against $94.6 billion between
India and China.
The experts added that the
possible trade war between
the US and China will give
huge export potential for
Indian exporters.
The US is the largest trading
partner of India from 2021-
22. The US accounts for
about 18 per cent of India’s
total goods exports and over
6 per cent in imports and
about 11 per cent in bilateral
trade.

Some experts raised
concerns that if the US
would impose additional
duties on certain Indian
goods, as threatened by US
President Donald Trump, it
can impact trade.
In December last year,
Trump had said India
charges “a lot” of tariffs,
reiterating his intention to
impose reciprocal tariffs in
retaliation for what New
Delhi will impose on the
import of certain American
products.
“India should respond firmly
and in equal measure,”
economic think tank Global
Trade Research Initiative
(GTRI) Founder Ajay
Srivastava said.
In 2018, when the US taxed
Indian steel and aluminium,
India retaliated by raising
tariffs on 29 US products,
recovering equivalent
revenue.

Automobile exports grew
19 per cent in 2024
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Equity mutual funds
witnessed a remarkable

surge in inflows to nearly `4
lakh crore in 2024, more than
double the amount recorded
in the preceding year,
reflecting strong investor
confidence and a continued
shift towards long-term
investing, particularly
through Systematic
Investment Plans (SIPs).
Despite the strong
performance in 2024, the
outlook for 2025 appears
cautious. The mutual fund
industry has started to see a
slowdown in equity fund
flows since early December, a
trend attributed to increased
market volatility, Santosh
Joseph, Co-founder and CEO
of Germinate Investor
Services, said.
Historically, inflows into
equity funds are closely tied
to market performance, and
periods of market
uncertainty often result in
subdued investor activity.
“As a result, 2025 may
witness muted activity in
terms of new fund launches
and equity fund mobilization
especially as market volatility
persists,” Santosh Joseph, Co-
founder and CEO of
Germinate Investor Services,
said.
However, long-term
investors may continue to
stay the course, benefiting
from the wealth creation
potential of equity markets
when conditions stabilise, he

added. In 2024, the total
inflow into equity and
equity-oriented schemes
stood at `3.94 lakh crore,
compared to `1.61 lakh crore
in 2023, according to data
from the Association of
Mutual Funds in India
(AMFI).
The impressive growth in
inflows contributed to a 40
per cent increase in the assets
under management (AUM)
of the mutual fund industry,
which reached `30.57 lakh
crore by December 2024, up
from `21.8 lakh crore in the
previous year.
The growth has been largely
attributed to consistent
market performance,
improved financial literacy,
and the increasing adoption
of SIPs, which offer a
disciplined approach to
investing.
Ganesh Mohan, CEO of Bajaj
Finserv AMC, noted that
retail investors are becoming
increasingly aware of equities
as a vital tool for wealth
creation.
“The market’s consistent
performance, along with the
digitisation of investment
processes, has made equity
mutual funds more accessible
to investors, and the
widespread use of SIPs has
contributed to the inflow
momentum,” he said.
He also highlighted how
retail investors have become
more resilient, with many
choosing to stay invested
even during market
corrections.

Taylor Townsend of the
United States returned
to the court on which

her career first took flight,
teaming with Katerina
Siniakova to beat Hsieh Su-
Wei and Jelena Ostapenko 6-
2, 6-7 (4), 6-3 in the women’s
doubles final Sunday at the
Australian Open.
“This is super-special to me,”
Townsend said. “The last
time I played on this court I
was 15 and in 2012 I won the
juniors here and that was the
kick-start.
“Honestly, being here is so
special to me because this
tournament was the
beginning of me being able
to live out my dream.”
Top-seeded Townsend and
Siniakova of the Czech
Republic led 6-2, 5-3 and
served for the match for the
first time at 5-4 in the second
set. But third-seeded Hsieh

and Ostapenko rallied to take
the second set in a tie-break
and to hold an early break in
the third.
Taylor and Siniakova were
able to fall back on proven
teamwork on crucial points.
This was their third Grand
Slam together: they won
Wimbledon last year and
reached the semifinals of the
US Open.
They were also able to exploit
a hint of weakness on Hsieh’s
serve with Ostapenko at the
net, breaking her four times
in the match including in the
ninth game of the final set.
Siniakova then served out the
match, with Townsend
providing the finishing touch
at the net.
The match was played in
warm conditions on the
Australia Day national
holiday. The temperature was
around 22C (71.6F) mid-
afternoon and the court was
warm, causing the ball to

skip through quicker,
particularly from the left-
handed Townsend.
Siniakova and Townsend
raced to a 5-1 lead inside 30
minutes and while Hsieh
managed to hold at 5-2 in the
best game of the set,
Siniakova held to love to
close out the first set in 37
minutes. 
Win or lose Siniakova was
going to extend her stay atop
the WTA doubles rankings to
136 weeks, the fifth-best run
of all-time. She has reached
the semifinals or better at the
last five grand slams.
The second set, much the
same as the first, began with
Ostapenko and Townsend
holding serve, then Hsieh
was broken at 2-1. 
Ostakpenko held at 2-3 and
there was noticeable lift in
intensity from the third
seeds, a recognition of the
importance of the moment
and they managed to break

Townsend to level at 3-3.
But another Hsieh service
break gave Townsend the
opportunity to serve for the
match at 5-4 but again,
Ostapenko and Hsieh rallied
to level at 5-all. Hsieh then
managed a crucial hold with
Ostapenko occasionally
starting at the back of the
court, rather than at the net.
Siniakova’s hold sent the set
into a tie-break in which
Ostapenko and Hseih picked
up two points off Townsend
at 5-4 and 6-4 to level the
match. 
The complexion of the game
had changed and the third
seeds were able to break
Siniakova for the first time in
the opening game of the
third set, though Siniakova
and Townsend immediately
broke Ostapenko to level at
1-all. 
Hsieh was broken again in
the ninth game and this time
Siniakova didn’t miss.

There’s all sorts of ways
beyond merely the score to

measure just how dominant
Jannik Sinner was while
outplaying and frustrating
Alexander Zverev during the
6-3, 7-6 (4), 6-3 victory Sunday
that earned the 23-year-old
Italian a second consecutive
Australian Open
championship.
The zero break points Sinner
faced. Or the 10 he
accumulated. The 27-13
advantage in points that lasted
at least nine strokes. Or the
way Sinner accumulated more
winners, 32 to 25, and fewer
unforced errors, 27 to 45. The
way Sinner won 10 of 13 points
that ended with him at the net.
Or the way he only let Zverev
go 14 of 27 in that category,
frequently zipping passing
shots out of reach.

And here is one more bit of
evidence: Listen to what
Zverev told Sinner during the
on-court trophy ceremony:
“You’re the best player in the
world, by far. I was hoping that
I could be more of a
competitor today, but you’re
just too good. It’s as simple as
that.”
That’s coming from the guy
who is ranked No. 2 behind
Sinner, who has held the No. 1
spot since last June and is not
showing any signs of
relinquishing it. This was the
first Australian Open final
between the men at No. 1 and
No. 2 since 2019, when No. 1
Novak Djokovic defeated No. 2
Rafael Nadal — also in straight
sets.
“It’s amazing,” Sinner said, “to
achieve these things.”
That includes being the
youngest man to leave
Melbourne Park with the

trophy two years in a row since
Jim Courier in 1992-93 and the
first man since Nadal at the
French Open in 2005 and 2006
to follow up his first Grand
Slam title by repeating as the
champion at the same
tournament a year later.
Since the start of 2024, Sinner
has won three of the five major
tournaments, including the
U.S. Open in September, and
his record in that span is 80-6
with a total of nine tournament
titles. His current unbeaten
run covers 21 matches.
The only thing that’s clouded
the past 12 months for Sinner,
it seems, is a doping case in
which he was cleared by a
ruling that was appealed by the
World Anti-Doping Agency.
He tested positive for a trace
amount of an anabolic steroid
twice last March but blamed it
on an accidental exposure
involving two members of his

team who have since been
fired. Sinner initially was
exonerated in August; a
hearing in the WADA appeal is
scheduled for April.
While Sinner became the

eighth man in the Open era
(which began in 1968) to start
his career 3-0 in Grand Slam
finals, Zverev is the seventh to
be 0-3, adding this loss to those
at the 2020 U.S. Open and the

2024 French Open.  
Those earlier setbacks both
came in five sets. This contest
was not that close. Not at all.
“We’re trying to do all the right
work,” Zverev said. “I’m just
not good enough.”
Just before Zverev began
speaking into a microphone
during the trophy ceremony, a
voice cried out from the stands,
making reference to two of the
player’s ex-girlfriends who
accused him of physical abuse.
During the match, there truly
was only one moment that felt
as if it contained a hint of
tension. It came when Zverev
was two points from owning
the second set, leading it 5-4
and at love-30 on Sinner’s
serve. But a break point — and
a set point — never arrived.
Zverev dropped the next four
points, making it 5-all, and
Sinner emerged with the
ensuing tiebreaker. No surprise

there: He went 4-0 in those set-
deciders over the past two
weeks and has grabbed 16 of
his past 18.
A year ago, Sinner went
through a lot more trouble to
earn his first Slam, needing to
get past Novak Djokovic —
who quit one set into his
semifinal against Zverev on
Friday because of a torn
hamstring — first, before
erasing a two-set deficit in the
final against 2021 U.S. Open
champion Daniil Medvedev.
This time, the 6-foot-3 (1.91-
meter) Sinner applied pressure
with an all-around style that
does not really appear to have
any holes as his sneakers
squeak from a sprint to a slide
that often nearly ends in the
splits and he uses his long
limbs to deliver deep
groundstrokes.
On this night, he proved
superior in just about every

meaningful way, other than
aces.  Returning serves from
Zverev that reached 138 mph
(223 kph), Sinner got the lone
break of the opening set with a
passing shot for a 5-4 lead.
Zverev walked back behind the
baseline, shaking his head
while talking to his father and
brother, who were seated in the
front row of their courtside
coaches’ box.
There was more negative body
language after Sinner served
out that set at love to continue
his crescendo, the final note an
ace at 120 mph (194 kph).
Zverev trudged to his bench,
shoulders sagging, and
dropped his racket on an
equipment bag, a gesture that
conveyed annoyance more
than anger. Later, it became the
latter: Zverev cracked one
racket on the court and used a
racket to hit another on the
sideline.

Sinner beats Zverev, wins second Australian Open title

Reigning champions India
continued their dominant

run in the ICC Women’s U19
World Cup with a resounding
eight-wicket win over
Bangladesh in their Super Six
encounter here on Sunday.
With this comprehensive win,
India have now registered
their fourth consecutive
victory in the tournament,
maintaining their unbeaten
streak and further
establishing themselves as
strong title contenders.
A disciplined Indian bowling
attack, spearheaded by left-
arm spinner Vaishnavi
Sharma’s impressive spell of
3/15, restricted Bangladesh to
a paltry 64 runs in their 20
overs -- their lowest total of
the tournament. 
Despite their struggles,
Bangladesh’s total was the
highest conceded by India in
the tournament so far, having
previously bowled out West
Indies (44) and Malaysia (31)
for under 50.
In response, India’s chase was
off to a blazing start, led by
the in-form Trisha Gongadi,
who once again proved her
class with a fluent 40 off just

31 balls.
She peppered the boundary
ropes with eight fours,
showcasing an aggressive
intent and putting
Bangladesh’s bowling attack
under immense pressure.
By the time she was dismissed
after the powerplay, India
needed just five more runs to
seal the win.
Sanika Chalke (11 not out)
and skipper Niki Prasad (5
not out) ensured there were
no further hiccups, guiding
India to victory in just 7.1
overs.
Their bowlers have been the
cornerstone of their
campaign, consistently
delivering under pressure and
keeping the opposition under

100 in all matches played so
far.
Put in to bat, Bangladesh
started with aggression but
their approach backfired as
they lost three quick wickets
within the first four overs,
reeling at 9/3 before limping
to 16/3 at the end of the
powerplay.
Indian seamers VJ Joshitha
(3-1-6-1) and Shabnam Shakil
(2-0-7-1) made full use of the
conditions, extracting
movement and bounce to
stifle Bangladesh’s batters.
With the early breakthroughs,
the Indian spinners took
charge and tightened their
grip on the game. 
Vaishnavi was instrumental in
dismantling the middle order,

breaking a crucial 31-run
partnership between skipper
Sumaiya Akter and Jannatul
Maoua for the sixth wicket,
which saw Bangladesh
crumble from 53/4 to 64/9.
Gongadi (2-0-6-1) also
chipped in with her leg-spin,
ensuring no respite for the
Bangladeshi batters.
Bangladesh skipper Sumaiya
fought a lone battle with 21
from 29 balls, providing some
stability to the innings
alongside Jannatul Maoua,
who scored 14 off 20
deliveries.
They were the only two
batters to reach double figures
as India’s bowlers maintained
relentless pressure.
Bangladesh’s innings was
marred by poor running
between the wickets and
frequent dismissals, making it
difficult for them to accelerate
at any stage.
Despite their struggles, they
managed to play out the full
20 overs, which will be a small
takeaway for them going
forward. PTI

Describing the ICC as an
“event management

company”, former Australia
captain Ian Chappell has
observed that the financially
stronger boards are getting
their way in producing self-
serving schedule while
harming the interest of Test
cricket.
Chappell also felt that a viable
two-tier system for Test cricket
should have been in place by
now but added that there are
other pressing matters that
need urgent attention to keep
the game’s traditional format
relevant.
“On the subject of a two-tier
Test system, former West
Indies pace-bowling champion
Michael Holding noted: ‘For all
its faults, at least FIFA actually
runs soccer. The ICC must run
cricket’,” Chappell wrote in his
column for ‘ESPNcricinfo’.
“Therein lies a perplexing
problem. The ICC doesn’t run
cricket, and unless there’s a
major change of heart, the
financially desirable nations
will continue to have a huge
say in producing a self-serving
schedule.”
Chappell though agreed that
the game’s financial engine
India’s influence is
proportional to their
contribution.
“Then there’s the major issue of
the financial split. The big
three – India, Australia and
England – despite being the
wealthiest cricket nations
claim a large slice of the money
divided among cricket bodies,
and yet they agitate for an even
larger share.
“India’s powerful presence in
the ICC is in direct proportion

to their contribution of around
70 per cent of cricket’s income.
It’s a complex issue to which
cricket hasn’t found a
workable solution.”
A proposal to split Test cricket
into two divisions, which will
ensure more high-stakes
matches featuring bigger
teams such as India, Australia
and England, is under
discussion.
Such a system could, however,
also harm smaller teams,
resulting in fewer Tests for
them and also threatening
inclusivity in the sport.
Chappell, one of Australia’s
finest captains, believed a
system of promotion and
relegation should be there with
certain criteria.
“There should have been a
two-tier Test system in place
years ago.
“In reality only a limited
number of teams are capable
of competing long-term in the
five-day game. West Indies
earned the right to financial
assistance with their capacity
to draw crowds, and it’s
criminal they’ve been allowed
to languish,” he said.
Chappell further stated
Afghanistan and Ireland
should not be laying Test
cricket as they don’t fulfil all
requirements.
“A system that includes
promotion and relegation is
feasible but there need to be
certain criteria attached before
a team attains Test status.
Those should include: Do they
have a viable first-class
competition? Do they have
legitimate grounds for holding
five-day games? Do the
grounds have adequate
facilities? Are they financially
stable?

Reigning Asian champion
Jyothi Yarraji clinched gold

in her first race of the season,
that too with a national record,
winning the 60m hurdles
event by clocking 8.04 seconds
at the Elite Indoor Meeting in
Nantes, France.
The 25-year-old Yarraji, in
fact, broke her own earlier
national record of 8.12
seconds twice in a matter of
few hours on Saturday.
She first clocked 8.07 seconds
in the heats and then bettered
her time in the final at the
Stadium Pierre-Quinon in the
World Athletics Indoor Tour
bronze level meet. 
Her timing is, however, still
short of the qualifying mark of
7.94 seconds for the World
Indoor Championships to be
held in Nanjing, China in
March. 
Yarraji, who was recently
conferred with the Arjuna
Award, had won 60m gold in
the Asian Indoor
Championships in 2024 with a
time of 8.12 seconds in
Tehran, Iran. 
She also holds the national

outdoor 100m hurdles record
of 12.78 seconds. She is the
reigning 100m hurdles Asian
champion and won a silver
medal in the Hangzhou Asian
Games in 2023 with a time of
12.91 seconds.
Meanwhile, in the men’s 60m
hurdles event, Tejas Shirse
won a bronze with a time of
7.68 seconds. 
This was Shirse’s second race
of the season. On January 19,
he had set a national record
time of 7.65 seconds at the
CMCM Indoor Meeting in
Luxembourg. The previous
national record in the event
was 7.70 seconds, which was
set by Siddhanth Thingalaya in
2017. 
The 22-year-old Shirse is also
the national record holder in
110m hurdles with a time of
13.41 seconds.

Kylian Mbappé tucked the ball under
his shirt as he raised both hands to

return the applause to the Real Madrid
fans who savored his first hat trick for his
new club.
The France star had just led a 3-0 victory
at struggling Valladolid that extended
Madrid’s lead of La Liga on Saturday,
keeping it in position to retain the title
just after the midway point of the
campaign.
Gone was the inconsistent play and
missed penalties from Mbappé during
his first months with Madrid following
his move from Paris Saint-Germain. The
France captain has started pouring in
goals with back-to-back multi-goal
games and has Madrid in pole position
with Atletico Madrid and Barcelona
stalled.
“I’m very happy for the hat trick but even
happier for the win,” Mbappé said in
fluent Spanish. “It was very important to
win after Atletico’s result because that

gave us a bit more pressure to take
advantage of it.”
Madrid’s fourth straight triumph in the
league combined with Atletico Madrid’s
1-1 draw with Villarreal let Carlo

Ancelotti’s side open a four-point gap
over its city rival. Barcelona was in third
place at 10 points back before hosting
Valencia on Sunday. Madrid trailed then-
leader Barcelona at one point, but since
getting blown away in a 4-0 clasico
debacle, it has found its stride and is in
championship mode.
“My adaptation to the team is over. I feel
comfortable on the field and you can see
that from the way I am playing with my
teammates,” Mbappé said. “This gives us
confidence, but you know that until the
38th round this is not over. We have to
keep winning because there is a long way
to go.”
No contest in Valladolid
The game between the front-runner and
the bottom side fit its billing as a
mismatch.
Valladolid could draw only one save
from Thibaut Courtois in the opening
moments. It was all Madrid the rest of
the way even though Vinícius Júnior
didn’t play as he completed a two-game
suspension.
